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I. INTRODUCTION

1. The first meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Viemna Convention
for the Protection of the Ozore layer was held in Helsinki at the kind invitation
of the Goverrment of Finland fram 26 to 28 April 1989 in accordance with
Article 6 of the Viemna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone layer.

II. ORGANIZATIONAL MATTERS
A. Opening of the Meeting

2. The meeting was opened by Dr. M.K. Tolba, the Executive Director of UNEP.
In his opening statement the Executive Director thanked the Goverrment of Finland
for hosting the meeting, and stated the cbjectives of this meeting. The
Executive Director indicated that 43 countries and the EEC had ratified the
Canvention which had come into force an 22 September 1988. At the "Saving the
Ozone" Conference in London in March 1989 there had been unanimous agreement
among 123 countries an the urgent need to halt the destruction of stratospheric
czone. In London 20 more countries had signalled their intention to adopt both
the Viemna Convention and its Montreal Protocol in the near future and 12 others
had indicated that they would give serious consideration to such adoption.

Dr. Tolba further indicated that scientific research had confirmed the link
between ozone depletion, climate change and global warming. He also stressed the
likely changes in sea levels and the drought and flooding that might ooccur and
ﬂaefactttntﬂvevmldspoarestnatimsmﬂdbeﬁnleastab]amadjustma
deteriarating enviromnment.

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13. A representative of the World Metecrological Organization reported on the
recent status of czane research and systematic cbservations. He noted that WD

guided and assisted the Global Ozone Cbserving System (GOOS) camprising more
than 180 stations in nearly 60 member countries.

14. He said that related research had confirmed the existence of significant
total ozone decline over the northern hemisphere of close to 3 percent since
1969.

15. Recaommendations were made for improvement of GOOS to ensure a continuous ard
reliable flow of infarmation essential for assessing the state of the czare
layer, intensifying oczone-related research needs and for clarifying the |
~mechanism for Antarctic springtime czone destruction. Several delegations spoke
in favour of strengthening GOOS and of the need for an intensified long-term
comitment to monitoring and research. The need far financial commitment
ansistent with this requirement was also noted.

16. One delegate confirmed that national cbservations had identified an ozore
loss of 0.6 percent per year and that temperatures in the middle and upper
stratosphere had fallen between 0.6°C and 2.1°C over the past ten years
consistent with ozone loss and greenhouse gas accumulation.

17. Another delegate reparted on recent climatic events in his country which had
resulted in significant econamic loss in the agricultural and forestry sectors
ard damage to fresh water delivery systems in his country.

18. The WO representative also reported on the outcome of the recently convened
WMO/UNEP scientific meeting in the USSR, held to discuss the anxrent
understanding of Polar Ozone, trends in czone concentrations and thecretical
predictions of oczone layer modification.

19. The meeting attended by scientists fram ten developed countries (USA, Western
and Eastern Europe and Japen) and developing countries (China and Egypt) had far
the most part reached a common understanding of the processes which control
atmospheric ozone.

20. With regard to ozone trends, cbservations by Soviet scientists of ozone loss
in upper mid-latitudes and polar regions were consistent with cbservations made
by Western scientists.

21. There were minor variations in the understanding of thecretical predictions
of future ozone concentrations among the various participants relating to
diffminnndelcn.mstnctiasarﬂq:uaﬁm. :

PURPOSES

Rule 1

These rules of procedure shall apply to any meeting of the Conference of the
Parties to the Viemna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer convened
in acocordance with article 6 of the Convention.
