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seq level7 \h \r0 The present report reviews the status of implementation of the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer and the actions taken to implement the decisions taken at the fifth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention, held in Beijing, China, from 29 November to 3 December 1999.  It also summarizes the issues that will be before the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties, to be held in Rome from 25 to 29 November 2002.

I.  STATUS OF THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DECISIONS OF THE FIFTH

MEETING OF THE CONFERENCE OF THE PARTIES TO THE VIENNA

CONVENTION FOR THE PROTECTION OF THE OZONE LAYER
2. A report on the status of the implementation of the five decisions of the fifth meeting of the Conference of the Parties is annexed to the present report.  As a result of the implementation of the provisions of the Convention and of the decisions of the Conferences of the Parties, the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties will have, inter alia, the following matters before it to consider and take decisions thereon.

II.  ISSUES BEFORE THE SIXTH MEETING OF THE CONFERENCE OF THE PARTIES

A.  Status of ratification of the Vienna Convention, the Montreal Protocol and the Amendments to the Protocol
3. The Eleventh Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer, held in Beijing, China, from 29 November to 3 December 1999, adopted the Beijing Amendment to the Protocol which entered into force on 25 February 2002. To date it has been ratified by 38 Parties.

4. The meeting of the Conference of the Parties may wish to urge all States that have not yet done so to accede to the Vienna Convention, the Montreal Protocol and the Amendments to the Protocol as soon as possible.

B.  Recommendations of the fifth meeting of the Ozone Research Managers
5. The fifth meeting of the Ozone Research Managers was held in Geneva from 25 to 27 March 2002. It was attended by scientists, experts and managers from 50 Parties to the Vienna Convention.  The United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) and the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) jointly organized this meeting.  Representatives of the countries presented their national reports of ongoing and planned ozone research and monitoring activities.  The WMO/UNEP Report of the fifth meeting of the Ozone Research Managers of the Parties to the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer, document WMO Global Ozone Research and Monitoring Project, Report No. 46 has been issued in the six United Nations languages to all Parties.

6. The Ozone Research Managers have proposed a number of recommendations supporting:


(a)
Systematic ozone observations through an integrated global observing system;


(b)
Data archiving and accessibility;


(c)
Additional research to address unanswered questions with respect to the expected recovery of ozone in the stratosphere; and


(d)
Capacity-building for ozone measuring stations in developing countries and countries with economies in transition.

7. The recommendations of the Ozone Research Managers have been forwarded for consideration at the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention, and are contained in document UNEP/OzL.Conv.6/3.  

D.  Financial statements and budgets for the trust funds of the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol

8. The financial reports on the Trust Fund for the Vienna Convention and the Trust Fund for the Montreal Protocol, for the biennium 2000-2001, were circulated in documents UNEP/OzL.Conv.6/4 and UNEP/OzL.Pro.14/4, respectively.  The revised budget for the Vienna Convention for 2003 and proposed budgets for 2004, 2005 and 2006 were circulated under document UNEP/OzL.Conv.6/5.  The approved budget for the Montreal Protocol for 2002 and proposed budgets for 2003 and 2004 are set out in document UNEP/OzL.Pro.14/5.

9. The Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention, at its sixth meeting, and the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol may wish to take note of the financial reports and approve the proposed budgets of the two Trust Funds.

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seq level7 \h \r0 The present annex summarizes the actions taken on the decisions which were adopted by the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer at its fifth meeting, held in Beijing, China, from 29 November to 3  December 1999 (see document UNEP/OzL.Conv.5/6). The Secretariat had earlier reported on these actions to the second meeting of the Bureau of the fifth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention, held in Geneva, 28 March 2002.

Decision V/1.  Adjustments and amendments to the Montreal Protocol

2. The status of ratification of the Vienna Convention, the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments as at the end of August 2002 was as follows: Vienna Convention, 184 Parties; Montreal Protocol, 183 Parties; London Amendment, 163 Parties; Copenhagen Amendment, 141 Parties; Montreal Amendment, 84 Parties.  The Beijing Amendment, adopted by the Eleventh Meeting of the Parties in 1999, entered into force on 25 February 2002 and has been ratified by 38 Parties to date.  The Ozone Secretariat has reminded all Parties of the urgent need to ratify the Amendments to the Montreal Protocol.

Decision V/2.  Reports of the three assessment panels

3. No action was required on this decision.  

Decision V/3.  Recommendations of the fourth meeting of the Ozone Research Managers

4. The Secretariat followed up on decision V/3 as reported in UNEP/OzL.Conv.5/Bur.2/3.

5. Following the fifth meeting of the Ozone Research Managers of the Parties to the Vienna Convention that was held in Geneva from 25 to 27 March 2002, as requested by the Bureau at its second meeting, the Secretariat has forwarded the recommendations from the fifth meeting of Ozone Research Managers to the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention (see paragraph 9 below).


Decision V/4.  Financial report and budgets, revised and submitted by the Contact Group on

7. Unpaid contributions for prior years as at 31 August 2002 totalled $437,782. An updated status of contributions for 2001 and 2002 will be presented at the meeting of the Bureau.

Decision V/5.  Sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention for the

8. The sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention will be held jointly with the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol in Rome, Italy, from 25 to 29 November 2002 at the headquarters of the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations.
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
