to discuss technical and policy issues related to alternatives for ozone-depleting substances, with a particular focus on exchanging views of the best ways of how the experience from the Montreal Protocol can be used to address the impact of HFCs, and also with a view to maximizing the ozone and climate benefits of the HCFCs’ early phase-out under the Montreal Protocol
