Adjustments to the Montreal Protocol on Substances that

Depl ete the Ozone Layer — adjustnents relating to the
controlled substance in Annex E

Proposal by Canada, Finland, Switzerland and the United
Kingdom of Geat Britain and Northern Treland

1. Canada, Finland, Switzerland and the United Ki ngdom have drawn the
attention of the secretariat to an uni ntended consequence of a technical
drafting error in the adjustnments to Article 2H of the Mntreal Protocol
agreed at the Eleventh Meeting of the Parties, in Beijing, and would like to
reconmend that the error be brought to the attention of the neeting of the
Open-ended Wrking Goup of the Parties with a viewto correction by neans of
a decision at the Twelfth Meeting of the Parties (a "Quagadougou

Adj ust mrent ") .

2. In essence, they note that paragraphs 3 and 4 of Article 2H shoul d have
been redrafted in relation to the issue of basic donestic needs to cover the
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peri od before 2005, whereas the adjustnent adopted in Beijing addressed this
i ssue starting only at paragraph 5. Furthernore, they note that the figure
t hat appeared in paragraph 1 of the Beijing Adjustment for Article 2H was
15% In their view, this figure should have been 10%to be consistent with
the rest of Article 2H.  They understand that inserting 10%instead of 15%
could be viewed as slightly nore than a rectification of a technical error
They believe, however, that the use of 15%as a figure appears to be an
uni nt ended consequence of a technical drafting error, hence the suggestion to
revert to the 10%fi gure

3. They are of the view that the issue is one of drafting precision rather
t han substance. They recommend that this issue be put to the neeting of the
Open-ended Working Group in July 2000 as a technical error that should be
rectified by nmeans of a decision at the Twelfth Meeting of the Parties.

4. They explain that:

(a) In legal ternms, the adjustnents adopted in Beijing would work as
witten;

(b) No change of substance is being suggested;
(c) The alteration is nmerely a natter of presentation to ensure that
each paragraph of Article 2His - in the usual way — self-

contained in ternms of its timing

The proposed further adjustment to Article 2H as adjusted in Beijing
appears in the annex.

Article 2H.  Methyl brom de

1. The third sentence of paragraph 3 of Article 2H of the Protocol shal
be replaced by the foll owi ng sentence:

However, in order to satisfy the basic donestic needs of the Parties
operating under paragraph 1 of Article 5, its calculated Ievel of
production may, until 1 January 2002, exceed that linit by up to ten
per cent of its calculated |evel of production in 1991; thereafter, it
may exceed that linmt by a quantity equal to the annual average of its
production of the controlled substance in Annex E for basic donestic
needs for the period 1995 to 1998 i ncl usive.

2. The third sentence of paragraph 4 of Article 2H of the protocol shal
be replaced by the foll owi ng sentence:

However, in order to satisfy the basic donestic needs of the Parties
operating under paragraph 1 of Article 5, its calculated Ievel of
production may exceed that limt by a quantity equal to the annua
average of its production of the controlled substance in Annex E for
basi ¢ donmestic needs for the period 1995 to 1998 i ncl usi ve.

3. The third sentence of paragraph 5 of Article 2H of the Protocol shal
be replaced by the foll owi ng sentence:

However, in order to satisfy the basic donestic needs of the Parties
operating under paragraph 1 of Article 5, its calculated |evel of
producti on may not exceed eighty per cent of the annual average of its
production of the controlled substance in Annex E for basic donestic
needs for the period 1995 to 1998 i ncl usive.

4. Paragraph 5 bis of Article 2H of the Protocol shall be repeal ed and
paragraph 5 ter of that Article shall be renunbered 5 bis.
