Licensing systems (Article 4B, paragraph 4 of the Montreal Protocol)

Report of by the Secretariat

1. Pursuant to article 4B, paragraph 4, of the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer, as amended, the Secretariat is required to prepare and circulate periodically to all Parties a list of Parties that have reported to the Secretariat on their licensing systems.  The Secretariat is also required to forward this information to the Implementation Committee under the Non-compliance Procedure for the Montreal Protocol for its consideration and appropriate recommendations to the Parties.

2. Annex I to the present document lists all Parties to the Montreal Amendment to the Montreal Protocol, which, in accordance with paragraph 1 of Article 4B of the Protocol, should have established and implemented a licensing system by 1 January 2000 or within three months of the date of entry into force of that article for them.  Annex II contains a list of States which are party to the Montreal Protocol but are not yet party to the Montreal Amendment that have already established and implemented licensing systems.
