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1. A total of 59 Parties submitted their national reports on existing and planned activities relating to

ozone research and the monitoring, calibration and archiving of measurements; and UV-B monitoring.
Under item 9 of the provisional agenda of the Sixth Meeting of the Ozone Research Managers
(UNEP/OzL./Conv.ResMgr/6/1) representatives are being requested to make oral presentations of their
national reports.

2. Due to time constraints, only 40 Parties will be able to present their reports. The following Parties
are being requested to make a presentation:
