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seq level7 \h \r0 The present note summarizes the actions taken on the decisions which were adopted by the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer at its fifth meeting, held in Beijing, China, from 29 November to 3 December 1999. (see UNEP/OzL.Conv.5/6, section IV).

Decision V/1.  Adjustments and amendments to the Montreal Protocol

2. The status of ratification of the Vienna Convention, the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments as at 31 January 2002 was as follows:  Vienna Convention, 184 Parties; Montreal Protocol, 183 Parties; London Amendment, 163 Parties; Copenhagen Amendment, 140 Parties; Montreal Amendment, 78 Parties.  The Beijing Adjustments entered into force on 28 July 2000.  The Beijing Amendment, adopted by the Eleventh Meeting of the Parties in 1999, is due to enter into force on 25 February 2002.  As at 31 January 2002, the Beijing Amendment had been ratified by the following countries, listed in chronological order:  Chile, Gabon, Luxembourg, Jordan, Canada, Czech Republic, Palau, New Zealand, Finland, Somalia, Sierra Leone, Samoa, United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, Burundi, Congo, Malaysia, Netherlands, Germany, Sao Tome and Principe, Togo, Micronesia, Norway, Panama, Saint Lucia, Madagascar, Guatemala and Spain.  In total, 27 Parties.  The Ozone Secretariat has reminded all Parties of the urgent need to ratify this Amendment.

Decision V/2.  Reports of the three assessment panels

3. No action was required on this decision.  

Decision V/3.  Recommendations of the fourth meeting of the Ozone Research Managers

4. The Ozone Secretariat sent to all Parties to the Vienna Convention the report WMO/UNEP, Report of the fourth meeting of the Ozone Research Managers, WMO Global Ozone Research and Monitoring Project, Report No. 45.

5. Please note the report of the Extraordinary Meeting of the Bureau of the Fifth Meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer, which was held in Ouagadougou, Burkina Faso, on 12 December 2000 (document UNEP/OzL.Conv.5/Bur.1/2).

6. The Extraordinary Meeting of the Bureau recommended that:

· The World Meteorological Organization (WMO) project proposal, entitled “Capacity‑building for detection of stratospheric ozone recovery in developing countries”, be funded;

· The project proposal be submitted by WMO for funding to the United Nations Foundation;

· The Secretariat should investigate the possibility of potential co-financing for this activity.

7. The Secretariat sent this proposal, seeking funding, to the following organizations:

· United Nations Foundation

· United Nations Development Programme (UNDP)

· UNEP

· Several Parties to the Vienna Convention.

8. On behalf of the Ozone Secretariat and WMO, UNEP approached the United Nation Foundation and several countries, but unfortunately it was not possible to find funding for the proposal.

9. The Ozone Secretariat together with WMO followed the initial approach of the United States delegation in Ouagadougou and had an extensive exchange of correspondence, as well as a meeting in Washington at the United States Department of State premises.  Unfortunately, the financing or co-financing of the project was not possible.

10. Taking into account the discussions with UNEP, the twenty-first session of the Governing Council of UNEP/Global Ministerial Environment Forum, held in Nairobi from 5 to 9 February 2001, adopted decision 21/9 D “Programmatic support atmosphere/related conventions” in which it:


“Urges the Executive Director, within available resources, to continue programmatic activities in support of the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change, the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol, in particular to encourage the exploitation of synergies between these instruments;

“Calls upon the Executive Director to continue to liaise with relevant United Nations agencies, and international organizations with a view to addressing the issue of systematic observations and assessment of the ozone layer.”

11. The following Parties requested funds, technical assistance or instruments to develop the monitoring of stratospheric ozone and ultraviolet radiation: Chile, India and Moldova.

12. The Ozone Secretariat interacted with, inter alia, the following organizations:  WMO; World Health Organization (WHO); National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA); National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA); European Commission, Network for the Detection of Stratospheric Change (NDSC); Stratospheric Processes and their Role in Climate (SPARC).
13. The Ozone Secretariat organized with WMO the fifth meeting of the Ozone Research Managers of the Parties to the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer, which will be held in Geneva, Switzerland, from 25 to 27 March 2002, at the new building of WMO.  The Ozone Secretariat sent a letter to all Parties to the Vienna Convention on 18 December 2001, inviting Governments to nominate a representative to participate in that meeting. 

14. The Parties are in the process of sending their national reports to the fifth meeting of the Ozone Research Managers.

15. WMO will report to the second meeting of the Bureau on the work towards improving the quality and compatibility of UV-B measurements and their archiving, on the coordinating of calibrations and on training activities.

Decision V/4.  Financial report and budgets, revised and submitted by the

Decision V/5.  Sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention


for the Protection of the Ozone Layer

18. The sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention will be held jointly with the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol in Rome, Italy, from 25 to 29 November 2002 at the headquarters of the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations.
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
