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Possible situations of non-campliance with the Protocol

(iv) Article 9 - Failure to report a summary of the
activities under this Article;

[(V) Article 10 (after entry into force of the
Amendment) - Financial mechanism: Non-payment

[(v) Article 10 (after entry into force of the
Amendment) - Financial mechanism
"Non-provision of the contributions referred to
in Article 10, paragraph 1, for the purpose of
financing on a grant or ooncessxonal basis the
incremental costs agreed upon in its paragraph
3, as well as what is provided for in Article
10A concerning substitute substances and the
transfer of technology. ]
