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Annex concerning measures to control, limit and reduce the use and emissions of fully halogenated chlorofluor​carbons (CFC:s) for the Protection of the ozone layer

Article 1. The contracting parties shall take all appropriate measures to end the use of CFC 11 and CFC 12 in aerosol cans except for essential uses. Each con​tracting party shall decide on a target date for terminating the use of CFC 11 and CFC 12 in aerosol cans except for essential uses.

Each contracting party shall inform the secretariat of the uses it considers as essential.

Article 2. The contracting parties shall agree on and implement measures to control, limit and reduce emissions of fully halogenated CFC:s  by developing and using the best practicable technologies to limit emissions in the sectors of foam plastic, refrigeration, solvents and others.

The contracting parties shall cooperate in providing assistance to developing states in order to enable them to participate in these actions.

Article 3. Each contracting party shall provide the secretariat with

a) relevant figures concerning its production and production capacity in regard to fully halogenated CFC:S,

b) relevant figures concerning their use of CFC 11 and CFC 12 in the production of aerosol cans;

c) information on their experience in limiting emissions of fully halogenated CFC:s in the sectors of foam plastics, refrigeration, solvents and others;

d) information on the target date provided for in Article 1.

This transfer of information shall start within six months after the entry into force of this convention, or in case where a party accedes to the convention at a later date, six months after its entry into force for that party. It shall be repeated at intervals to be agreed upon by the conference of the parties.
