REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO THE CONFERENCE OF THE


PARTIES TO THE VIENNA CONVENTION FOR THE PROTECTION


OF THE OZONE LAYER AT ITS THIRD MEETING


Introduction
1.
The present report, which covers the period from the conclusion of the second meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention, held in Nairobi, from 17 to 19 June 1991, reviews the status of ratification of the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer and actions that have been taken to implement the decisions adopted at the second meeting of the Conference of the Parties and proposes further action that might be taken by the Conference of the Parties at its third meeting.


A.  Implementation of the decisions adopted at the


 second meeting of the Conference

2.
The status of the implementation of the decisions adopted at the second meeting of the Conference is reviewed in the annex to the present report.  The following issues, arising out of the implementation of the decisions of the meetings of the Conference of the Parties, are placed before the Conference of the Parties for consideration and decision.


B.  Status of ratification
3.
At the time of the second meeting of the Conference of the Parties, there were a total of 78 Parties to the Vienna convention.  Since that time, an additional 47 Parties have ratified, accepted, approved, acceded or succeeded to the Convention, bringing the total number of Parties to the Convention to 125 as on 31 July 1993.  The status of ratification for both the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol and both the London and Copenhagen Amendments to the Protocol is circulated to all Governments every month.

4.
Proposal for action.  The Conference of the Parties may wish to urge all the non-Party countries to ratify the Convention and the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments.


C.  Amendment procedure under the Vienna Convention

5.
Under Conference decision II/3, the Parties to the Montreal Protocol were requested to consider, through the Ad Hoc Working Group of Legal Experts on Non-Compliance with the Montreal Protocol, procedures for expediting the amendment procedure under Article 9 of the Vienna 
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Convention.  The report of the Ad Hoc Working Group was considered by the 

Fourth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol, which accepted the Group's recommendation that there is no need to expedite the amendment procedure under Article 9 of the Convention (see UNEP/OzL.Pro.4/15, para. 56, decision IV/5).

6.
Proposal for action.  The Conference may wish to note the conclusions of the Ad Hoc Working Group of Legal Experts on Non-Compliance with the Montreal Protocol on procedures for expediting the amendment procedure under Article 9 of the Vienna Convention and agree that there is no need to expedite the amendment procedure.


D.  Proposed amendment to the Rules of Procedure
7.
Rules 16-20 of the rules of procedure for meetings of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention deal with representation and credentials.  Rule 18 states that "credentials of representatives to the meetings of the Conference of the Parties shall be submitted to the Executive Secretary of the Meeting if possible not later than 24 hours after the opening of the meeting", and further specifies that "the credentials shall be issued either by the Head of State or Government or by the Minister for Foreign Affairs or, in the case of a regional economic integration organization, by the competent authority of that organization". Rule 19 specifies that "the officers of any meeting shall examine the credentials and submit their report to the meeting".   

8.
The corresponding rules of procedure of the Governing Council of UNEP are similar but do not specify that either the Head of State or Government or the Minister for Foreign Affairs should issue the credentials.  The rules provide for the Bureau to examine the credentials and submit its report to the Council.  In effect, the Bureau of the Governing Council is given discretion in determining the validity of the credentials, whereas the Bureau of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention is expected to reject a credential from a representative of a State if it is not signed by the Head of State or Government or the Minister for Foreign Affairs.  Many of the representatives who attend the meetings of the Conference of the Parties are unaware of this distinction and assume that a communication from their Permanent Representative to UNEP with regard to representation should be considered adequate credentials. 

8.
Proposal for action.  It is recommended that the last sentence of rule 18 of the rules of procedure for meetings of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention which reads "the credentials shall be issued either by the Head of State or Government or by the Minister for Foreign Affairs, or in the case of regional economic integration organization by the competent authority of that organization" be deleted.  A similar change has been suggested for the rules of procedure of the Meetings of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol.


