geographical distribution. The offices of the
Presi dent and Rapporteur of the Conference of the
Parties shall normally be subject to rotation anong
the five groups of States referred to in section |
par agraph 1, of General Assenbly resolution 2997
(XXVI'l1) of 15 Decenber 1972, by which the United
Nat i ons Envi ronnent Progranme was established.”

A Party from Asi an G oup presided over the Conference at
its third neeting, while a Party from Africa served as
Rapporteur. On the basis of rotation according to English
al phabetical order anmong the five groups of States referred to
in General Assenbly resolution 2997 (XXVI1), a Party fromthe
Eastern European Group nmay be el ected to preside over the fourth
neeting, and a Party fromthe Asian G oup el ected as Rapporteur
unl ess the Conference deci des otherwi se. Three Vice-Presidents
may be elected fromthe African, Latin Anerican and Cari bbean
and Western European and Ot hers group.
