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I nt roducti on

1. The present report, which covers the period fromthe conclusion of the
third neeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention, held
i n Bangkok from 23 to 24 Novenber 1993, reviews the status of ratification
and i npl enentation of the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone
Layer and actions that have been taken to inplenent the decisions adopted at
the third neeting of the Conference of the Parties. It proposes further
action that mght be taken by the Conference of the Parties at its fourth
neeting, to be held in San José on 25 Novenber 1996.

A. Inplenentation of the decisions adopted at the
third neeting of the Conference

2. The status of the inplenentation of the decisions adopted at the third
neeting of the Conference (see UNEP/ OzL. Conv. 3/ 6, para.23) is annexed to the
present report. The follow ng issues, arising out of the inplenmentation of
t he deci sions of the neetings of the Conference of the Parties, are placed
bef ore the Conference for consideration and deci sion
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B. Status of ratification

3. At the time of the third neeting of the Conference of the Parti es,
there were a total of 132 Parties to the Vienna Convention. Since then, an
addi ti onal 27 States have becone party to the Convention, bringing the tota
nunber of Parties to the Convention to 159 as of 31 July 1996. The status of
ratification for both the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol and
both the London and Copenhagen Amendnents to the Protocol is circulated to
all Governnments quarterly.

4, Proposal for action. The Conference of the Parties may wish to urge
all States that have not yet done so to become party to the Convention and
its Montreal Protocol and the Anendnents thereto

C. Adjustrments and Amendnents to the Montreal Protoco

5. The Adjustnments to the Montreal Protocol adopted in Vienna in Decenber
1995 were comunicated to all Parties by the Secretary-General of the United
Nati ons, as Depositary of the Protocol, on 5 February 1996 and entered into
force for all Parties on 5 August 1996, in the case of those Adjustnents
relating to controlled substances in Annexes A and B of the Mntrea
Protocol, and on 1 January 1997, in the case of those relating to Annexes C
and E.

6. It is a matter of some concern that only 57 Parties had ratified the
Copenhagen Anendnment as of 31 July 1996, al nost four years after this
Amendnent was adopt ed.

7. Proposal for action. No action is necessary.

D. Reports of the Assessnents Panels

8. The Scientific, the Environnental Effects and the Technol ogy and
Econoni ¢ Assessnent Panels and the latter's technical options comittees
submtted the reports requested of themin November 1994, March 1995,
Novermber 1995, March 1996 and June 1996. These reports were distributed to
all Parties to the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol

9. Proposal for action. The Conference may wi sh to note with appreciation
the Assessment Panel reports and record the inportant role played by the
Worl d Met eorol ogi cal Organization (WMD) in coordinating the Scientific
Assessnent Panel's report, and the substantial contributions by nationa
agenci es such as the National Aeronautics and Space Adm nistration (NASA) and
the National Cceanic and Atnospheric Administration (NOAA) of the United
States. Additionally, the Conference may wi sh to encourage the ongoi ng work
of the Scientific, the Environnental Effects and the Technol ogy and Econom c
Assessnment Panel s.
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E. Third neeting of the Ozone Research Managers

10. The report of the third nmeeting of the Ozone Research Managers 1/ was
distributed to all Parties in July 1996.

11. The third nmeeting of the Ozone Research Managers adopted severa
recommendati ons for consideration by the Conference of the Parties. The
neeting re-enphasi zed that the overall goal of research of activities is to
understand the physics, chem stry and transport process of atnospheric ozone,
with particular enphasis on accurate assessment of possible perturbations
caused by human activities as well as by natural phenonena. 2/ It further
stated that this will require continuity of a conprehensive programre of
systemati c observations, process studies, enissions scenario devel opment, and
predictive nmodelling. Continuity in each of these activities, in particular
t he ground-based and satellite observations, is essential

12. The Ozone Research Managers al so nade several recomrendations,
i ncl udi ng:

(a) Maintenance and further devel opnent of nonitoring and archiving of
nmeasur enents of stratospheric and tropospheric ozone, including vertica
profiles and other trace species and aerosols are essential and the
devel opnent and inpl ementati on of new observational capabilities such as
aircraft and satellite-based nmeasurenments shoul d be pursued,;

(b) Increased investigation and quantification of stratospheric and
tropospheric processes through routine nonitoring and experinmental canpai gns
are necessary to understand current changes and to further devel op and
i mpl enent predictions on stratospheric change both for the short and | ong
term

