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. 1 NTRODUCTI ON
1. The thirteenth nmeeting of the Inplenmentation Conmittee under the Non-

Conpl i ance Procedure for the Montreal Protocol was held at the headquarters
of the World Meteorol ogi cal Organization (W), Ceneva, on 18-19 March 1996.

[1. ORGAN ZATI ONAL MATTERS

A.  Opening of the neeting

2. The neeting was opened at 10 a. m on Mnday, 18 March 1996, by
M. Hugo Schally, President of the Committee for 1995.

B. Attendance

3. The neeting was attended by Conmittee nenbers from Austria, Canada,
Peru, Philippines, Sri Lanka, Wkraine, the United Republic of Tanzani a,
Uruguay and Zanbia. At the invitation of the Conmittee, a representative of
Bel arus al so attended. |In spite of an invitation to attend, no
representative of the Russian Federation was present for nost of the neeting.
A representative fromthe Pernanent M ssion of the Russian Federation with
the O fice of the United Nations in Geneva cane at the close of the neeting
and expl ai ned that he woul d be unable to provide any information in addition
to the information already provided by his Governnent (see para. 0 bel ow).
The neeting was al so attended by the Chair and Co-Chair of the Ad Hoc Working
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Goup on CEIT Aspects of the Technol ogy and Econoni c Assessnent Panel (TEAP).
Representati ves of the Inplenenting Agencies for the Financial Mechani sm
under the Montreal Protocol —the United Nations Devel opnent Progranmme
(UNDP), the United Nations Environnent Programre (UNEP), the United Nations
I ndustrial Devel opnent Organi zation (UNIDO) and the Wrld Bank —and of the
secretariats of the Miultilateral Fund and the d obal Environment Facility
(CEF) were also present. The full list of participants is contained in annex
| to the present report.

C. Election of the President and Vi ce-President

4. The Conmittee el ected by acclamation M. Antonio Garcia Revilla (Peru)
as President and M. Denis Langl ois (Canada) as Vice-President and Rapporteur
of the Conmmittee for the period up to the Eighth Meeting of the Parties to
the Montreal Protocol.

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I11. REPORT ON THE ACTIVITIES OF THE TEAP AD HOC WORKI NG GROUP
ON CEI T ASPECTS I N THE PERI OD FROM DECEMBER 1995
TO MARCH 1996

6. Dr. Lanbert Kuijpers, Co-Chair of the TEAP Ad Hoc Wrking Group on CEIT
Aspects, introduced the Group's report on its activities for the period
Decenber 1995-March 1996. Since the situation in Belarus, the Russian
Federation and Wkrai ne was dealt with in separate decisions of the Seventh
Meeting of the Parties, the Wirking Group had considered it less inportant to
consider the situations in those countries before they had reported to the
current nmeeting of the Inplenmentation Comrittee and, instead, had centred its
efforts on the ratification difficulties of those States not yet party to the
Montreal Protocol. At the end of Decenber 1995, questionnaires had been sent
to five CIS countries to see if they were considering ratifying the Protocol
Only two replies had been received. Further information on guidance to
ratification had been solicited at the end of February 1996, but no reply had
been received. G ven the reactions fromcountries to date, the Wrking G oup
had concluded that: sending out questionnaires and other information sheets
m ght yield sonme information but did not accelerate the ratification process;
country visits mght produce nore specific information but again did not
speed up ratification; the mnistries of the environnent in the CIS
countries are probably lowin the institutional hierarchy and therefore,
while those ministries mght be willing to ratify, the process is halted by
nore inportant ministries; although ratification docunments were distributed
at the Regional Meeting on the Montreal Protocol, held in Mnsk in August
1994, they apparently got lost and it was useless to sinply continue to send
out copies of them and the practical steps to obtain experts for a phase-out
process and possi bl e GEF support seemto be m sunderstood in the countries,
or the financial opportunities were not realized by the persons responsible.
The Worki ng Group expected the countries to respond in about five to six
weeks to the second request for information, and intended to undertake in the
period thereafter: efforts through UNDP Resi dent Representatives; efforts
through the foreign mnistries of the CI'S countries; investigations on the
feasibility of workshops and the chances that they would be attended by high-
ranked government officials; investigations into the progress nmade within the
Inter-State Ecol ogi cal Council.

7. During the discussion of the item the follow ng points were raised:

(a) The perceived financial inplications of ratifying the Mntrea
Protocol were a nmajor inpedinent to ratification by the CI'S countries
concer ned;

(b) There was a need for clarification on whether and in what form
the countries concerned had autonmatically succeeded the forner Soviet Union
as Parties to the Montreal Protocol and were therefore not required to
ratify;

(c) Despite their low |l evels of consunption of ODS, it was inportant
that those countries should becone Parties to the Montreal Protocol

(d) That, by their per capita GDP, the countries concerned should be
considered to be developing. It was a disincentive to ratification if, upon
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becom ng Parties, they would not only be considered in non-conpliance but
woul d al so have to assune financial obligations that were greater than sone
nmenbers of the European Comunity.

8. Fol | owi ng the di scussion, the Inplenentation Committee:

(a) Not ed the report and concl usions of the Ad Hoc Wrking G oup on
CEI T Aspects;

(b) Requested the Secretariat to seek clarification fromthe Lega
Counsel of the United Nations on the status of the countries of the forner
Soviet Union with regard to succession to the Vienna Convention and the
Mont real Protocol

(c) Requested the Secretariat to send letters to conpetent
authorities of non-Parties stressing the need for speedy ratification

(d) Consi dered that the organization of a separate workshop for high-
| evel officials mght be nore productive than arranging a neeting with the
representatives of the countries during the next neeting of the Open-ended
Wr ki ng G oup;

(e) Recomended that UNDP Resi dent Representatives in non-Party
countries should be requested to contact the countries concerned to
facilitate the ratification of the Vienna Convention and the Mntrea
Pr ot ocol

(f) Recomended t hat the Open-ended Wrking Group of the Parties
shoul d consider the issue of ratification of countries with economies in
transition in the context of econom c conditions and the overall consunption
of ODS.

