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. 1 NTRODUCTI ON

1. The fifteenth neeting of the Inplenentation Conmittee under the Non-
Conpl i ance Procedure for the Montreal Protocol was held at the Herradura

I nternational Conference Centre on 18 Novenber 1996.

1. ORGAN ZATI ONAL MATTERS

A.  Opening of the neeting

2. The neeting was opened at 10 a. m on Mnday, 18 Novenber 1996, by
M. Antonio Garcia-Revilla (Peru), President of the Conmmittee.
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B. Oficers

3. M. Antonio Garcia-Revilla (Peru) served as President of the Committee
and M. Denis Langl ois (Canada) as Vice-President and Rapporteur of the
Conmittee, in accordance with the decision of the Conmittee at its thirteenth
neeting.

C. Attendance

4, The neeting was attended by Conmittee nenbers from Austria, Bulgaria,
Canada, Philippines, Peru, Sri Lanka, Ukraine, United Republic of Tanzani a,
Uruguay and Zanbia. 1In addition, the neeting was attended by the Chair and
Co-Chair of the Ad Hoc Working Group on CEIT Aspects of the Technol ogy and
Econoni ¢ Assessnent Panel (TEAP). Representatives of the inplenenting
agenci es for the financial nechanismunder the Mntreal Protocol O the
United Nations Devel opment Programe (UNDP), the United Nations Environnent
Programme (UNEP), the United Nations Industrial Devel opnent Organization
(UNFDO and the Wrld Bank O and of the secretariat of the Miultilateral Fund
were also present. The full list of participants is contained in Annex | to
the present report.

5. The Conmittee adopted the followi ng agenda, based on the provisiona
agenda circul ated as docunment UNEP/ QzL.

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[11. SUBSTANTI VE MATTERS

A. Information fromBelarus, Bulgaria, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland,
t he Russi an Federation and Ukrai ne on the issues raised by
the Inplenentation Conmittee at its fourteenth neeting

6. Regarding item3 (a), the Secretariat informed the Cormittee that only
Bel arus and Bul garia had provided the requested information to the
Secretariat in time for inclusion in document UNEP/ QzL. Pro/ | nmpConi 15/ 2.

Bel ar us

7. Drawi ng attention to annex Il of the document, the Secretariat noted
that Bel arus had submitted the required data on producti on and/ or consunption
of ozone-depl eting substances up to and including 1995, that the data

i ndi cated continuing declines in the use of ozone-depleting substances, and
that Bel arus had conpleted its ratification of the London Arendnent and

recei ved assi stance from CGEF

8. The | npl enentati on Committee:

(a) Recal l ed that, according to the information provided at its
thirteenth nmeeting, Belarus was in a situation of non-conpliance with the
Protocol in 1996

(b) Not ed the infornmation provided by Bel arus and the efforts nmade to
i mpl enent fully the Montreal Protocol

(c) Wel coned Bel arus' ratification of the London Amendnent.
Bul gari a

9. Drawi ng attention to annex | of docunent UNEP/ CQzl.Pro/lnpCom 15/2, the
Secretariat noted that Bulgaria had subnmitted the information requested by
the Inplenentation Comrittee at its fourteenth neeting and by decision VII/16
of the Seventh Meeting of the Parties. |In addition to providing the
requested data on consunption of ozone-depl eting substances up to and

i ncl udi ng 1995, the comunication inforned the Secretariat that Bulgaria did
not produce ozone-depl eting substances, did not re-export ozone-depleting
subst ances, and planned to phase out ODS consunption by 2001.

10. In response to a question, the representative of Bulgaria clarified
that his country had not ratified the London Anmendnent but that it had
contributed to the Multilateral Fund up to 1995.

11. The Conmittee took note of the information provided by the Government
of Bulgaria and its efforts to inplenment the Protocol fully.

Pol and

12. The Secretariat informed the Cormittee that Pol and had not provided the
requested information but had infornmed the Secretariat that Poland had
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ratified both the London and Copenhagen Anendnents to the Montreal Protoco
on 2 Cctober 1996.

13. The | npl enentati on Committee:

(a) Wel coned Poland's ratification of both the London and Copenhagen
Anmendnents to the Montreal Protocol

(b) Requested that Poland submit in tinme for its next neeting an
update of the situation with regard to conpliance with the Mntreal Protoco
for the year 1996.

Ukr ai ne

14. The Secretariat noted that Ukraine was in the process of ratifying the
London Anmendnent, had established a final phase-out for ODS in 1999, had
drafted provisions to license the inport and export of ODS, had subnmitted
data on consunption and production of ODS up to 1995 whi ch showed conti nued
downward trends, and had phased out the production of carbon tetrachloride,
the only ODS produced in Ukrai ne, by 1994

15. The Commttee took note of that information

Latvi a and Lithuania

16. The Secretariat drew attention, for the information of the Committee,
to draft decisions VII1/19 and VII1/20 in docunent UNEP/ CzL.Pro/8/7 regarding
non- conpl i ance with the Montreal Protocol by Latvia and Lithuani a,
respectively.

Russi an Federati on

17. The Secretariat drew attention to draft decision VII1/21 in docunent
UNEP/ QzL. Pro/ 8/ 7 regardi ng non-conpliance with the Montreal Protocol by the
Russi an Federation. The Secretariat informed the Conmittee that the Russian
Federation had subnitted a report the previous week in response to the
requests by the Inplenentation Comittee at its previous neeting.

