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. 1 NTRODUCTI ON

1. The sixteenth neeting of the Inplenmentation Conmittee under the

Non- Conpl i ance Procedure for the Montreal Protocol was held at the Herradura
I nternational Conference Centre on 20 Novenber 1996.

1. ORGAN ZATI ONAL MATTERS

A.  Opening of the neeting

2. The neeting was opened at 2 p.m on Wdnesday, 20 Novenber 1996, by
M. Antonio Garcia-Revilla (Peru), President of the Conmmittee.

B. Oficers
3. M. Antonio Garcia-Revilla (Peru) served as President of the Conmmittee
and M. Denis Langl ois (Canada) as Vice-President and Rapporteur of the

Conmittee, in accordance with the decision of the Conmmittee at its thirteenth
neeting.
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C. Attendance

4, The neeting was attended by Conmittee nmenbers from Austria, Bulgaria,
Canada, Philippines, Peru, Sri Lanka, Ukraine, United Republic of Tanzani a,
Uruguay and Zanbia. Representatives of the Wrld Bank and GEF al so attended.
The full list of participants is contained in annex Il to the present
report.

D. Adoption of the agenda and organi zati on of work

5. The Conmittee adopted the foll owi ng agenda, based on the work of its
fifteenth neeting :

[11. SUBSTANTI VE MATTERS

A, Information from Kuwait

6. The representative of Kuwait noted that his country was a fully
participating Party to the Vienna Convention and Montreal Protocol and had
ratified all of the Amendments to the Protocol. He noted further that his
CGovernment had submitted all required data for 1993, 1994 and 1995. He
expl ai ned that his Governnment had not included new popul ation figures with
the nost recent data in the expectation that the Secretariat would use the
1993 popul ation figures in calculating Kuwait's per capita consunption of
CFCs. His Governnent considered those popul ation figures to be the nost
accurate avail able and therefore disagreed with the Secretariat's use of
other figures, which would place Kuwait's per capita consunption of CFCs
above the limt for classification as a Party operating under paragraph 1 of
Article 5. Such classification would hurt Kuwait's efforts to phase out ODS
expedi tiously.

7. The Conmittee took note of Kuwait's presentation
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B. Information fromthe Russian Federation on the issues
rai sed by the Inplenentation Conmittee at its
fourteenth and fifteenth neetings

8. In introducing this issue, the President drew attention to Decision

VI1/18 as well as to paragraph 19 of docunment UNEP/ QzL. Pro/ | nmpConi 14/ 4, the
Report of the Inplenmentation Conmittee on its Fourteenth Meeting. He drew
special attention to the issues surrounding trade in controlled substances.

9. The representatives of the Russian Federation provided nmenbers with
additional information, reproduced in Annex | to the present report. The
representative of the Russian Federation expl ained, at the request of one
nmenber, that the data referred to netric tonnes rather than ODP wei ght ed
tonnes and referred to newy produced substances rather than recycled
substances. Only the figures for halon 2402 referred to recycl ed substances.

It was al so nentioned that sone figures referred to newy produced
substances while others were recycled. He undertook to clarify the figures
not later than February 1997.

10. Respondi ng to requests from several nenbers for additional information
regardi ng ODS suppliers and cross frontier novenents of CODS, the
representative of the Russian Federation referred to current difficulties of
buil ding a custons information systemin his country. He informed the
Conmittee that such a systemwould be inplenented in Russia during 1997 and
that the detailed information requested by the Committee would therefore be
avail abl e by February 1997. This information would al so include conplete
data for 1996

11. One menber stated that the Committee should | ook at the issue
concerning the Russian Federation with a certain degree of satisfaction
Al t hough not all the requested information had yet been received, it was
clear that the Russian Federation had begun a substantive process of
cooperation with the Conmmittee in discussing issues relating to its
conpliance with the Montreal Protocol

12. A representative fromthe Russian Federation requested clarification on
the reporting requirenents on export data required fromother Parties. The
representative of the Wrld Bank also inquired if Article 2 Parties who
exported controlled substances to Parties operating under Article 5 were
required to report the destination of those exports.

