Organi zation (UNIDO) and the Wrld Bank), the secretariats of the
Multilateral Fund and the d obal Environment Facility (GEF), and of the
Technol ogy and Economni ¢ Assessnent Panel

6. At the invitation of the Conmmittee, representatives of the Russian
Federation attended in order to present his countryls report under agenda
item4. Representatives of Poland and the European Comunity al so attended,
at the invitation of the Committee, to discuss, also under agenda item4
reported inports of ODS into their countries fromthe Russian Federation.

7. Also at the invitation of the Committee, representatives of Australia,
India and New Zeal and attended to present their countries' views under agenda

item 3.

[11. REPORTI NG MANDATES REQUI RED BY THE PROTOCCL FCOR ASSESSI NG COVPLI ANCE
(DECISION VI 1/21)

10. I ntroduci ng agenda item 3, the Secretariat recalled that, in response
to decision VII11/21 of the Eighth Meeting of the Parties, it had circulated a
list of all the reporting requirenments under the Protocol and in the

deci sions of the Meetings of the Parties and had requested all the Parties to
communi cate their views on which of the reporting provisions they considered
essential for assessing conpliance with the Protocol, which nmight no | onger
be necessary and what possible inprovenents could be nmade to the reporting
formats. The Secretariat had conpiled the responses and presented themto
the Inplenentation Conmittee at its seventeenth neeting.

11. Fol |l owi ng that neeting, the Secretariat had further revised the draft
formats, taking into account the views expressed by Parties and the

di scussion within the Inplenentation Conmittee during its seventeenth neeting
(UNEP/ OzL. Pro/ | npCom 17/ 3, paras. 26-44). Those revised draft formats were
now before the Committee for its consideration. The Secretariat concluded by
noting that nany Parties had expressed the view that there were currently too
many reporting requirenments, including some which were no | onger necessary,

gi ven subsequent deci sions by Meetings of the Parties. The revised draft
formats represented an attenpt to obtain the required information in a
coherent, organized and sinplified nanner

12. In the course of the subsequent discussion under this item the
Conmittee took note of the foll owi ng suggestions with regard to the new
formats and for stream ining the reporting requirenents under the Protocol

(a) To nove the fornms nost likely to be conpleted by all Parties,
i ncl udi ng | owvol unme and very | ow vol ume-consuming countries, to the front of

the formsection, and to note this organizational matter clearly in the cover
letter and instructions;

(b) To add a clear statenment in the covering letter and the
instructions nmaking it clear that the forns cover all reporting requirenents
faced by the Parties and indicating the Articles of the Protocol and
deci sions of the Meeting of Parties to which they rel ate;

(c) To include at the appropriate place in the instructions a headi ng
"Definitions";

(d) To devel op a data reporting handbook to acconpany the fornms and
whi ch woul d provide detailed infornation to the Parties regardi ng: the exact
date needed to conplete each form where and how to obtain the necessary
data; and which officers in the Inplenmenting Agencies, Fund and Ozone
Secretariats to contact for further assistance;

(e) To harnoni ze the presentation of, and references to, ozone-
depl eti ng substances in the various fornms;

(f) To provide the Parties and | npl enenting Agencies with precise,
written descriptions of the procedures and tinetables used by the Ozone and
Fund Secretariats in requesting data, including all relevant forns;

(9) To reduce the volunme of forns by including nethyl bronide on the
same formas other controlled substances and to put the destruction and
export information on a single form

(h) To request that the Parties clarify the term"use" in Article 2H
of the Protocol as it relates to reporting requirenments for methyl bromni de;

(i) To harnoni ze reporting dates between the Fund and Ozone
Secretariats and to introduce a single set of reporting forns that could be
sent to Parties at a single tineg;

(j) To include, probably as a footnote, on form3, in the colum
"quantities destroyed", the phrase "having taken into account efficiency of
destruction facilities", in order to align it with the relevant decision by
the Parti es;

(k) To anmend t he heading of colum 3 in form4 and simlar colums in
forms 5, 6 and 7, to read "total quantities" rather than "quantities", in
order to enphasize, as do the instructions for the form that this colum
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nmust include ODS to be used as feedstock or for quarantine and pre-shipnent
pur poses, as appropriate;

(1) To remove fromformb5 the colum |abelled "quantity of new
subst ances expected to be used as critical agricultural uses", as critica
uses could only be relevant followi ng a phase-out date for a particular ODS.

