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. 1 NTRODUCTI ON

1. The fifth neeting of the Inplenentation Conmittee under the Non-
Conpl i ance Procedure for the Montreal Protocol was held at the headquarters of
the World Meteorol ogi cal Organization (WMO), Geneva, on
9 March 1993.

I1. ORGAN ZATI ONAL MATTERS
2. The Coordinator of the Secretariat for the Vienna Convention and the
Montreal Protocol, M. K M Sarna, opened the neeting and wel coned all the
partici pants.

3. The Conmittee elected M. Rafael Asenjo of Chile as President and
M. Hugo Schally of Austria as Vice-President and Rapporteur.

4. The neeting had before it for its consideration the report of the
Secretariat on the reporting of data by the Parties to the Montreal Protocol
(UNEP/ OzL. Pro/ | npConi 5/ 2) .

5. The neeting was attended by Conmittee nmenbers from Argentina, Austria,
Bul garia, Caneroon, Chile, Republic of Korea, Thailand, Uganda and United
States of Anerica. The Russian Federation did not attend. The list of
participants is annexed to the present report.

6. The neeting adopted the foll owi ng anended versi on of the provisional
agenda contained in docurment UNEP/ OzL/ Pro/ | nmpConi 5/ 1:

[11. SUBSTANTI VE MATTERS: CONSI DERATI ON OF THE REPORT
OF THE SECRETARI AT ON DATA

7. The representative of the Ozone Secretariat introduced the report of the
Secretariat on the reporting of data by the Parties to the Montreal Protoco
on Substances that Deplete the OQzone Layer (UNEP/ QzL.Pro/lnmpConi5/2) and
expl ained the current status with regard to ratification, as well as to
reporting under Article 7 of the Protocol. The Committee noted that of the 74
Parties to the Protocol required to report their 1991 data, only 18 Parties
had done so. Fifty-six Parties had not reported at all. The Committee noted
with satisfaction that the Parties not operating under Article 5 showed an
overal |l decline of 51.52 per cent in production and 62.05 per cent in
consunption of controlled substances. The Parties operating under Article 5
had reported per capita annual consunption levels of |ess than 0.3 kil ograrnms.
The report showed a decline of 3.17 per cent in consunption of controlled
substances by these Article 5 Parties that had reported. One hundred and
seven had ratified the Vienna Convention and 102 had ratified the Mntrea
Protocol. No new infornation had been reported by Parties under Articles 4
and 9 of the Protocol since the previous neeting of the Inplenentation
Conmittee. The Conmittee expressed satisfaction with the report of the
Secretari at.

8. In response to queries raised by the nenbers, the representative of the
Ozone Secretariat said that the production data would in future be furnished
duly weighted, as was currently the case with consunption data. The Conmittee
nmenbers from Austria and Thail and stated that their countries had al ready
provided their data but that was not reflected in the report. The Conmittee
suggested that an analysis of all the data received for each year should be
provided in the future data reports of the Secretariat, which would be
presented to the neetings of the Parties. The representative of the
Secretariat explained that when a Party did not provide its popul ation data,
the United Nations data for that country was relied upon. The representative
of the Secretariat informed the conmittee that 42 country progranmes were
under preparation for Article 5 Parties by the inplenenting agencies of the
Multilateral Fund while nine programmes had so far been approved by the
Executive Committee of the Fund. 1In response to the doubts expressed by sone
nmenbers about the classification of Slovenia and Croatia as Parties operating
under Article 5, the representative of the Secretariat explained that the
classification was provisional pending receipt of data fromthe Parties or
from ot her sources.

9. The Conmittee discussed the status of reporting for 1991 and the previous
years and expressed serious concern at the non-reporting of data by nmany
Parties. It recalled Decision IV/5 of the Fourth Meeting of the Parties
regardi ng the non-conpliance procedure and the nandate of the Inplenentation
Conmittee. It requested the Secretariat to contact each of the Parties that
had not reported their data expressing the concern of the Inplenentation
Conmittee in the light of its nandate as approved by the Fourth Meeting of the
Parties. Wile contacting the Parties operating under Article 5, nention
nm ght be made of the assistance available to themfromthe Miltilateral Fund.
The Secretariat mght, with advantage, consult the President of the
I npl enentation Conmittee informally on the drafts of those letters to the non-
reporting Parties.
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10. The Conmittee expressed particular concern at the non-receipt of
production data fromsone of the Parties nmenbers of the European Comunities
(Bel gium Greece, Italy and Portugal) and 1991 consunption data fromthe
Conmi ssion of the European Communities, in view of their significant
producti on and consunption of the controlled substances and their obligation
to phase out the production and consunption very shortly in the Iight of the
Copenhagen adjustnents to the Protocol. The Committee decided to invite a
representative of the Conmission to its next meeting for an exchange of views
on the issue. The Conm ssion m ght al so be requested to hel p encourage al
nmenbers of the Comunities to report their production data.

11. The Conmittee then discussed the status of reporting fromthe central and
eastern European countries. |t expressed its serious concern regarding the
non-reporting by many of those countries. It noted the information provided
by the Secretariat that a European ministerial conference would be held
shortly to review the environnental action programme for central and eastern
Europe. The Conmittee requested the Secretariat to follow up on the matter
and the report to it at its next neeting.

12. The serious situation of non-reporting by nost Parties operating under

Article 5, paragraph 1, was al so discussed by the Conmittee. It noted that
even sone of the countries whose country programes had been approved by the
Executive Conmittee had not reported their data. It resolved to request the

Fund secretariat and the inplenmenting agencies to provide reports at the
Conmittee's next neeting on the extent to which their activities in Article 5
countries had hel ped to create the necessary conditions for the ful filnment of
their reporting obligations. It was also resolved to invite the Fund
secretariat and the inplenenting agencies of the Fund to send representatives
to the next neeting of the Inplenentation Cormittee to consider those issues,
i ncl udi ng the training programes of the Fund which could assist the Article 5
Parties to report pronptly. The Fund secretariat should al so be requested to
comment on regional efforts, on the lines of the United Nations Devel opnent
Programme - Swedi sh International Devel opnent Agency project for nenbers of
the Association of South East Asian Nations (ASEAN). The reports of the Fund
secretariat and the inplenmenting agencies on those issues should be obtained
in advance and circulated to the nmenbers of the Committee.

13. The Conmittee resolved to recommend to the Governnments of the Parties to
which its nmenbers belonged to nmaintain continuity in their representation on
the I nplenentati on Committee.

14. The Conmittee requested the Ozone Secretariat that the next neeting of
the Conmittee be held back-to-back with the ninth neeting of the Qpen-ended
Wirking Goup of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol

V. OTHER MATTERS
15. The representative of the Secretariat inforned the Conmittee that Sol onon
I sl ands had reported under Decision IV/17 C and the Committee took note of
that infornmation.
V. ADOPTI ON OF THE REPORT

16. The Conmittee adopted the present report on the basis of the draft report
at is closing session on 9 March 1993.

VI. CLOSURE OF THE MEETI NG

17. After the custonary exchange of courtesies, the President declared the
neeting closed at 5 pm on Tuesday 9 March 1993.