E.  Reporting obligations of the Parties to the Convention
9.
Under decision II/2 adopted at its Second Meeting, the Conference of the Parties noted that exchange of information under Annex II of the Convention would in large part be fulfilled by Parties reporting the data required under Article 7 of the amended Montreal Protocol.  The Parties to the Montreal Protocol were requested to ask the Assessment Panels to identify and report on what information on substances listed in Annex I of the Convention could be made available from other sources.  The Co-Chair of the Scientific Assessment Panel, Dr. Robert Watson, has recommended that it should be considered adequate if Parties to the Vienna Convention report data on all substances controlled by the Montreal Protocol in the format prescribed for those substances.  This recommendation was welcomed by the Bureau at its meeting in March 1993 (see UNEP/OzL.Conv.2/Bur.1/4, paras. 13-14).  With regard to hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs) on which collection of data was recommended by the Ozone Research Managers at their first meeting - a recommendation supported by the Co-Chair of the Scientific Assessment Panel, the Bureau requested the Secretariat to consult the climate change secretariat on whether the latter was considering the prescription of reporting on HFCs and place the results of the consultation before the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention at its next meeting.  The climate change secretariat has reported that the matter of reporting will be discussed at the next session of the Intergovernmental Negotiating Committee (INC) on 16-27 August 1993 and thereafter a decision will be communicated to the Ozone Secretariat.  The information received from the climate change secretariat will be placed before the meeting of the Conference of the Parties.

10.
Proposal for action.  The Parties may:


(a)
Accept the recommendation that for purposes of Annex I of the Vienna Convention, it is adequate if Parties to the Vienna Convention report data on all substances controlled by the Montreal Protocol;  and


(b)
Defer the decision on the reporting requirements under Annex I of the Convention with respect to hydrofluorocarbons, pending the decision of the Intergovernmental Negotiating Committee (INC) for a Framework Convention on Climate Change on the reporting on HFCs.


F.  Second meeting of the Ozone Research Managers
11.
At their Second meeting, the Ozone Research Managers identified several high priority scientific objectives to guide the future work on the ozone issue, which included:


(a)
Characterization of the chemical and meteorological conditions leading to stratospheric ozone changes in polar regions, mid-latitudes and tropics in both the hemispheres through expansion of the Global Ozone Observing System; 


(b)
Improvement in the understanding of both stratospheric and tropospheric budgets of ozone and relevant compounds and observation of their vertical distribution;


(c)
Further development of the current generation of models coupling the atmospheric chemistry and transport through continued development of coupled 3-D climate chemistry models; 


(d)
Delineation of the spatial and temporal resolution of 

UV-B radiation to provide a basis for evaluation of effects on living systems related to the ozone changes;


(e)
Improved understanding of effects of UV-A and UV-B on living systems;


(f)
Measurement capabilities for trace halocarbons such as the HFCs and HCFCs.

12.
The meeting also described in some detail the needed improvements in the long-term observations of ozone and ozone-related chemical constituents;  it identified process studies of ozone change, halocarbon lifetimes and degradation, trace gas fluxes, the role of aerosol and heterogeneous chemistry as very necessary.  The improvement of models, ozone-climate interaction and the impacts of the unavoidable decrease of total ozone well into the next century were also addressed.

13.
The Ozone Managers also referred to the acute need for the improvement of training both in the field of measurements and analysis, to the careful approach in expanding public awareness of the state of the ozone by more near-real-time information and finally, to appeal to GEF in the spirit of the Agenda 21 recommendations to devote to the ozone issue at least the relatively very small funds necessary.

14.
In considering the report of the Ozone Managers, the Bureau of the second meeting of the Conference of the Parties noted that neither WMO nor UNEP had budgetary provision for direct funding for the necessary augmentation of the Global Ozone Observing System and that the call for support made by Conference decision II/9 and by the United Nations Conference on Environment and Development in its Agenda 21 for augmentation of the GO3OS had not to date resulted in specific contribution.  The Bureau strongly suggested that the question of funding for 12-15 ozone stations in developing countries, mainly in the tropical belt of South America, Africa and Asia, should be brought again to the Conference of the Parties and another appeal made for financial support.  It also suggested that the Parties might be requested to use their influence with the Global Environment Facility (GEF) to provide the estimated 6-7 million dollars for initial installation of the GO3OS stations.