(c) The interactions between ozone and climte and the inpact of
aircraft em ssions need to receive a high priority in research;

(d) It is essential that WMO continues to work towards coordi nated and
conpati bl e UV-B neasurenents and their archiving;

(e) Research on the effects of UV-B, and efforts to nonitor such
effects, need to be enhanced substantially. It is necessary to establish
basel i ne data on biol ogi cal systenms and international coordination and
cooperation across all areas of inpacts as well as to establish the
interactions with other environmental factors such as clinate change;

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(f) WMO and UNEP shoul d pursue ways to enhance training and baseline
nmoni tori ng of ozone, UV-B radiation and rel ated research in devel opi ng
countries. International funding nmechani sms, such as the d obal Environnent
Facility, and the Parties to the Convention should also directly support such
programmes using appropriate mechani sns.

13. The full text of the recomrendations is contained in the report of the
nmeeti ng.
14. Proposal for action. The Conference of the Parties nay wi sh to endorse

the reconmendations of the third neeting of the Ozone Research Managers.

F. Financial reports for the Secretariat for the years 1993,
1994 and 1995 and the approved 1996, revised 1997 and
proposed 1998, 1999 and 2000 budgets
for the Vienna Convention Trust Fund

15. The rel evant financial reports have been communi cated to all Parties.
The approved 1996, the revised 1997 and the proposed 1998, 1999 and 2000
budgets are contai ned in docunment UNEP/ OzL. Conv. 4/ 4. They take account of
the decision to hold neetings of the Conference of the Parties only once
every three years. Approval of the budgets up to 2000 will allow timely
contributions to the Trust Fund by the Parties under the Convention until the
next neeting, in 1999. The ampbunts proposed for 1997, 1998, 1999 and 2000
are explained in detail in the explanatory notes attached to the budgets. 1In
accordance with the reconmendations of the third neeting of the Ozone
Research Managers, who enphasi zed the need for |ong-term observations of
ozone and precursors and ultraviolet radiation (UV-B), and the reconmendati on
of the Bureau of the Third Meeting of the Conference of the Parties, 3/ the
budget for future years has been increased by $200,000 in 1997, $210,000 in
1998, $220,000 in 1999 and $230,000 in 2000 to assist the nonitoring
activities of devel oping countries.

16. Proposal for action. The Conference of the Parties may wi sh:

(a) To take note of the certified and audited accounts of the Trust
Fund for expenditures under the Trust Fund for 1993, 1994 and 1995;

(b) To take note of the financial report on the Trust Fund for the
Vi enna Convention for the biennium 1994-1995 ended 31 Decenber 1995;

(c) To approve the final budgets of $587,090 for 1997, $714,695 for
1998, $1, 656,861 for 1999, and $786, 930 for 2000.

(d) To urge all Parties to pay their outstanding contributions on
time and in full, in accordance with the formula for contributions by
Parties.

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G Fifth neeting of the Conference of the Parties

17. It will be recalled that, by its decision I1/8, the Conference of the
Parti es decided to neet once every three years.

18. Proposal for action. The Parties may wi sh to decide to convene the
fifth neeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention in
1999 in conjunction with the El eventh Meeting of the Parties to the Mntrea
Prot ocol and at the same venue.

1. In 1994, 1995 and 1996, the Secretariat wote a letter to all non-

Parties requesting themto ratify the ozone treaties. The Secretariat has
conmuni cated to all non-Party Governnents a paper entitled "The inplications
of becomi ng or not becoming a Party to the Vienna Convention for the
Protection of the Ozone Layer and the Montreal Protocol on Substances that
Depl ete the Ozone Layer" (UNEP/ OzL.Pro/1994/Inf.1) and urged themto ratify
t he Vi enna Convention and the Montreal Protocol

2. The Secretariat and the Inter-State Ecol ogical Council of the
Commonweal t h of | ndependent States with financial support fromthe d oba
Environnment Facility and in collaboration with UNEP, the World Bank, United
Nat i ons Devel opnent Progranme (UNDP), United Nations |Industrial Devel opnment
Organi zation (UNIDO, the European Bank for Reconstruction and Devel opnment,

t he Swedi sh Environnental Protection Agency and the |Industry Cooperation for
Ozone Layer Protection held a neeting in Mnsk, from15 to 17 August 1994,
where countries of former USSR, both Parties and non-Parties, participated.
The non-Parties were invited to ratify the Vienna Convention and the Mntrea
Protocol and its Anendnents.