V. | NFORVATI ON FROM BELARUS, THE RUSSI AN FEDERATI ON AND UKRAI NE
ON MEASURES TO PHASE OUT OZONE- DEPLETI NG SUBSTANCES

Bel ar us

9. The representative of Belarus drew attention to the information
provided by his Governnment in accordance with paragraph 5 of decision VII1/17,
whi ch was before the Cormittee (see annex Il below). Belarus had approved a

detail ed strategy for ODS phase-out and a national progranmme for its

i mpl enentation. That programre had been subnmitted to the Ozone Secretari at
and could be nmade available to nenbers of the Committee. Despite the
econonmic difficulties it was facing, Belarus planned to inplenent the
strategy partly by using its own resources. There was, however, a need for
simlar input fromits partners. Likew se, although industry in Belarus
woul d be ready to introduce new technologies in a relatively short tine, it
requi red consi derabl e assi stance from GEF, the Wrld Bank and the Executive
Committee. The Governnent was taking the question of phase-out very
seriously and had appointed the Mnistry of Environment as nationa
coordinator for all activities.
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10. On the question of ratification of the London Amendnent, the
representative of Belarus said that the necessary internal procedures had
been conpleted and the instrunment of ratification would shortly be deposited
with the Secretary-Ceneral of the United Nations.

11. He further stated that Belarus neither produced nor exported ozone-
depl eti ng substances and had no intention of doing so.

12. The representative of the Wrld Bank noted that a nunmber of projects
had been prepared for Belarus with assistance fromthe Dani sh Environnenta
Protecti on Agency. Those projects would be presented for funding at the
neeting of the GEF Council in April 1996. Through those projects, Belarus
coul d achi eve the phase-out in accordance with the schedule in the country
pr ogr amme.

13. The | npl enentati on Committee:

(a) Noted that, while the information avail able showed a situation of
non- conpl i ance for 1996, Belarus had by its actions taken inportant steps in
conplying with decision VII/17 and towards achieving full conpliance with the
control measures of the Protocol

(b) Not ed the approval of the national progranme for the phase-out of
DS in Bel arus;

(c) Recomended that the GEF Council shoul d consider funding for the
projects to be subnitted,;

(d) Cal l ed upon Belarus to expedite the process of ratification of
t he London Anendrent;

(e) Requested Bel arus, in accordance with paragraph 7 of decision
VI1/17, to continue to provide the Conmittee with reports on progress made in
phasing out ODS in line with the schedule in its national progranme in order
to enable the Inplenentation Cormittee to advise international bodies to
provi de financial assistance.

The Russi an Federation

14. The Conmittee considered the additional information provided in the
letter of the Russian Federation dated 6 March 1996 from M. Danil ov-
Dani l yan, M nister of Protection of the Environnent and Natural Resources of
the Russian Federation, in response to decision VII1/18 of the Seventh Meeting

of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol. The additional information is
reproduced in annex Il to the present report.
15. The representative of the Wrld Bank gave an account of the

devel opnents regarding its activities in the Russian Federation. The GEF
Council had cleared a first tranche of projects with a total val ue of

$8.6 million and woul d be considering a second tranche worth $35 million at
its neeting in April. The Council would be interested in the reaction of the
| npl enentation Conmittee to the submission by the Russian Federation. |t was
expected that the GEF projects in the Russian Federation woul d
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total $60 nmillion by the end of 1996, and that the Russian Federation would
raise another $40 million internally for its phase-out programe. The Bank
was di scussing the closure of the production facilities with the Russian
Federati on, and about 80 per cent night be shut down shortly if financial
assi stance was avail able. The production envisaged for 1996 was only about
25 per cent of production capacity for 1990. It would be very helpful if
those efforts of the Russian Federation were viewed positively by the

Commi ttee.

16. The Secretariat clarified that the only base-year figures for any Party
operating under Article 2, including the Russian Federation, were the figures
for 1986, for the purposes of control neasures in Articles 2A and 2B

and 1989, for the purposes of those in Articles 2C, 2D and 2E. There had
been no report fromthe Russian Federation to the Secretariat with respect to
paragraph 6 of Article 2.

17. The menbers of the Committee di scussed the subm ssions of the Russian
Federation and requested clarifications on the follow ng:

(a) Wul d the Russian Federation be receiving any internationa
assi stance other than from GEF?

(b) VWhat is the purpose of taking an inventory of stocks of CODS
contai ned in operating equi pnent referred to in the Russian subm ssion?

(c) VWhat are the specific restrictions being considered by the
Russi an Federation concerning the export of products containing ODS?

(d) VWhat are the production and consunption | evels of controlled
substances for 1986 and | ater years?

(e) VWhat is understood by the term "required production” in
appendix 2 to the letter of the Russian Federation? |Is it for the basic
donestic needs of the Russian Federation and/or CI'S countries? How nmuch was
i ntended for export and to where?

(f) Wul d the Russian Federation provide the details on inports and
exports of used, recovered, recycled or reclai ned substances in terns of
decision VI/19 of the Sixth Meeting of the Parties and, for exports, provide
details on the destination of such substances?

(9) Wul d the Russian Federation provide a list of recycling
facilities, their location and capacities, as called for in decision VI/19?

18. After a closed neeting, in which all the available information was
consi dered, the Inplenentation Conmittee:

(a) Recogni zed that, while the information avail able showed a
situation of non-conpliance for 1996, the Russian Federation had by its
actions taken inportant steps to conply with decision VII/18 and towards
achieving full conpliance with the control neasures of the Protocol

(b) Not ed that there were many additional points on which information
was needed;
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(c) Requested the Russian Federation to provide the information
nmentioned in paragraph O above and other information pursuant to
paragraph 9 of decision VII/18 before the next neeting of the Inplenentation
Conmittee, to be convened in August 1996;

(d) Reiterated that the Russian Federation should nonitor and report
on the inplenentation of the trade restrictions referred to in decision
VI1/18.

19. The | nplenentati on Conmittee recommended that:

(a) The CGEF Council and other funding agenci es shoul d consi der
favourably additional steps to expedite financial assistance for projects
proposed for approval within their work programes;

(b) Future projects should be considered in the Iight of further
clarifications and information to be provided by the Russian Federation to
the I nplenentati on Committee.