18. Several representatives noted the inportance of Russia's subnission and
expressed support for reserving an opinion until the information had been
reviewed further. They al so expressed the viewthat it was very inportant,
and the Committee had clearly requested, that the Russian Federation provide
details on the quantity and destination of all ODS exports, sonething the
Secretariat indicated was not in the report. The Russian Federation had to
supply the information requested by the Seventh Meeting of the Parties in
decision VII1/18, paragraph 9 (c) and paragraphs 21 and 28 (d) of the report
of the Inplementation Committee at its fourteenth neeting.

19. The representative of the Wrld Bank noted that her organization had
wor ked closely with representatives of the Russian Federation in the area and
bel i eved they had intended to conply fully with the Conmittee's request.

20. After a discussion, the Conmittee took note of the report subnitted by
t he Russi an Federation and decided to request that a representative of the
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Russi an Federation neet the Cormittee to elaborate on its report and, in
particul ar, provide information on the destination of ODS exports

B. Comments by the inplenenting agencies, the Miltilateral Fund
and the G obal Environnent Facility (GEF) Secretariats on
i nformati on provided by the Parties referred to in
section A

21. The representative of UNEP reported on the Intergovernnenta

Consul tative Meeting for CElITs on the Montreal Protocol in Riga, Latvia on 4-
5 Novenber 1996, which was organi zed by UNEP/ I E and GEF with funding from GEF
and bil ateral governnent assistance.

22. Governnent representatives from Al bania, Arnenia, Estonia, Georgia,
Latvia, Lithuania, and Mdl dova had attended the neeting, which was designed
to bring together and i nformvarious mnistries within the concerned
CGovernnments of the chall enges faced by the environmental ministries in

i mpl ementing the Montreal Protocol and in the ratification of the London
Anendnent to the Protocol

23. Those countries continued to be committed to the protection of the
stratospheric ozone |layer and the provisions of the Montreal Protocol and its
Anmendnent s.

24. The Co-Chair of the TEAP Ad Hoc Working Group on CEIT Aspects, having
rem nded the Conmittee that the Wirking Group's draft report had been

di stributed sone nonths previously, said that the final report showed few
substanti ve changes - sone new and expanded tables and m nor changes in the
concl usi ons and outlook. The only significant nodification reflected the
results of the Riga neeting. As the representative of UNEP had pointed out,
a nunber of critical coments had been nade at that neeting and vari ous
future options considered with respect to ratification of the London
Amendnent. The first option was to delay ratification until the resources
were available to contribute to the Miltilateral Fund; the second was to
apply for Article 5 status; the third was to request GEF to assist them even
before they ratified the London Anmendnent; and the fourth was to apply for a
speci al status pending the availability of resources to contribute to the
Fund; the TEAP Ad Hoc Working Goup preferred the | ast option, since it would
enabl e the countries concerned to ratify the London Amrendrent without del ay.

25. Several nenbers of the Conmittee expressed doubts as to whether the
Meeting of the Parties would be willing to establish a new category of
Parties, which would require an anmendnment to the Montreal Protocol. One
nmenber stated that applications for reclassification as Parties operating
under Article 5 could be considered on a case-by-case basis but not en bloc.

26. The representative of the Miultilateral Fund said that, if the Parties
whi ch had not ratified the London Arendnent were rel eased fromtheir
obligation to contribute to the Fund, he presuned that any of those Parties
that were classified as having Article 5 status would not be eligible to
recei ve assi stance fromthe Fund
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27. The representative of UNDP said that his organization referred to the
ClS group as "recipient countries". Since no action had yet been taken by

the CGeneral Assenbly, the CS countries were still officially considered as

i ndustrialized.

C. Non-conpliance by Czech Republic with the hal ons reduction
schedul e for 1994

28. Introducing item3 (c), the Secretariat reviewed the information

provi ded by the Czech Republic, as outlined in paragraph 3 of docunent

UNEP/ QzL. Pro/ | npComl 15/ 2, whi ch indicated that hal on production had been
phased out conpletely during 1995. Production of halons in 1994, which was
in violation of the control neasures established in the anended Montrea

Prot ocol, should have been addressed through application for an essential use
exenption.

29. The Conmittee took note of the Czech Republic's situation and
consi dered that no further action was necessary regardi ng non-conpliance in
1994, in view of the total phase-out in 1995.

V. OTHER MATTERS

30. The Secretariat inforned the Committee that the CGovernnent of Kuwait
had di sputed the popul ation figure used by the Secretariat in calculating its
per capita consunption for 1994. The Secretariat had used United Nations
figures and, in response to the dispute, had witten to the United Nations
Popul ation Division to seek further clarification on the discrepancies

bet ween the popul ati on data supplied by Kuwait and that contained in the
United Nations Population Statistics for 1994.

31. One representative noted that, if Kuwait could point to nore recent
census data, then decision VII/20 of the Meeting of the Parties and
associ at ed di scussi ons shoul d guide the Secretariat. |If such new and firm

i nformati on was absent, however, then the Secretariat should continue seeking
clarification.

32. It was agreed that the next nmeeting of the Inplenmentation Conmittee
woul d be held on Wednesday, 20 Novenber 1996, at 2 p.m

VI. ADOPTION OF THE REPORT
33. In accordance with past practice, the Inplenmentation Conmittee
entrusted to the President and the Rapporteur the finalization of the report
on the work of its fifteenth neeting.