13. Respondi ng to these questions, the President and nenbers of the
Conmittee referred to Decision VII/18, and noted that to date only the
Russi an Federation had been requested to provide such information to the
Parties. This was due to the fact that it was the only Party still producing
DS in non-conpliance with the phase-out schedul e of the Montreal Protocol

14. After deliberation in closed session, the Coomittee decided to
reconmend an anmended version of draft decision VIII/21 on Conpliance with the
Montreal Protocol by the Russian Federation to the Eighth neeting of the
Parties for its consideration
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Draft decision VII1/21. Conpliance with the Mntreal Protoco
by Russi an Federation

1. To recall decision VII/18 of the Seventh Meeting of the Parties
by which the Russian Federation was, inter alia, requested to
provide to the Inplenentation Conmittee in 1996, additiona
information relative to the inplenentation of the Montrea
Pr ot ocol

2. To note that according to its witten submi ssions and the
statements of the representative of the Russian Federation at the
thirteenth, fourteenth, fifteenth and si xteenth neetings of the
I npl enentation Conmittee, the Russian Federation was in a
situation of non-conpliance with the Montreal Protocol in 1996;

3. To al so note the considerabl e progress made by the Russian
Federation to address non-conpliance issues raised by the Seventh
Meeting of the Parties;

4, That the situation regarding the phase-out of ozone-depleting
substances shoul d be kept under review, specifically with regard
to the additional information requested fromthe Russian
Federation in paragraph 9 (c) of decision VII/18 of the Seventh
Meeting of the Parties and, in particular, the detailed
i nformati on on trade in ozone-depl eti ng substances;

5. That the di sbursenent of financial assistance for ODS phase- out
in the Russian Federation should continue to be contingent on
further devel opnents with regard to non-conpliance and the
settlenent with the Inplenentation Conmittee of any probl ens
related to the reporting requirenents and the actions of the
Russi an Federati on

6. That the Russian Federation should maximnze the use of its
recycling facilities to neet its internal needs and therefore
di m ni sh the production of new CFCs accordingly;

7. To note that the Russian Federation has undertaken to report
detail ed information, including quantities, on inports and
exports of ODS and products containing such substances; data on
the type of ODS (freshly produced, recovered, recycled,
recl ai med, re-used, used in feedstock); and details of the
supplier, recipient and conditions of delivery of the substances
for 1996 not |ater than February 1997;

8. To keep under review the situation regarding the phase-out of
ozone-depl eti ng substances in the Russian Federation

C. Non-conpliance by the Czech Republic with the hal ons
reduction schedul e for 1994

15. Introducing this item the President recalled the discussion of this
issue during the fifteenth neeting of the Inplenentation Coomittee. He noted
that the infornmation provided by the Czech Republic as outlined in

paragraph 3 of docunent UNEP/ QzL. Pro/ | nmpCom 15/2 indicated that although the
Czech Republic had been in violation of the Protocol in 1994, hal on
consunption had been phased out conpletely during 1995.

16. The Conmittee agreed to recommend to the Eighth neeting of the Parties
for its consideration the follow ng draft decision on non-conpliance by Czech
Republic with the hal on phase out by 1994:

1. To note the Czech Republic's non-conpliance in the year 1994 with
t he hal on phase out due to the indispensable operation of special
cool i ng equi prent for the chem cal industry;

2. To note further that, if continued hal on use was indi spensabl e,
the Czech Republic should have applied to the Parties through the
essential use nom nation process for allocation of a specific
gquantity of halon for that year

3. To note, however, that the Czech Republic was in conpliance in
1995 with the hal on phase-out.

4, That no further action is necessary in view of the Czech
Republic's conpl ete phase out of hal on consunption according to
the data submitted to the Secretariat pursuant to Article 7 of
the Montreal Protocol for 1995.

V. ADOPTI ON OF THE REPORT
17. In accordance with past practice, the Inplenmentation Conmittee
entrusted to the President and the Rapporteur the finalization of the report
on the work of its sixteenth neeting.

V. CLOSURE OF THE MEETI NG

18. The President declared the sixteenth neeting of the |Inplenentation
Conmittee closed at 3.30 p.m on Wednesday 20 Novenber 1996.