13. The I nplenentati on Connittee decided that the draft fornms, as contained
in annex | to this report, should be submtted to the Open-Ended Wrki ng
Group during its fifteenth nmeeting and the Parties requested to submit
witten coments to the Secretariat by 31 July 1997. The President of the
Conmittee should neet inter-sessionally with interested parties to revise
these fornmats further on the basis of the comments received and present the
revised forns to the Inplenmentation Committee at its next neeting.

14. The Secretariat reported that, since the seventeenth neeting of the

I mpl enentation Committee, Latvia had, as requested by the Ei ghth Meeting of
the Parties, submitted to the Secretariat a tinmetable for the ratification of
t he London Amendnent, together with its country programe for the phase-out
of ODS up to the year 2000, which had been prepared in collaboration with
UNDP and UNEP. Those docunents had been circulated to all nenbers of the
Conmittee. According to the information provided, the necessary docunents
for ratification would be submitted to the Cabinet of Mnisters in Septenber
and, subject to the positive decision of the Cabinet, Latvia would ratify the
London and Copenhagen Anendnents in Cctober 1997.

15. The | npl enentati on Conmittee deci ded:
(a) To note the tinetable for the ratification of the London
Amendnent of the Montreal Protocol provided by Latvia and urge Latvia to

rati fy the London Anendnent by COctober 1997 as indicated in their tinetable;

(b) To note that according to the infornmation contained in Latvia's
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country programe for the phase-out of ozone-depleting substances, Latvia is
in a situation of non-conpliance with the Montreal Protocol in 1997 and there
is a possibility of non-conpliance in 1998 so that the Inplenmentation
Conmittee might have to revert to that question that year

(c) To recommend that, in [ight of the country's comitnent reflected
in the country programre and related official conmunications of Latvia to the
Parties in line with decision VI11/22, international assistance, particularly
by the GEF, shoul d be considered favourably in order to provide funding to
Latvia for projects to inplenent the country programe for phasing out ozone-
depl eti ng substances in the country;

(d) To keep under review the situation with regard to ODS phase- out
in Latvia.

16. The Secretariat reported that, since the seventeenth neeting of the

| mpl enentati on Conmittee, Lithuania had, as requested by the Eighth Meeting
of the Parties, submitted to the Secretariat a tinetable for the ratification
of the London Anendnment, together with its country progranmmre for the phase-
out of ODS up to the year 2000, which had been prepared in collaboration wth
UNDP and UNEP. Those docunents had been circulated to all nenbers of the
Conmittee. According to the information provided, Lithuania would ratify the
London and Copenhagen Anendnents in Septenber 1997.

17. The representative of Lithuania said that, as requested by the

I mpl enentation Conmittee at its seventeenth neeting, her country had
submitted to the Secretariat detailed information, including its country
programe for phase-out of ODS over the period 1997-2000. Lithuani a expected
to ratify the Montreal Protocol in Septenber 1997. the proposal had already
been prepared by the Mnistry of Environnent and had been circul ated for
conment s anong concerned departnments. Responses were due by 30 June, after
which the full docunentation would be submitted for governnent approval.