15.
Proposal for action.  The Parties may wish:


(a)
To take note of the report of the second meeting of the Ozone Research Managers, especially with regard to the high priority scientific objectives to guide the future work on the ozone issue, the needed improvements in the long-term observations of ozone and ozone-related constituents, and the acute need for the improvement of training both in the field of measurements and analysis as identified by the Ozone Research Managers;


(b)
To take note of the interest expressed by the European Economic Community (EEC) and Germany to contribute to the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) Special Fund for Environment Monitoring for Global Ozone Observing System in order to expand the station network in developing countries and to request all Parties to make voluntary contributions to this Fund;


(c)
To request the Global Environment Facility to allocate US$ 6‑7 million to the World Meteorological Organization for the initial installation of Global Ozone Observing System stations, mainly in the tropical belt of South America, Africa and Asia.


G.  Financial reports for the Interim Secretariat and for


the years 1990, 1991 and 1992 and the proposed


budgets for 1994, 1995, 1996 and 1997 for the


Vienna Convention Trust Fund

16.
The relevant financial reports have been communicated to all Parties (see paragraph 18 of the annex to the present report).  The proposed budgets (UNEP/OzL.Conv.3/4) cover the four years 1994-1997, taking into account the decision to hold meetings of the Conference of the Parties only once every three years.  Since the next meeting of the Conference of the Parties will not be held until 1996, approval of the budgets up to 1997 will allow timely contributions to the Trust Fund by the Parties under the Convention until the next meeting.  The budgets have been prepared taking into account the more than 80 developing country Parties whose participation in various meetings has to be supported in part, and the inflation in costs over the years.

17.
Proposal for action.  The Parties may wish:


(a)
To take note of the certified and audited accounts of the Trust Fund for expenditures under the Trust Fund for 1990 and 1991 and the certified and audited accounts for the Interim Ozone Secretariat;


(b)
To take note of the financial reports on the Trust Fund for the Vienna Convention for the first year of the biennium 1992-1993 as at December 1992;


(c)
To adopt the final budgets for the four years, 1994, 1995, 1996 and 1997, of US$ 310,340 for 1994;  US$ 726,880 for 1995;  US$ 1,180,000 for 1996;  and US$ 320,370 for 1997.


H.  Fourth meeting of the Conference of the Parties
18.
By its decision II/8, the Conference of the Parties decided to meet once every three years.

19.
Proposal for action.  The Parties may wish to decide to convene the fourth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention in 1996 in conjunction with the eighth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol and at the same venue.

REVIEW OF THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DECISIONS ADOPTED BY THE


CONFERENCE OF THE PARTIES TO THE VIENNA CONVENTION


AT ITS SECOND MEETING (NAIROBI, 17-19 JUNE 1991)*

Decision II/1.  Amendments to the rules of procedure
1.
Action taken.  The Secretariat has printed and circulated the amended rules of procedure.


Decision II/2.  Information Exchange under Annex II





  to the Vienna Convention
2.
Action taken.  The Secretariat has requested those Parties to the Vienna Convention that are not party to the Montreal Protocol (three States at present - Chad, Colombia and Equatorial Guinea) to provide the data and information required under Articles 7 and 9 of the amended Protocol.  Only Colombia has reported its data under Article 7.  The Secretariat has also requested all Parties to the Convention that have not yet done so to submit information for exchange in accordance with the objectives of Annex II of the Convention.  The responses received to date are set forth in paragraphs 1-11 of the appendix to present report.  

3.
With regard to the substances listed in Annex I of the Convention, a separate note by the Secretariat was placed before the Bureau of the second meeting of the Conference of the Parties at its first meeting held in Geneva, on 12-13 March 1993, after consulting the Co-Chairs of the Scientific Assessment Panel and the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) on the issue.  The opinion of the Co-Chairs of the Scientific Assessment Panel, as well as that of WMO, is that it will be adequate if the Parties to the Vienna Convention provide data on all substances controlled under the Montreal Protocol since data on almost all the other substances listed in Annex I to the Vienna Convention will be collected under the Framework Convention on Climate Change and through country studies of developing countries.  The Co-Chairs of the Scientific Assessment Panel, however, felt that the Parties should provide data on hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs), which may not be covered through other sources.