3. Since the last neeting of the Conference of the Parties, 27 States have
become party to the Vienna Convention, 29 have becone party to the Montrea
Protocol, 37 to the London Anendment and 46 to the Copenhagen Amendnent.

Decision I111/2. Reports of the Assessnents Panels

4, The Scientific, the Environnental Effects, and the Technol ogy and
Econoni ¢ Assessnent Panels and the latter's Technical Options Comittees
submtted the various reports requested of themin November 1994, March 1995,
Novermber 1995, March 1996 and June 1996.

5. These reports provided the necessary information for the Adjustnents to
the Montreal Protocol and decisions adopted by the Seventh Meeting of the
Parties to the Montreal Protocol, held in Vienna from5 to 7 Decenber 1995
They al so provide input, for the decisions that will be adopted by the Ei ghth
Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol, to be held in San José from
25 to 27 Novenber 1996.

Decision 111/3. Anendnent procedure under the
Vi enna Conventi on

6. No action was required of the Secretariat on decision I11/3.
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Decision I11/4. Reporting for the purposes of Annex |
to the Vienna Convention
7. Reporting guidelines on hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs) are being devel oped

by the Intergovernmental Panel on Cimate Change (1 PCC). The Panel is
revising the IPCC Guidelines for National G eenhouse Gas Inventories with the
hel p provided by the Organisation for Econom c Cooperation and Devel opnent
(CECD) and the International Energy Agency (IEA). The HFCs fall under
chapter 2 (Industrial Processes) of the CGuidelines.

8. Sormre Parties to the United Nations Framework Convention on Cinmate
Change are reporting data on HFCs to the Secretariat of that Convention

Decision I11/5. Reconmendati ons of the second neeting
of the Ozone Research Managers

9. In paragraph 2 of decision Il11/5, the Parties were requested to make
vol untary contributions to the Wrld Meteorol ogi cal Organization's Specia
Fund for Environment Monitoring for the A obal Ozone Chserving Systemin
order to expand the station network in devel opi ng countries.

10. Fromtotal funds of $2,918,377 received up to Novenber 1995, only

$90, 277 were contributed for the calibration of existing ozone instrunents (a
very inportant part for quality control of ozone records), and another
$122,045 were contributed for the establishment of ozone-sonding operations
at one WMO- d obal Atnosphere Watch (GAW station in the tropics.

11. I n paragraph 3 of the decision, the dobal Environnent Facility (GEF)
was requested to give the consideration to funding the installation of a
limted nunber of additional stations in the tropical belt and in any other
regi ons not adequately covered, in |light of recommendations of the Ozone
Research Managers, and where the requesting country deens such station a
priority.

12. The Worl d Met eorol ogi cal Organi zation continues the inplenmentation of
six new GAW st ations of global inportance and 11 new stations in the Southern
Cone of South Anerica, both funded from CGEF

13. The Secretariat contacted the GEF Coordi nation Unit of the United
Nat i ons Envi ronnent Programre (UNEP), and the issue was addressed in the
draft CEF research strategy paper (UNEP/ GEF/ STAP/ 4/4), which had been
prepared by UNEP for discussion at the fourth and fifth sessions of the
Scientific and Techni cal Advisory Panel (STAP). In annex | of the draft
strategy paper, the purchase and installation of equipment required for
partici pation of devel oping countries in research activities supported by CEF
is specifically nmentioned as one of the potentially eligible activities which
may be supported in the framework of the GEF strategy for targeted research.
Li kewi se, annex 2 of the same docunent lists ozone nonitoring at | ow

| ati tudes as one of the potentially eligible research topics which may be
consi dered for GEF support.
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14. The Scientific and Techni cal Advisory Panel reviewed the status of the

papers submitted by the working groups on targeted research and deci ded t hat

one consol i dated document will be presented to the GEF Council at its neeting
in October 1996.

15. The Parties may wi sh to request a close cooperation between the
Scientific and Environnmental Effects Assessnent Panels and the Scientific and
Techni cal Advi sory Panel of the d obal Environment Facility.