Ukr ai ne

20. The representative of Ukraine drew attention to the letter subnmitted by
his Governnent in response to paragraph 6 of decision VII/19 (see annex |V
bel ow). He apol ogi zed for the delay in replying, which had been caused by
the late notification to the relevant authorities of the decisions of the
Seventh Meeting of the Parties. He informed the Conmittee that the necessary
internal procedures for ratifying the London Arendnent were now under way but
were being held up by, anong other things, the heavy | egislative progranme
before Parliament. In |ate Decenber 1995, the Cabinet of Mnisters had
passed a Decree on the inplenentation of the Montreal Protocol, which

conmi tted governmental and non-governmental organizations to finalizing the
nati onal progranmme. The Mnistry of Finance had conmitted a sizeable sumfor
the conpl etion of the programme and was committed to finding the resources
for its inplenmentation. The final programme would contain sone 50 projects,
of which 30 woul d be funded by internal sources. He wished to stress that
Ukrai ne was commtted to continuing its phase-out efforts and woul d do
everything it could to speed up the process. Wth regard to sources of

fundi ng, he suggested that the Inplenmentation Conmittee could reconmend the
donor countries to consider possible financial assistance in the framework of
bil ateral cooperation, which could be a nore flexible approach than going
through GEF. He al so suggested that the process of ratifying the London
Amendnent m ght be expedited if provision was made for in-kind contributions
and a grace-period for maki ng paynents to the Multilateral Fund.

21. In response to a question, the representative of Ukraine explained that
the reason why his country's reported production figures for nethyl brom de
had risen fromzero in 1991 to over 1,400 tonnes for 1995 was that in the
past bodies other than the Mnistry of Environnent had been responsible for
collecting the data, and the work had not al ways been perfornmed
conscientiously. |In fact, the plant in question was an old one, which had
been in operation before 1991
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22. The | npl enentati on Committee:

(a) Noted that, while the information avail able showed a situation of
non- conpl i ance for 1996, Ukraine had by its actions taken inportant steps to
conply with decision VI1/19 and towards achieving full conpliance with the
control measures of the Protocol

(b) Not ed that the national programe for the phase-out of QDS in
Ukr ai ne was under preparation and requested that it should be submtted to
the Conmittee, through the Secretariat, as soon as it was conpl et ed;

(c) Call ed upon Wkraine to expedite the process of ratification of
t he London Anendrent;

(d) Recomended that the GEF Council shoul d consider funding for the
projects to be subnitted,;

(e) Requested Wkraine to continue to provide the Conmrittee with
reports on progress nade in phasing out ODS in line with the schedule inits
nati onal progranme;

(f) Reconmended i nternational financial assistance to Ukraine from
GEF and other international funding agencies.

V. LETTER SUBM TTED BY THE GOVERNVENTS OF LI THUANI A AND LATVI A
UNDER PARAGRAPH 4 COF THE NON- COVPLI ANCE PRCOCEDURE AND THE
PLAN TO | MPLEMENT THE PROTOCOL SUBM TTED BY THE
GOVERNMENT OF LI THUANI A

23. The Secretariat drew attention to a letter it had received in

Decenber 1995 from the Governments of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania
requesting a longer tinmefranme for phasing out ozone-depl eti ng substances
because of the institutional and financial problens facing those countries.
The Secretariat had advi sed Estonia that the non-conpliance procedure under
the Montreal Protocol was only applicable to Parties. Latvia and Lithuania
had been requested to nmake a formal submnission under paragraph 4 of the non-
conpliance procedure, giving full details of the neasures and action pl ans
adopted by their Governnents to inplenment the Protocol. 1In response, the
CGovernnment of Lithuania had subnmitted a plan of action to phase out ozone-
depl eti ng substances, which was before the Cormittee (see annex V below). No
response had been received fromthe Governnent of Latvia.

24. The representatives of UNEP and the CEF secretariat gave an account of
the relevant work carried out by their organizations in the Baltic countries,
the representative of GEF secretariat noting that, since neither Latvia nor
Li thuania had finalized their ratification process for the London Anendnent,
those countries were being assisted only for updating their country
programes and project identification and were not eligible for funding of

i nvest ment projects under GEF
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Est oni a

25. Wth regard to Estonia, the Inplenentation Conmittee decided that it
coul d not consider the matter further until that country had beconme a Party
to the Montreal Protocol

Latvia
26. Wth regard to Latvia, the Inplenentation Committee:

(a) Took note of the joint submission to the Ozone Secretariat from
Latvia and Lithuania, together with Estonia, a non-Party to the Protocol

(b) Noted that there was a possibility of non-conpliance by Latvia in
1996 so that the Inplenmentation Committee might have to revert to that
guestion later that year;

(c) Noted that, with GEF funding, country progranme preparation for
Latvia was bei ng undertaken by UNEP and projects were being identified by
UNDP, and requested Latvia to resubnmit that programre once it was conpl et ed;

(d) Requested Latvia to provide a detailed plan of action for phasing
out ozone-depl eting substances, including the proposed national share of the
total cost of inplenmenting the plan

(e) Further requested Latvia to provide the Comrittee with further
information on its political conmtnent to the phase-out progranme for ozone-
depl eti ng substances and the proposed neasures for the enforcenent of the
programe —in particular the enforcement of trade regul ations;

(f) Requested the Secretariat to alert Latvia to the fact that nmjor
project funding frominternational financial institutions for ODS phase-out
was subject to ratification of the London Amendnent by the country concerned,

(9) Requested Latvia to keep the Conmittee informed of progress made
towards ratification of the London Arendrment to the Montreal Protocol
Li t huani a

27. Wth regard to Lithuania, the |Inplenmentation Comittee:

(a) Took note of the joint submission to the Ozone Secretariat from
Li thuania and Latvia, together with Estonia, a non-Party to the Protocol

(b) Not ed that there was a possibility of non-conpliance by Lithuania
in 1996 so that the Inplenentation Committee might have to revert to that
guestion later in the year;

(c) Took note of the action plan and the rel evant neasures subnmitted
by Lithuania to the Ozone Secretariat as a useful first step
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(d) Noted that, with GEF funding, country progranme preparation for
Li t huani a was bei ng undertaken by UNEP and projects were being identified by
UNDP, and requested Lithuania to resubmit that programme once it was
conpl et ed;

(e) Requested Lithuania also to subnit further information on, in
particul ar:

(i) Its political commitnent on the phase-out programe for
ozone-depl eti ng subst ances;

(i) The proposed neasures for the enforcenent of the progranmme
- in particular the enforcenent of trade regul ations;

(iii) The proposed national share of the total costs of the
phase-out progranmme;

(iv) Progress towards the ratification by Lithuania of the
London Anendnent to the Mntreal Protocol

(f) To recomend international assistance to enable conpliance of
Lithuania with the Montreal Protocol in line with the follow ng provisions:

(i) Such support should be provided in consultation with the
rel evant Montreal Protocol secretariats and the |nplenentation
Conmittee to ensure consistency of ODS phase-out neasures with
the relevant decisions of the Parties to the Mntreal Protocol
and the subsequent reconmendations of the Inplenmentation
Commi tt ee;

(i) Li t huani a should subnit annual reports on ODS phase-out
progress in line with the schedule included in the country
programe for the phase-out of ozone-depleting substances in
Li t huani a;

(iii) The reports should be subnmitted in due tine to enable the
| mpl enentation Commttee to review them

(iv) In case of any questions related to the reporting
requi renents and the actions of Lithuania, the disbursenent of
the international assistance should be contingent on the
settl enent of those problenms with the Inplenentation Conmittee.