18. The | npl enentati on Committee deci ded:

(a) To note the tinetable for the ratification of the London
Amendnent to the Montreal Protocol provided by Lithuania and urge Lithuania
to ratify the London Anendrment by Septenber 1997 as indicated in their

ti nmet abl e;

(b) To note that according to the infornmation contained in
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Li thuania's country progranme for the phase-out of ozone-depleting
substances, Lithuania is in a situation of non-conpliance with the Mntrea
Protocol in 1997 and there is a possibility of non-conpliance in 1998 so that
the Inplenentati on Committee m ght have to revert to that question that year

(c) To recommend that, in [ight of the country's commitnent reflected
in the country programre and related official conmunications of Lithuania to
the Parties in line with decision VII1/23, international assistance,
particularly by the GEF, should be considered favourably in order to provide
funding to Lithuania for projects to inplenent the country programe for
phasi ng out ozone-depl eti ng substances in the country;

(d) To keep under review the situation with regard to ODS phase- out
i n Lithuani a.

Russi an Federati on

19. The Secretariat drew attention to a letter it had received fromthe
Deputy Chairman of the State Conmittee for Environnmental Protection of the
Russi an Federation (UNEP/ QzL. Pro/ | nmpCom 18/ 2/ Add. 1) providing information in
response to the decision taken at the |last neeting of the Inplenentation
Conmittee (UNEP/ QzL. Pro/ | npCom 17/3, para. 25). Also before the Conmittee
were the comments received by Parties that, according to the information
provi ded by the Russian Federation at the Conmittee's |ast neeting, Russian
Federati on had exported ODS to or inported ODS fromin 1996

(UNEP/ OzL. Pro/ | npCom 18/ 2/ Add.1). In addition to those coments, a letter on
the sane subject that the Secretariat had only recently received was al so
circulated to participants.

20. The representative of the Russian Federation said that, despite the
great economic difficulties facing it, his country was endeavouring to
achieve a situation of conpliance with the Montreal Protocol. Wth the

i ntroduction of the new system of export and inport controls in md-1996,

i mports of ODS had seen a ninety-fold decrease in the second half of the
year, as conpared to the first six nonths. The Russian Federation was
conmitted to not exporting ODS to non-Article 5 countries, apart from nenbers
of the Commonweal th of | ndependent States (CI'S) and there had i ndeed been no
exports to non-Article 5 countries since the new controls had been put in

pl ace, except for sone quantities of recycled substances to the United
States, although nost of those shipnents had been refused entry. The Russian
Federation continued to export to the countries of the Conmonweal t h of

I ndependent States (CI'S) but intended to reduce the anounts involved, which
were purely for the internal needs of those countries and not for re-export.
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The C'S countries had al so been requested to nake use of the recycling
facilities in the Russian Federation. Efforts were under way to set up a
recovery and recycling system as the current |lack of a collection systemand
the great distances involved nean that recycled ODS were nmuch nore expensive
than virgin substances. Neverthel ess, several hundred tonnes of ODS woul d be
recycled in 1997. Production of ODS had fallen from 40,000 to 17,000 tonnes
since 1995. A quota systemfor production was in place and woul d be revi ewed
in detail in nmd-1997. Under that system by which the anounts all ocated
were reduced every year, production would be phased out by the year 2000.
Conversion of facilities was, however, dependent on the rel ease of the funds
that had been approved for projects in the country, very little of which had
been forthcom ng to date

21. The representative of Poland asked for the nane of the inporter of the
ODS that, according to the information provided by the Russian Federation,
had been exported to Poland in 1996. The Polish authorities had given no
perm ssion for such an inport, which suggested that the case m ght involve
snuggl i ng.

22. In response, the representative of the Russian Federation said that he
was uncl ear on the procedure for releasing confidential information at the
request of a foreign Governnent.

23. At the request of the Conmittee, the Secretariat stated in closed
session that it would followup on the issue by making formal, witten
enquiries to Poland and the Russia Federation asking for their coments on
the matter.

24, The representative of the European Community said that, as could be
seen fromthe letter circulated to participants, the European Union, and
specifically the United Kingdom had inported a srmall anount of CFC- 113 from
the Russian Federation in 1996 under an essential -use exenption. O her
guantities of ODS had been inported for inward processing, but that was a
different issue. It was, however, a matter of sone concern that the figures
provided by the Russian Federation did not natch the Conmi ssion's records,
whi ch were conpiled on the basis of reports fromnational custons
authorities. On the general question of inports of ODS into the European
Union, he said that a community-w de system of quotas was in place and
imports for use within the European Union were permitted only for essenti al
uses.