4.
Members of the Bureau proposed that it is adequate if Parties to the Vienna Convention report data on all substances controlled by the Montreal Protocol.  They have requested the Secretariat to check with climate change secretariat whether the Parties to the Framework Convention on Climate Change will be prescribing reporting on HFCs and to report to the next meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention.  


Decision II/3.  Amendment procedure under the Vienna Convention
5.
Action taken.  The Ad Hoc Working Group of Legal Experts on Non-Compliance with the Montreal Protocol considered in November 1991 the note of the Secretariat on procedures for expediting the amendment procedure under Article 9 of the Vienna Convention and recommended that the present procedures need no amendment.  Their report was communicated to all Parties as document UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.3/3/3.  The Fourth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol considered this report and decided in paragraph 4 of its decision IV/5 to accept the recommendation of the Ad Hoc Working Group that there is no need to expedite the amendment procedure.

Decision II/4.  Recommendations of the Ozone Research Managers
6.
Action taken.  The report of the first meeting of the Ozone Research Managers (WMO Global Ozone Research and Monitoring Project, Report No. 23) has been communicated to all Governments for further action.  The second meeting of the Ozone Research Managers was held at the headquarters of the World Meteorological Organization, Geneva, from 10 to 12 March 1993.  The report of the meeting (WMO Global ozone Research and Monitoring Project, Report 32) is currently being translated into all official United Nations languages and will be communicated to all Parties before the third meeting of the Conference of the Parties.  The conclusions and recommendations of that meeting were considered by the Bureau of the Second Meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention and are summarized in the report of the first meeting of the Bureau (UNEP/OzL.Conv.2/Bur.1/4), which was circulated to all Parties in June 1993.


Decision II/5.  Review of scientific information
7.
Action taken.  The various aspects of ozone layer depletion were reviewed by the Assessment Panels in 1991, and their reports were published in November/December 1991.  In June 1992, the Scientific Assessment Panel and the Technology and Economic Assessment Panel conducted international workshops to assess the impact of methyl bromide in the ozone layer as well as the technological and economic implications of controls on methyl bromide.  The conclusions by these Panels were taken into account by the Fourth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol held in Copenhagen from 23 to 25 November 1992 in arriving at its decisions.


Decision II/6.  Adjustments and Amendment to 


the Montreal Protocol
8.
Action taken.  As of 31 July 1993, 125 States and the European Economic Community (EEC) had ratified the Vienna Convention, 122 States and EEC had ratified the Montreal Protocol, and 65 States and EEC had ratified the London Amendment to the Protocol, which entered into force on 10 August 1992.


Decision II/7.  Implementation of decision 5 of the


first meeting of the Conference of the Parties
9.
Action taken.  Decision 5 adopted at the first meeting reads as follows:



"To cooperate to ensure the enhancement of the capability of developing countries to contribute to ozone science research.  This may be facilitated through the organization of workshops and the identification of institutes in developed countries which can cooperate with appropriate scientific institutions in the developing countries.  The identification of financial institutions who might assist the development of an improved scientific capability in developing countries should also be undertaken."

Additional information received with respect to the implementation of this decision since the meeting of the Ozone Research Managers in March 1991 is summarized in paragraphs 12-23 of the appendix to the present review.


Decision II/8.  Meetings of the Conference of the Parties
10.
Action taken.  Decision II/8 has been noted by the Secretariat for future action.  


Decision II/9.  Expansion of the Global Ozone


Observing System Network
11.
Action taken.  In October 1992, the Secretariat wrote a letter to all Parties requesting financial support for the expansion of the Global Ozone Observing System network.  The European Economic Community (EEC) responded by expressing interest in contributing to the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) Special Fund once the modalities for operating the Fund have been finalized.  In addition Germany supported the expansion of station network in developing countries but wondered whether the Global Environment Facility was a suitable financing facility to support the setting up of monitoring stations in developing countries.  It stated, however, that it had made substantial financial contributions to the Global Environment Facility in the past and would certainly be willing to bear its fair share among donor countries in the future.  Other responses received by the Secretariat regarding this decision are summarized in paragraphs 24‑27 of the appendix II to the present review.  The representative of WMO will present a report to the third meeting on the latest status on this issue.