16. In paragraph 3 of decision Il11/5, the World Meteorol ogi cal Organi zation
was requested, in cooperation with United Nations Environment Programme, to

i nvestigate and eval uate avail abl e nonitoring equi pment so as to equip such
stations as appropriate using best avail able technol ogi es for measuring both
ozone and UV-B

17. Wth reference to this request, the information available fromthe

I nternati onal Ozone Comm ssion of the International Council of Scientific
Unions (1 CSU) and the WMO d obal Ozone Cbserving System (GO3;0S) indicated the
fol | owi ng:

(a) For total ozone nmeasurenents, the nobst robust instrument is the
Dobson spectrophotonmeter used as the backbone of the G obal Ozone Qbserving
System (G0,0S) for nore than 40 years. It also allows Urkehr nmeasurenents to
be carried out for deducting the verticle ozone profile;

(b) There is also the nore nmodern Brewer nonochrononator, which has
nearly the sane characteristics as the Dobson but can al so neasure UV-B
radiation. In addition, there is now avail abl e an aut omat ed narrow band
filter instrument which provides total ozone and UV-B readings;

(c) Wth reference to the UV-B radi ation, there exist a nunber of
broad-band filter instruments which are not precise for specific spectra
wavel engt hs;

(d) A spectral scanning radi onmeter (used, for exanple, at six funded
Nat i onal Sci ence Foundation (NSF) stations and at two GAWstations) so far
has proven to be the npst stable for |ong-term operations, although there are
other simlar instrunents that have not yet been field-tested.

Decision I11/6. Budgets and financial nmatters

18. In paragraph 3 of decision Il11/6, the Parties were urged to pay their
out st andi ng 1990- 1993 contri butions and also to pay their future
contributions pronptly.

21. In paragraph 6 of the decision, the Secretariat was urged to furnish the
Parties with an estimation of the current three years needs and, in the sane
format, the actual expenditures of the previous three years so that the
Parti es woul d have a good understandi ng of the Secretariat's budgetary
requirenents. In response, the Secretariat has provided this information to
all the Parties every year.

Decision I11/7. Fourth neeting of the Conference of the Parties
to the Vienna Convention for the Protection
of the Ozone Layer

22. In paragraph 1 of decision Il11/7, the Secretariat was requested to
convene the fourth nmeeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna
Convention in 1996 in conjunction with the Eighth Meeting of the Parties to
the Montreal Protocol and at the sane venue

23. In paragraph 2 of decision Il11/7, the Parties accepted with appreciation
the offer of the Government of Austria to host a celebration of the tenth
anni versary of the Convention in conjunction with the Seventh Meeting of the
Parties to the Montreal Protocol in 1995 in Vienna. This celebration, which
i ncluded an International Wrkshop on the Ozone Treaties and their influence
on the Building of International Environmental Regines, was held in Vienna on
4 Decenber 1995. The proceedi ngs of the Workshop, for which Professor
Wnfried Lang of Austria acted as Coordi nator and General Rapporteur, have
been circul ated as docunent UNEP/ OzL.Pro.7/INF.1. In addition, awards were
presented to 17 individuals and 3 organizations for their contribution to the
protection of the ozone |layer. An exhibition on the protection of the ozone
| ayer was al so arranged, with the participation of the |Inplenmenting Agencies
of the Multilateral Fund - United Nations Devel opnment Programe (UNDP), UNEP
United Nations Industrial Devel opment Organization (UNIDO and the Wrld Bank
- other organizations and nany industries.

24. The Parties may w sh to thank the Governnment of the Republic of the
Austria for hosting the celebration of the tenth anniversary of the
Convention and the Seventh Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol.

25. The fourth neeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna
Convention and the Ei ghth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol
will be held in San José, Costa Rica, on 25 Novermber 1996 in accordance with
decision VI1/38 of the Seventh Meeting of the Parties to the Mntrea
Protocol and at the invitation of the Governnent of Costa Rica.

26. The Parties may wish to express their gratitude to the CGovernnent of
Costa Rica for hosting the fourth neeting of the Conference of the Parties to
t he Vi enna Convention
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Decision I11/8. Future neetings of the Ozone Research Managers

27. Pursuant to decision 111/8, the Third Ozone Research nmanagers mneeting
was held in Geneva from 19 to 21 March 1996. The report of the neeting was
distributed to all Parties in July 1996.