VI. STATUS OF DATA- REPORTI NG FOR 1994

28. The Secretariat introduced and updated informati on paper

UNEP/ QzL. Pro/ I mpConi 13/ I NF. 1, whi ch showed the status of data-reporting over
the years. The Secretariat explained that it was considered too early to
prepare a conprehensive report for 1995 but that such a report would be
circulated for the next neeting of the Conmttee. Since the docunent had
been circulated, the followi ng additional Parties had reported data for the
years indicated: Argentina (1994); Bahrain (1990, 1992, 1993 and 1994);

Bot swana (1994); Canada (1994); Ghana (1993); India (1994); Ireland (base-
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year data, 1992, 1993 and 1994); Kenya (1994); Portugal (1989, 1990, 1991
1993 and 1994); and United Arab Emrates (1990 and 1994). It was further

poi nted out that, in accordance with decision VI/5, all Parties whose country
programe and institutional-strengthening projects had been approved and
conpl eted had subnmitted their base-year data to the Secretariat.

29. One representative suggested that it was tine that a greater effort
shoul d be nmade to anal yse the data and a report produced show ng gl oba

trends in various Parties and different regions so that the Parties could see
the progress being nade in the inplenmentation of the Protocol. The
Secretariat replied that such efforts were already under way and the results
woul d be presented to the Inplenentation Cormttee at its next neeting.

30. In response to query rai sed by one nenber of the Cormittee, the
Secretariat said that, in order to assist Parties in data-reporting, a
docunent listing the applications of substances in Annex C of the Protoco
was bei ng prepared by TEAP, as recommended by the Seventh Meeting of the
Parties in its decision VII/34, paragraph 5 (e) (iv) f.

31. At the conclusion of the discussion, the Secretariat noted that the new
data-reporting formats nade necessary as a result of the Vienna Adjustnents
to the Protocol to phase out ODS would shortly be circulated for comments

and the revised format would be subnitted to the Open-ended Working G oup of
the Parties at its next neeting.

32. Fol |l owi ng the presentation by the Secretariat, the Inplenmentation
Conmi tt ee:

(a) Took note of the report by the Secretariat and the additiona
i nformati on provided;

(b) Recomended that the Secretariat should prepare a data report
showi ng gl obal trends to give an overall perspective of the inplenentation of
t he Protocol

VI1. COWENTS BY THE | MPLEMENTI NG AGENCI ES AND CGEF ON THE REPORTI NG OF
ODS DATA BY PARTI ES

33. The representatives of UNDP, UNEP and UNI DO i nformed the Committee of
the situation in those non-reporting Parties in which they were assisting in
country programme fornul ation, institutional-strengthening, networking and
proj ect preparation and inplenentati on and gave an account of the their
efforts to inprove data-reporting by Parties. |n over 20 countries, the
country programes had not yet been formnul ated, which explained the |Iack of
reported data.

34. The representative of the Wrld Bank said that it was the Bank's
experience that if |local capacity was devel oped, data-reporting would follow
The Bank saw its role as providing advi ce and assi stance to countries and
found it difficult to speak on their behalf: it would be preferable if the
countries thensel ves were requested to explain instances of non-reporting.
The Bank was urged by the Conmittee to cooperate in the pronotion of data-

reporting by the Parties it was serving.
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35. The representative of the GEF secretariat said that GEF was providing
funding for finalization of country programes and rel ated project
preparation activities for Cyprus, Latvia, Lithuania, Turknenistan and
Uzbeki stan. It hoped that, if there were outstanding data fromany of those
countries, it mght be provided as a result of those activities. GCEF was
prepared to assist other eligible countries in country programre preparation
as soon as they had ratified the Protocol and had started the process of

rati fying the London Amendnent to the Protocol

36. During the discussion of this item it was pointed out that:

(a) The failure to subnmit data was often the result of a |ack of
coordi nati on between the official channel of conmunication with the
Secretariat and the national ozone unit in the country concerned;

(b) There was a need to clarify reporting requirenents, as sone
countries were not aware which data shoul d be sent to the Secretariat, the
| npl enenti ng Agencies or the Secretariat of the Miultilateral Fund. There
were al so frequent discrepancies between the data submitted to the Fund
Secretariat and that reported to the Ozone Secretari at;

(c) If the data were collected by non-national consultants, it was
i mportant that they should analyse themin consultation with the nationa
ozone unit, as sonetines there were di screpancies between the data reported

(d) Devel opi ng countries faced many difficulties in collecting
accurate data, including the need to seek information fromdealers in ODS
where the custonms classification codes for those substances had not been
i ntroduced.

37. Fol | owi ng the di scussion, the Inplenentation Conmittee reconmended t hat
the Fund Secretariat should prepare a consolidated report on the data that
had been reported to it fromthe Inplenmenting Agencies in relation to
progress made in inplementing the projects included in the country progranmes
to elimnate ODS. The consolidated report should be nade available to the
Ozone Secretariat. The data included in the report should then be verified
agai nst the data subnitted by the Parties to the Ozone Secretariat pursuant
to Article 7 of the Protocol. |In the event of discrepancies, the Qzone
Secretariat should seek clarification with the Party concerned, in accordance
wi th decision VII/20, paragraph (a), of the Seventh Meeting of the Parties.