25. One nenber of the Conmittee, representing a nmenber State of the
Eur opean Uni on, stressed that perm ssion to inport for essential uses under
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t he quota system was accorded strictly on a case-by-case basis, taking into
account, inter alia, past |levels of consunption by the applicant. It should
al so be noted that the full anmounts of the quotas were not necessarily
al | ocat ed.

26. Fol | owi ng the di scussion, the Inplenentati on Comm ttee deci ded:

(a) To note the detailed information reported by the Russian
Federation in response to decision VII1/25 of the Eighth Meeting of the
Parties on quantities of inports and exports of ODS and products containi ng
such substances; data on the type of ODS (new, recovered, recycled
recl ai med, reused, used as feedstock); details of suppliers, recipient
countries and conditions of delivery of the substances for 1996;

(b) To note with appreciation the clarifications on details of
i mports and/or exports of ODS fromthe Russian Federation in 1996, provided
by sone Parties nmentioned in the Russian Federation's subnmission to the
| npl enentati on Conmittee;

(c) To note the information reported by the Russian Federation in
response to the Inplenentation Committee's request (UNEP/ QzL.Pro/| nmpCom 17/ 3,
para. 25 (f) and decision VII1/25) regarding information on ways in which the
Russi an Federation was naxim zing the use of its recycling facilities to neet
i nternal needs and to dimnish production of new CFCs;

(d) To note that the Russian Federation was in a situation of
non- conpliance with the Protocol for 1996 and there is an expectation of
non-conpliance in 1997 so that the Inplenmentation Conmittee night have to
revert to this question at the appropriate tine;

(e) To note also that the Russian Federation had exported both new
and recl ai mred substances to sone Parties operating under Article 5 and those
Parties not operating under that Article and had i nported small quantities of
ODS fromthe Russian Federation in 1996

(f) To note further that the Russian Federation has started
i mpl enentation of its export control of ozone-depleting substances fromJuly
1996 by not exporting any ODS including used, new, recycled or reclainmed to
any Party with the exception of Parties operating under Article 5 and of
Parties that are nmenbers of the Commonweal th of |ndependent States, including
Bel arus and Ukrai ne, as per decision VII/18;

(9) To remind all Parties and regional econom c integration
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organi zations that pursuant to decision |V/14 of the Fourth Meeting of the
Parties, all cases of inport and re-export of ODS should be treated as two
separate transactions: the country of origin should report shipnent to the
country of intermnediate destination, which subsequently should report the
import fromthe country of origin and the export to the country of fina
destination, while the country of final destination should report the inport;

(h) To request the Russian Federation to report to the |nplenentation
Conmittee at its neeting in Septenber 1997, on the efforts under way to set
up a recovery and recycling systemto alleviate the difficulties in securing
recycled ODS due to lack of a collection systemand the great distances
i nvol ved in such collection;

(i) To keep under review the situation regardi ng the phase-out of
ozone-depl eti ng substances in the Russian Federation
V. OTHER MATTERS
Prelimnary report of the Secretariat on the reporting of data

provided by the Parties for 1995 in accordance
with Article 7 of the Montreal Protocol

27. The Secretariat drew the attention of the Committee to a list of
Parties that had not yet reported the required ODS data for 1995 (see annex
Il below). The Secretariat appealed to nenbers of the Cormittee and the
representatives of the Inplenenting Agencies to hold bilateral discussions
with representatives of the countries considered and urge themto subnit the
requi red data.