Decision II/10.  Budgets and financial matters
12.
Action taken.  Certified and audited accounts of the Vienna Convention Trust Fund for the expenditures under the Fund for the 1990 and 1991 financial years and of the Interim Ozone Secretariat for 1989 were circulated to all Parties in February 1993.  The financial reports on the Trust Fund for the first year of the biennium 1992-1993 (UNEP/OzL.Conv.3/3) were circulated to all Parties in June 1993.


Decision II/11.  Third meeting of the Conference


of the Parties
13.
Action taken.  The third meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention will be held in November 1993 in conjunction with the Fifth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol.


Appendix

INFORMATION SUBMITTED IN RESPONSE TO DECISIONS II/2, II/7 AND II/9


ADOPTED BY THE CONFERENCE OF THE PARTIES AT ITS SECOND MEETING


A.  Information submitted in response to decision II/2 
1.
Liechtenstein has no industrial enterprise which produces controlled substances.

2.
Germany organized an international conference on Alternatives to CFCs and Halons at Berlin 24-26 February 1993 on the exchange of information on scientific, technical, socio-economic and legal implications of phasing out ozone-depleting substances.  Some experts from developing countries were sponsored by the German Government.  Discussed the "Ten CFC Commandments for Refrigeration Men" at the Pilot Workshop for CFCs organized by the UNEP Regional Office for Asia and the Pacific at Bangkok, from 30 March to 2 April 1992.

3.
Spain has no coordinated programme of scientific or technical research, apart from some work done by the National Meteorological Institute and the Esteban Terrades National Aerospace Technology Institute.  This work mainly involves observations of stratospheric ozone, and the findings are forwarded to the Global Ozone Observing System, which is coordinated by the World Meteorological Organization.

4.
With regard to legal information, nothing has been enacted in Spain regarding the protection of the ozone layer, apart from the instruments of ratification of the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol.

5.
Turkey.  The Turkish Country Programme was approved by the Executive Committee of the Interim Multilateral Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol at its eighth meeting, which was held in Montreal from 19 to 21 October 1992.  In addition, the Executive Committee approved funding level of US$ 5.2 million to the World Bank for the following two sub-projects:


-
Introduction of ODS-free technologies in the production of domestic refrigerators of one Turkish company (US$ 4.9 million);


-
Implementation of Government actions (institutional) (US$ 300,000).

6.
In addition to these, negotiations and studies for spreading out the experiences of one company which phased out completely the consumption of CFC-113 in printed-circuit board production is still being carried out.  Further studies are also being planned to include the reduction of other ozone depleting solvents in Turkish solvent consuming industrial sectors.

7.
Turkey has no CFC and halon production facilities.  All CFCs and halons used in the country are imported by the industries or through authorized distributors of international CFC and halon producers.  The bulk of the demand is concentrated in the industries that manufacture and service domestic refrigerators as well as the foam industry.

8.
In January 1989, the Government of Turkey began using the Brussels Harmonized Classification System for imported chemicals.  Prior to that, the total imports reported for CFCs and halons were not broken down by sector.  Therefore an attempt was made to build up an approximate usage by sector from a synthesis of data obtained piecemeal from industry sources.

9.
Even before acceding to the Vienna Convention and its Montreal Protocol, Turkey had introduced as part of her laws the entire Convention and Protocol.  This was published in the Official Gazette No. 20554 on 20 June 1990.

10.
The Government of Turkey acceded to the Vienna Convention and its Montreal Protocol after the Parties to the Protocol agreed that Turkey could operate as an Article 5 country.  As a result, the letter of accession to the Convention and the Protocol was sent to the Secretariat of the United Nations on 20 September 1991 and, consequently, Turkey became a Party to the Vienna Convention and its Montreal Protocol on 19 December 1991.