VI'11. RECLASSI FI CATI ON OF BRUNEI DARUSSALAM AND
THE UNI TED ARAB EM RATES

Brunei Darussal am

38. The Secretariat said that Brunei Darussalamhad initially been
classified as a non-Article 5 Party on the basis of estinmated data but that
classification had been revised as Article 5 following the receipt of its
data in Novenber 1993. However, the data reported to the Secretariat for the
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year 1994 indicated that its per capita consunption of Annex A substances was
above the threshold established in Article 5. The Executive Conmittee had
approved the preparation of a country progranmme for Brunei Darussalam and
UNEP, as the Inplenenting Agency, had sought clarification as to howto
proceed in the light of the country's change of status. It night be recalled
that, in decision VI/5, the Sixth Meeting of the Parties had decided that in
the case of Parties classified tenporarily as operating under Article 5 in

t he absence of data and for which projects had been sanctioned, the projects
al ready approved woul d continue to be funded until they were conpl eted, even
if the countries were subsequently classified as not operating under

Article 5 on receipt of data. The situation of Brunei Darussal am was
simlar, but not identical, and the Inplenmentation Conmittee nmight wish to
consi der whet her a decision along the sane |ines could be taken in the
current case.

39. Fol | owi ng a di scussion of the matter, the Inplenentation Conmittee
reconmended:

(a) That UNEP conplete the work on the al ready ongoi ng approved
country progranme preparation;

(b) That the conpleted country progranmre shoul d be submitted to the
Executive Conmittee for information purposes only.

United Arab Enirates

40. The Secretariat said that the United Arab Enirates had informed it that
there was a mistake in its data for 1994. The corrected data showed that the
per capita consunption was bel ow the threshold for eligibility for Article 5
status for the year 1994. In that connection, the Secretariat recalled

deci sion VI/5, under which the change of status would not be effective for
1994 and by which Parties reclassified as operating under Article 5 were
urged not to seek assistance fromthe Miltilateral Fund.

41. The I nplenentati on Conmittee recommended that:

(a) The United Arab Enmirates should be reclassified as a Party
operating under Article 5. This reclassification should take effect from
1995, subject, of course, to the classification called for by its 1995
figures;

(b) The United Arab Emirates should be asked to pay its outstandi ng
contribution to the Multilateral Fund for 1994,

(c) In accordance with decision VI/5, the United Arab Emirates should
be urged not to seek financial assistance for national programes fromthe
Mul til ateral Fund.
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I X OTHER MATTERS

42, It was agreed that the next nmeeting of the Inplenentation Conmittee
woul d be held in Geneva on 23 August 1996, with the possibility of an
extension to the foll owi ng day.

3. The Governnent of the Republic of Belarus has approved a detailed
strategy for phasing out ozone-depl eting substances, which has been presented
in the country programe for the phase-out of ozone-depleting substances in
Bel ar us.

4, The conpetent organi zations and the neasures involved in the

i mpl ement ati on of the progranme are contained in the Decree No. 115 dated 19
February 1996 of the Council of Mnisters of the Republic of Belarus. The

M nistry of Natural Resources and Environmental Protection of the Republic of
Bel arus has been assigned full responsibility for coordination of the
necessary priority nmeasures. On the basis of the powers vested in ne,

B. Necessary |linkages and approaches bei ng proposed by the Republic of
Bel arus and specific requirenents regarding financial

5. The Governnent of the Republic of Belarus in its Decree 778r

dated 10 August 1993 established the |Inter-Agency Conm ssion for the
Protection of the Ozone Layer, which represents the nministries and
departnments involved in the phasing out of ozone-depl eting substances and
provi des the framework for nost inter-agency |linkages with regard to the
i mpl ement ati on of financial, organizational and administrative neasures.

6. Al mnistries and departnents of the Republic of Belarus are engaged
in efforts to take an inventory of stocks of coolants and hal ons contained in
operating equi pnent, and they have to identify the quantities required for
the operation of this equipnent. This work is to be conpleted by 1 June
1996.
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7. Proj ect preparation is under way for the phase-out of ozone-depleting
substances in the solvents, fire-extinguisher, foanms, and refrigeration-
servicing sectors. These projects are being financed frominternationa
sour ces.

8. The Republic of Belarus remains confident that the current targets for
t he phase-out of ozone-depleting substances, outlined in the approved country
programe and presented to Parties to the Montreal Protocol, can be achieved.
This confidence is also conditioned by continuing international support for
the initiatives nmentioned above.

9. The following factors underlie anticipated progress in inplenenting the

10. I nvestments are bei ng nmade by enterprises involved in ODS phase-out in
the aerosol and donestic refrigeration sectors; one major aerosol producer
the Brest Donmestic Chenicals Factory, has conpleted the conversion to new

t echnol ogi es.

11. Proposed nmeasures to ensure the inplenmentation of the provisions of the
Montreal Protocol, particularly those relating to trade

12. The Republic of Belarus would Iike to state once again that it is
totally commtted to fulfilling its obligations with regard to the trade
nmeasures under the Montreal Protocol. Trade in ozone-depleting substances

and products contai ni ng such substances between the Republic of Belarus and
other Parties to the Montreal Protocol will be regulated by a strict
licensing system and any trade with non-Parties to the Mntreal Protoco
wi Il be prohibited.

13. It is inmportant to note that Belarus has agreed not to export any
virgin, recycled or recovered substances controlled under the Mntrea
Protocol to any Party operating under Article 2 of the Protocol not nenber of
t he Conmonweal t h of | ndependent States and that such Parties will not inport
control | ed substances from Bel arus.

14. The establishment of a systemfor strict nonitoring of any exports of
recycled ODS.

15. The Republic of Belarus will subnit annual reports on ODS phase-out
progress in line with the schedule included in the country progranme for the
phase-out of ozone-depleting substances and in due tinme. |In this respect, it
is particularly inportant for us to receive international assistance.

16. In conclusion, | would like to state that the Republic of Belarus
remains conmitted to its obligations to the phase-out of ODS, and it will be
able to fulfil these obligations as soon as financial assistance fromGEF is
provi ded and econonic conditions allow

It is our understanding that the
response constitutes the specific information requested of us under decision
VI1/18 in the report of the Seventh Meeting of the Parties to the Mntrea
Prot ocol on Substances that Deplete the OQzone Layer, which was held in Vienna
from5 to 7 Decenber 1995

2. In accordance with the decision of the Seventh Meeting of the Parties
to the Montreal Protocol, the Russian Federation was to provide additiona
information by 31 January 1996. Unfortunately, however, we did not receive
the official record of the conclusions of the Vienna Meeting

until 27 January, in English, and 5 February, in Russian. In addition, we

t hought that it nade sense to take sone tine over our reply so that we could
give you the fullest possible information on the inportant initiatives being
taken by the Government of the Russian Federation, which have been evol vi ng
rapidly of late. W apologize for any inconveni ence caused by the delay in
providing you with the required information but hope that you will appreciate
the i nmportance of the actions we have taken

3. As required by decision VII/18, paragraph 6, of the above-nentioned

docunent, the Russian Federation is providing the follow ng information

A. The political commtnent on the phase-out plan for ozone-

4, The Russi an Federation has approved a programe of first-priority
nmeasures for the fulfilnent of the obligations of the Russian Federation wth
regard to the protection of the ozone |ayer, which has al ready been
transmitted to the Parties to the Montreal Protocol.