Har noni zi ng data subnitted to the Ozone and Fund Secretariats

28. Recal ling the views expressed during recent neetings of the

| mpl enentation Committee, the Executive Conmittee and the Open-ended Wor ki ng
Group, and responding to specific questions by representatives of the

| npl enenti ng Agencies, the Secretariat outlined its practices and tinetables
for assisting Parties in neeting their data reporting obligations under the
Protocol as well as its analysis of opportunities for harnonizing the data
submitted to the Fund Secretariat. The Secretariat stated that, in its view,
different sets of data were currently required by the rul es under which the
Ozone Secretariat and Fund Secretariat operated, respectively. Al though it
was i ndeed a val uabl e goal, harnonizing these requirenents, including the
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dates by which data should be subnitted, presented nany chal |l enges.

29. The representative of the Fund Secretariat al so underlined the

i mportance of this issue, highlighting three sets of data that needed to be
har noni zed to i nprove operations of the Miultilateral Fund and future

di scussi ons of conpliance by Article 5 Parties with the control neasures.
Those were the figures subnmitted to the Ozone Secretariat, the figures
contained in the country progranmes, and the figures contained in project

i mpl ement ati on reports.

30. The representative of UNDP expressed the view that the data issue in
general had becone potentially enbarrassing for all concerned due to
sonetines significant difference between the data subnitted to the Qzone
Secretariat and that found in particular country progranmes. He noted that
data inaccuracies nade it difficult to ascertain such inportant points as

whi ch sectors of ODS use are increasing within a particular country and which
Parties could properly be classified as LVCs.

31. The representative of UNEP suggested that the OQzone and Fund
Secretariats send one common request for infornation to the Parties
containing all the required forns. The representative of UN DO enphasi zed
the dynani c character of the ODS control process in devel oping countries and
the inmpact this has on data collection, tabulation and subnission overti ne.

32. Menbers of the Committee expressed concern for the | ack of

harnoni zation in the data subnmitted to the Ozone and Fund Secretariat and

hi ghli ghted the inportance of its anelioration. Conmmon request letters, data
fornms, submission dates, foll ow up procedures and Ozone focal points were
anong the options discussed.

33. The representative of UNEP drew the attention of the Committee to the
statenment by the countries participating in the second |ntergovernnenta
Consul tative Meeting for Countries with Economies in Transition on the
Montreal Protocol, held in Tashkent on 15-16 May 1997. |In their statenent,
the participating countries O Azerbaijan, Kazakstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan
Tur knmeni st an, and Uzbeki stan O expressed their wish to informthe

| mpl enentation Commttee and the Parties to the Montreal Protocol that:
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(a) They woul d continue to be conmitted to the protection of the
strat ospheric ozone | ayer; and they confirmed their commitnent to the
accelerated ratification of the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protoco
and its anendnents;

(b) Because of the unique political and historical factors in the
region, special treatnment should be granted to those countries in respect of

conpliance with the provisions of the London Anendnent.

34. The I nplenentati on Conmittee took note of the statenent.

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Annual Data Reporting

I NTRODUCTI ON

The data fornms have been changed to nmake reporting easier for the
Parties.

The maj or changes are as foll ows:

Seven separate data forns are provided for production
destruction, exports and inports of ozone depl eting substances
(ODSs). Many Parties who do not produce, destroy or export any
of the ODS need use only the inports data forns.

The fornms are nade shorter by providing space only for the
comonly used G her CFCs (Annex B, Group |I) and HCFCs (Annex C,
Goup I) and a few blank rows are provided for nore substances of
these Groups, if used. HBFCs (Annex C, Group II) have al ready
been phased out by all the Parties, hence, only one blank row has
been provided for them as a fornmality. The Parties are free to
use additional forns if they require. |If they use conputerised
forns, which the Secretariat will supply, they will have nore
space automatically.

To take proper account of the exenpted categories of ODSs
(feedstock for all the substances, essential uses for Annexes A,
B and C substances as approved fromtinme to tinme, and Quarantine
and Preshi pnent applications and critical agricultural uses for
net hyl brom de, as and when finalized), it is necessary for each
Party to specify how much of its production, export and inport is
used for these exenpted categories. The Secretariat will deduct
t hese exenpted quantities fromthe total figures. Provision is
made in the data forns for such report.