11.
In accordance with the obligation under Article 4 of the Protocol, Turkey started to make necessary legal arrangements in order to ban the import of controlled substances from non-Parties.  Before the introduction of this ban, a special customs tariff number was provided for each controlled substance including all Annex A, B and C substances of the amended Protocol.  Subsequently, the legal notice related to the ban of import from non-Parties was published in the Official Gazette No. 21307 on 6 August 1992 and the ban entered into force on 19 December 1992.  On 31 December 1992, the Government issued a communique directing the banks and Customs offices not to approve importation of controlled substances without seeking the prior approval by the Ministry of the Environment.


B.  Information submitted in response to decision II/7
12.
Australia.  The principal institute which may be able to assist 

developing countries contribute to ozone science research would 

be the Australian Bureau of Meteorology.  It already has an active programme of assisting developing countries through bringing scientists in the region to Australia and by Australian scientists making visits to demonstrate techniques and the use of technology.

13.
Austria.  The following institute could cooperate with institutes in developing countries to enhance their capabilities to contribute to ozone science research:

Germany.  For a number of years, Germany has been supplying a regular input into the GO3OS network of monitoring stations of the World Meteorological Organization by reporting ozone monitoring data to the Ozone Data Centre in Canada.  In addition, data from further stations can now be made available.

A network for monitoring UV-B radiation is currently being set up in Germany;  data gathered through this network will also be transmitted to the pertinent world data centre once all station locations will have been determined, which will probably be some time in 1994.

21.
Jordan completed a draft country programme for the phase-out of ozone‑depleting substances in cooperation with the World Bank.  A training programme was formulated in cooperation with UNDP in order to encourage and train the local industrial firms to phase out the use of CFCs.  Jordan also actively participated in the Regional Workshop on the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol held in Cairo, from 9 to 12 December 1991.  A field visit is planned to Egypt to get familiar with the Egyptian experience in replacing CFCs with liquified petroleum gas.

22.
Jordan is suggesting the following measures to speed up implementation of this decision:


(a)
UNEP is requested to conduct more regional workshops on the sectoral uses of CFCs;


(b)
Establishment of a fund to be financed by developed countries to assist the development of an improved scientific capability in developing countries.

23.
Spain.  The Ministry of Public Works and Transport has not planned any activities in the direction sought by the Convention and Protocol Secretariat.  However, on the basis of international agreements signed by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs with the Ibero-American countries, and through the Ibero-American Co-operation Institute, such activities can be channelled with the possible collaboration, in any specific project, of the Secretariat of State for Water Policies and the Environment.

Malaysia.  The Malaysian Ozone Monitoring Programme was officially launched on 30 October 1992 to carry out the following type of measurements:


(a)
Total column ozone using the Brewer ozone spectrophotometer;


(b)
Ozone vertical profile using Digicora instrumentation and Vaisala ozone sondes.

25.
The Department of Environment of Malaysia in cooperation with the Government of Japan is carrying out a two-year project to monitor air quality including surface ozone at five sites, while the Malaysian Meteorological Service is keen to initiate surface ozone measurements in one regional station.  Malaysia is requesting bilateral and/or multilateral assistance in the following areas:


(a)
Instrument training for surface ozone analyser, Brewer ozone spectrophotometer and ozone-profile measurement instrumentation;


(b)
Provision of equipment and expendables for surface ozone analysers and provision of ozone sondes for ozone monitoring;


(c)
Training workshops and consultations between scientists working on ozone data and ozone experts from developed countries;


(d)
Periodic intercalibration of instruments with the network standard;  and


(e)
Postgraduate training overseas for scientists in atmospheric chemistry and physics.

26.
New Zealand contributes to the Global Ozone Observing System network through several stations.  The facilities are funded through the National Institute of Water and Atmospheric Research and the New Zealand Antarctic Programme, with assistance from the New Zealand Foundation for Research Science and Technology.  Through the New Zealand, France and Kiribati cooperation, a new monitoring station was established in Kiribati in July 1992.  This will help expand the Global Ozone Observing System network in tropical latitudes of the South Pacific region.

27.
South Africa is operating one of the few baseline stations in the world at Cape Point.  The results obtained from this monitoring is fed into the international pool.  The total operating cost for this station is at present paid by South Africa.  More resources are needed to expand this station and South Africa would have liked some of the GO3OS funds to be used on this project.