5. The | nter-Agency Commission for the Protection of the Ozone Layer,

The ministries and departnents participating in the work of this Conm ssion
are listed in annex | to the present letter

6. A substantial part of the functions of the Inter-Agency Conmi ssion have
been handed over to the Task Force for the Inplenmentation of the d oba

Envi ronnent Facility Project for the Phase-out of the Production and
Consunption of ODS, in the Environnent Mnistry's Centre for the Preparation
and | npl enmentation of International Technical Assistance Projects. This wll
nmean an effective concentration of efforts in all aspects of the

i mpl enent ati on and coordi nation of the Project and will establish interaction
bet ween the Governnment and industry, as well as between the systemfor the
presentation, processing and di ssem nation of information and infornmation
preparation, the devel opnment and enactnment of administrative regul ations and
their practical enforcement, investnments (both donestic and foreign) for the
phase-out of ODS and the coordi nati on of cooperation with international

organi zati ons.

7. The following efforts are being coordi nated by the Project
| npl enent ati on Task Force:

. Effective 1 January 1996, a naxi numlevel was set for the
production of ODS in the Russian Federation (the overall quota
system) and a progressive annual reduction in the production and
consunpti on of ODS was established in accordance with the phase-
out schedule in the national strategy. The overall quotas for
the production of ODS are listed in annex I

. For each overall quota, specific quotas have been established for
all producers of ODS for 1996. This information is contained in
annex |1l to the present letter;

. A licensing and quota systemis being established as a basis for

applying nmeasures to control the production of ODS in enterprises
in the Russian Federation. The Project |nplenmentation Task Force
wi Il be responsible for nmanaging this system with the
participation of an ad hoc expert conmission. The |oca

envi ronnental protection bodi es under the Environment Mnistry
are responsible for the continuous nonitoring of the

i mpl erent ati on of these neasures;

. As of 1 January 1996, the Russian Federation Conmittee on
St andar di zati on, Mensuration and Certification is introducing a
mandatory certification of products containing ODS. Standard-
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setting docunentation has been prepared and approved for the
purpose of this certification process. These docunents are now
undergoi ng testing and revi sion;

Al ministries and agencies of the Russian Federation are working
on an inventory of stocks of refrigerants and hal ons contai ned in
operating equi pnent, and they nust ascertain the anounts required
to operate that equiprment up to the year 2005. This work is to
be conpleted by 1 April 1996;

Wth the help of the dobal Environment Facility and the Wrld
Bank, work has been conpleted on projects for enterprises in the
aerosol and refrigeration sectors, which are the heavi est
consuners of ODS. Twenty investment projects have been
identified; the investrments required for their inplenentation
anmount to sonme $150 million —$60 nmillion from GEF and

$90 mllion fromsources in the Russian Federation. This wll
phase-out the production of 15,400 CODP-wei ghted tonnes of ODS and
will elimnate ODS consunption in the two sectors that use nost
ODS: aerosols and donestic refrigeration;

Pl ans are being prepared for the phase-out of consunption of CDS
in the solvents, fire-extinguisher, foamand refrigerator-
servicing sectors. These projects will be financed from

i nternational sources;

In conjunction with the Wrld Bank, an accel erated programe for
t he phase-out of ODS production is being carried out. For
producers, a conprehensive agreenent is being drafted on the
schedul e for closing down production, neasures to concentrate
production and the investnments needed for the production of ODS
substitutes. In this connection, a nunber of semi nars have been
hel d, and the Project |Inplenentation Task Force and the Wrld
Bank are currently finalizing detailed work plans for these
neasures. These steps are ainmed at finding internationa
resources for the elinination of ODS production and at attracting
foreign investors to becone involved in the production of
substi t ut es;

Wth a view to providing investnent assistance for phasing out
ODS, steps are being taken to utilize, as an additional financial
i nstrument the opportunities offered by the Russian Programmre for
the Organization of Investnents in Environnental Restoration
under the Environmental Managenment Project, which is funded by
Wor | d Bank;

In connection with the introduction of licensing and a quota
system for enterprises produci ng ozone depl eti ng subst ances,
organi zati onal and admini strative neasures are being taken to
nonitor exports in accordance with the Russian Federation's
obl i gations under the Montreal Protocol. A nore detailed
description of these nmeasures is provided in section D bel ow
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C. The gradual achi evenent of the proposed phase-out plan
8. The Russi an Federation renmains confident that the current targets for

phasi ng out the production and use of ozone-depleting substances, as outlined
inthe first-priority nmeasures for the fulfilment of the obligations of the
Russi an Federation with regard to the protection of the ozone |ayer for the
peri od 1995-1996, which have been presented to the Parties in the Mntrea
Protocol, can be achieved. This confidence is also conditioned by continuing
i nternational support for the initiatives nmentioned above. The foll ow ng
factors underlie anticipated progress in inplenmenting the ODS phase- out

pr ogr ammes:

. I nvest ments are being made by enterprises involved in ODS phase-
out in the aerosol and donestic refrigeration sectors; one mgjor
aerosol producer has conpleted the conversion to new
t echnol ogi es, and several enterprises produci ng househol d
refrigerators have nade the conversion to new technol ogies in
certain operations and on their own flow lines w thout any
out si de assistance. Oher enterprises in these sectors began to
i mpl enent i nvestment programmes in advance of receiving various
grants fromthe GEF. At present this project, along with the
first two confirned projects, is awaiting GEF approval. A second
set of projects is also awaiting GEF approval, while a third set
will be subnitted for approval later in 1996. Fulfilnment of this
approved schedule will make it possible to nake investnents and
conpl ete ODS phase-out in these major sectors by 1996

. As planned, the conpletion of work in 1996 on the project
preparation in the remaining sectors that consune ODS (sol vents
fire-extinguishers, foans, refrigeration-servicing, commercial
and industrial refrigeration), and the concentration of financial
potential over the course of 1997, should nmake it possible to
i mpl enent neasures ai ned at reducing the production and use of
ODS in these sectors by the year 2000. It has been decided to
assign top priority to the refrigeration-servicing sector

. As far as phasing out ODS production is concerned, the work that
has been done up until now points to a high degree of cooperation
anong producers in the drafting and adoption of a progranme to
cl ose down enterprises. On the basis of our joint work with the
Wrld Bank which is being carried out as planned, with a viewto
concentrating financial resources over the Spring and Summer of
1996, ODS production (with the exception of those enterprises
where production is to be concentrated) can be terninated in
1997, and the renmining production can be term nated in the year
2000;

. It is expected that the entire systemof control and regul ation
based on the initiatives outlined in present letter will be put
into place by the end of 1997. The neasures and resources
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necessary for this work have been identified in accordance with
i nternationally recogni zed standards.

D. The proposed neasures for the enforcenent of the neasures
in the Montreal Protocol —in particular the enforcenent
of the trade regul ati ons

9. The Russian Federation would like to state once again that it is
totally commtted to fulfilling its obligations with regard to the trade
neasures under the Montreal Protocol. The aforenentioned Decree No. 526 of

the Governnent of the Russian Federation states that trade in ODS and in
products contai ning such substances between the Russian Federati on and ot her
Parties to the Montreal Protocol will be regulated by a strict |icensing
system and any trade with non-Parties to the Montreal Protocol wll be
prohibited. More specifically, our obligation will be net by concluding the
| egal, organi zational, and admi nistrative agreenents needed to carry out the
neasures |isted below, which also include the further restrictions on trade
that took effect on 1 January 1996, in accordance with the provisions of the
Montreal Protocol, and the understandi ngs necessary to prevent economnic
difficulties anong other countries of the Commonweal th of |ndependent States
(as

. Conpl ete ban on any export of ODS that contravenes the provisions
of the Montreal Protocol

. Restrictions on exports of ODS to countries referred to in
Article 5 of the Montreal Protocol;

. Controls on the export of QDS and products containing such
substances to CI' S countries based on |licensing and a ban on re-
exports;

. Establ i shment of a systemfor strict nmonitoring of any exports of

ODS that are recycled, used or intended for destruction, taking
into account decision VII/31 of the Vienna Meeting.

10. Organi zati onal arrangenents that have been nade to carry out these
nmeasures incl ude:

. Assi gni ng codes fromthe Foreign Economic Activity Conmodity
Nonencl ature to ODS and products contai ning such substances, in
order to enable the State Custons Committee and the Mnistry of
For ei gn Economic Relations to use the Nonenclature in nmonitoring
trade operations;

. I ncl usi on of provisions banning the re-export of ODS and products
cont ai ni ng such substances in all export contracts with CI'S
countri es;

. Initiation of coordination activities and devel opment of a joint

approach with other CI'S countries to ODS issues, including future
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needs, phase-out progranmes, and re-export;
. Introduction of a quota system particularly with respect to
Bel arus and Ukrai ne, for 1996 exports, which should not exceed
the 1995 level (3,230 tonnes);
. Devel opnent of an export licensing systeminterlinked with the
system bei ng devel oped for the ODS production.
11. In conclusion, | would like to state that the Russian Federation
remains conmitted to its obligations to phase out ODS, and it will be able to
fulfil these obligations as soon as econonmic conditions allow. In this

connection, international assistance is particularly inportant, and we are
grateful for the assistance being provided. Furthernore, we are aware of the
current concern in the international community regardi ng possi ble deliveries
of ODS from Russi an sources during the period in which they are bei ng phased
out. As nentioned above, we have taken steps toward sol ving the probl ens of
control within our borders. It is not possible for any control systemto be
entirely effective, however. Therefore, we would like to call on the Parties
to the Montreal Protocol to conply strictly with their own obligations to
control inports of ODS in light of the restrictions on Russian exports, and
to notify us of any violations involving ODS supplies fromthe Russian
Federation. 1In such cases, the appropriate actions can be taken

1. In accordance with decision VII/19, paragraph 5, of the Seventh Meeting
of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol, and on occasion of the thirteenth
nmeeting of the Inplenentation Commttee, | ampleased to forward to you sone

i nformati on concerning the status of activity in phasing out the use of
ozone-depl eti ng substances in Wkraine.

A. The political comitnent on the phase-out plan for QDS
by Ukrai ne

2. As of 1 March 1996, the Government of Ukraine authorized a special
project teamto conplete the National Progranme on ODS Phase-out. This job
is being financed fromthe State budget and has to be finalized in three
nont hs.

3. The set of docunents to ratify the London Anrendnent to the Montrea
Protocol is being prepared.

4, On 14 Decenber 1995, Ukraine remtted US$ 144,654 and US$ 28,081 to
the Trust Funds for the Montreal Protocol and the Vienna Convention
accordingly. Thus, Ukraine discharged its debt for 1994 and 1995.

5. On 14 Decenber 1995, the Cabinet of Mnisters adopted Decree No. 1062,
on organi zing the work on inplenentation of the Montreal Protocol. The
Decree commits government and invol ved bodies to organi ze the work on

i mpl ement ati on of the Montreal Protocol in Ukraine and assigns the Mnistry
for Environnental Protection and Nucl ear Safety of Ukraine to coordinate the
necessary neasures. The Inter-Agency Conm ssion on the |Inplenentation of the
Montreal Protocol has been conmmi ssioned; the Conmm ssion includes
representatives in charge of the Mnistry for Environmental Protection and
Nucl ear Safety of Ukraine, the Mnistry of Defence, the Mnistry of Econonic
Affairs, the Mnistry of Finance, the Mnistry of Foreign Affairs, the
Mnistry of Statistics, the Mnistry of Foreign Econonmic Relations, the

M nistry of Engineering, the Mnistry for Health, the State Custons
Conmittee, the State Conmmittee on Hydroneteorol ogy, the State Conmittee on
Atoni ¢ Energy, the National Acadeny of Sciences, as well as experts from

rel evant scientific research institutes.

B. The necessary |inkages between the sectoral approach outlined
by Wkraine in its subm ssion and the specific requirenents
for the financial, institutional and adm nistrative
arrangenents towards the inpl enentati on of such
neasur es

6. The above-nentioned | nter-Agency Conmi ssion represents all of the
organi zations involved in consum ng and phasing out ODS, providing in such a
way the framework for operational ties regarding the inplenmentation of
financial, organizational and administrative neasures.

This process, however, my be
successful subject to international support for this activity that can be

ef fected not only by nmeans of GEF' s nechani sm but on the basis of bilatera
cooperation. The latter sonetines could be a nore effective and faster way
of achieving the goals, especially because of both its denonstration effect
and political benefits. The WUkrainian Government will highly appreciate such
initiative fromthe countries of the CECD group

11. As the draft National Programe plans, the conplete ODS phase-out could
be expected by the end of the year 1998. The CTC production in Kal oush will

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D. The proposed neasures for the enforcenent of the neasures —

12. Except for the facility in Kal oush, which produces carbon tetrachloride
as a feedstock, Ukraine does not produce any CFCs. That is why the problem
of controlling and regulating ODS is reduced to strengthening regul ation and
control in the consuner sector.

13. In doing so, the Governnent is planning to create an adequate
legislative franework in this field. The necessary legislative basis is
being partially created by Decree No. 1062 of the Cabinet of M nisters of
Ukrai ne and shall be followed by introduction of inmport licences for ODS, as
well as licensing requirenents for refrigeration technicians. This work has
to be done this year

14. In conclusion, | would like to confirmthe strong comitnent of Ukraine
to i npl enent the obligations to phase out the use of ODS. However, | have to
stress the point that Ukraine will be able to do that as quickly as economc
conditions allow. In the context of this the international assistance can
hardly be overestinmated.

THE GOVERNMVENT RESPONSE TO THE MONTREAL PROTOCOL

1. The Governnent of the Republic of Lithuania decided to accede to the

Vi enna Convention and the Montreal Protocol in Decenber 1994, and these
treaties entered into force for Lithuania as of April 1995. At the sanme tinme
(Decenber 1994), it was decided to adopt the recomendation of the Custons
Cooperation Council on the insertion in national statistical nonencl atures of
t he subheadings to facilitate the collection and conpari son of data on the

i nternational novenent of substances that deplete the ozone |ayer. Pursuant
to the decision of the Governnent, the Mnistry of Environmental Protection
is the body that has to organi ze, coordinate and control the work of the

rel evant mnistries, other institutions and ODS users. The Mnistry of

Envi ronnental Protection and the Mnistry of Industry and Trade are
responsi bl e for ODS-consunption nonitoring and data-reporting. The Custons
Department is obliged to acconplish the registration of inports or exports of
ODS and ODS- based products and subnmit these data to the Mnistry of

Envi ronnental Protection. The London and Copenhagen anendnents and

adj ustments have not been ratified. This is a subject for further
consi der ati on.

2. The inmport and export of ODS are being regulated by Mnistry of

Envi ronnental Protection ordinance No. 112 (30 June 1995), which was issued
on the basis of the Law on Environnental Protection of the Republic of

Li t huani a and the Government decision No. 78 (19 May 1995), on the
restriction of inport-export and transit of certain comvodities and goods.
This means that ODS inporters are obliged to get a pernmit fromthe Mnistry
of Environnental Protection for certain ODS and the anmount of such substances
to be inported. Such a pernit is a conpul sory acconpanyi ng docunent for

Cust ons control

3. The control |l ed substances were mainly used in traditional industrial
sectors, like refrigeration production and servicing, aerosol production
air-conditioning systens, electronics, and nmachinery. It should be

enphasi zed that ODS consunption has sharply decreased in conparison to the
base-year, partly due to the neasures inplenmented and, to a great extent, to
t he econoni c recession

4, It is prohibited to apply ODS and ODS-based technol ogi es when
i ntroducing new facilities. This is being regul ated through the approved
permit procedure.
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5. Users of ODS attenpting to reduce ODS consunption and finally to switch
over from ODS to non-ODS based technol ogi es seek suitable alternatives from
both the technical and the econom c point of view

(a) In the case of aerosol production, sone operations have switched
to carbon di oxide propellant, which for certain types of aerosol products is
not acceptable. For this reason, a nore universal propellant is being
sought. ODS consunption in aerosol production decreased from 5200 tonnes in
1989 to about 500 tonnes in 1993. Today, the aerosol industry is undergoing
reconstruction, which would result in the use of hydrocarbon propellants.
Sufficient anobunts of propane-butane are produced at the G| Refinery, but
this gas should be purified and, therefore, a supplenmentary purification
system shoul d be introduced. Both the above projects are included in the
country progranme;

(b) In donestic refrigeration, a considerable part
(about 40 per cent) of production is produced on the basis of HFC 134a
refrigerant. |In the production of insulating cabinets for refrigerators,

CFC- 11 bl owi ng agent has been conpletely repl eced by cycl opentane and HCFC
141. As a result of partial conversion, CFC consunption in 1994 was at the
same level as in 1986, although production had increased by 10 per cent and
new refrigerators becane nore CFC-consuni ng

6. CFCs have been elimnated from foam production; consequently, carbon
dioxide is mainly used for this purpose.

7. For the inplenmentation of the Montreal Protocol, an Ozone Focal Point
has been established in the Mnistry of Environnental Protection, and a
nati onal team has been created to facilitate the devel opnment of the country
pr ogr amme.

8. The country programe for phasing out ozone-depl eti ng substances has
been prepared and approved. There are plans to expand the programe and make
it nore detailed, with the assistance of UNEP and UNDP. The national team
(with the assistance of a UNEP-appoi nted consultant) carried out the

noni toring of ODS consunption in various application areas in the base-year
and in each year thereafter. This nonitoring system needs to be expanded and
conti nued.

9. To increase the awareness of ODS problenms and to inprove the
qgqualifications of service staff and, consequently, reduce ODS | osses during
servicing, training on refrigeration-equi pnent mai ntenance, servicing
retrofit, and recovery has been conducted with the assistance of specialists
from the Dupont conpany.

10. The ODS users in the country are informed about rel evant probl ens and

t he Governnent's phase-out plans. Special attention is paid to the main ODS
users in the aerosol and refrigeration sectors, who are provided w th updated
i nformati on on progress in phase-out activities.

11. To facilitate ODS phase-out according to the intended schedule, an CODS
