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Addendup

FIUAECIAL ITMPLICATIOWS AED ARRAEGEXENTS, IECLUDIRG THX
ADOPTION OF A REVISED BUDCRY

1. At their Pirst ¥oeting, held in Halsinki from 2 to 5 Eay 1989, the
Perties Lo the Montreal Protocol edopted a8 budget for the Secrotariat and its
sctivities in the years 1990 and 1991, together vith terms cf referecce for
the administration of the Trust Fund for the ¥ontreal Protocol on Substances
thst Deplets the Ozoue Laysr and the formula for comtributiocas to this Trust
Puné (ennexss II to IV of the report on the work of the Firet Feetirg
(UWEP/0zL.Pro.1/5), which comprises snnaex XIII of tde main body of the roport
of the Executive Dicector to the presont Neoting (UNEP/QzlL.Pro.2/2)).

A. Budget for 1990

2. The Parties adopted a budget for the Secretsriat for 1990 of §$883,500,%
of waich only $175,574 has deen paid by wvay of contributions. UEEP has by
letters of 14 August 1989 and 15 Bovember 1989 requested all Parties to pay
tiselr contributions. In accordance with pacrsgrsph 11 of ths terms of
roference for the administration of the Trust Pund, all coatrituticas are &se
to bs paid in the yesr immediately proceding the year to which they relate.

To date six Parties (Denmark, Finland, Federsl Republic of Germeny, Hungary,
Ireland and Norway) have psid their dues in full. One Party (United Ststes of
America) has paid spproximately one third of its contributica. Im ocder to
aset the budgeted costs for 1990 snd to avoid having the activities requested
by the Parties come to a standstill, UNEP has advanced funds of $934,000 for
1990 from its Fund programme reserve with the understanding that this sum will
be refunded upon receipt of more contributions to the Trust Fund.

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3. In sdditlon to ths activities dudgeted for by the First Haeting of the
Pacties, several unanticipated activities had to be undertsken by the
Secretariat. Thus, instead of the three meetings provided for in the bdudget,
the Open-Ended Working Group of the Parties established in Helsinki has Mld
eight s 1sions, esch time using six working languages. The cost of thess
mosting. proved to ds considecrably more than that presented to and approved by
the Parties in Helsinki. At that time, it was expected that United Nations
beadquarters staff (translators and intecpreters) could be provided to service
the mestings. This has proved to be possidle only for scme of the moetings,
and, as s result, additional costs were incurred.

4. At the third session of its first meeting, the Open-Ended Working Group
of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol recommended that the Parties should
consider making an additional special voluntary conitribution to the
Secretariat to carry out sdditional activities considered necessary by the
Working Group. The total additionsl cost was estimated at $2,205,134. The
detailed budget for additional activities which was assembled dy the Working
Group and approved by the Bureau can be found in annex II of the relevant
report of the Working Group (UNEP/0ZL.Pro.WG.I(3)/3), which comprises annex V
of the main bodr of the Executive Director's report to the preseat Nseting

(UMEP/02L.Pro.2/2).

S. In response to this recommendation UNEP, by letter of 15 Bovemder 1989,
requested additional contributions. To date six Parties (Denmark, Pinland;
Hungary, Ire'and, Worway and Switzerland) have paid their additional
contribution, amounting to a total of $67,504. The Government of Denmark also
paid a fucther $82,400 on top of the additional contridx:tioca roquested. 1In
addition, the Government of Finland has made a special c¢ratridution of
$2,176,000 to the Technical Co-cperstion Trust Fund to Assist Developing
Countries to Teke Action for the Protection of the Ozone Laysr under the
Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol.

6. If the Protocol is to be implemented, all Parties must taks their
commitments to protect the ozone layer seriously and pay for the activities
which they request. UNEP is not in a position to lend money to the Parties on
a continuous basis, and, therefore, unless the contributions sre paid, the
Secretarist will rum out of funds and be unable to implement the prograame
spproved by the Parties.

7. Paragraph 9 of the terms of reference for the administration of the Trust
Tund clearly states that cormitments against ths resources of the Trust Fund
may be made only if they are covered by the necessary incoms. No commitments
shall be made in advance of the receipt of contributiouns.

8. Bo funds will be svailable to support activities, spart from the daily
running of the Secretariast, in the second half of 1990 unless the Parties pay
the additional contributions. A revised budget for 1990, reflecting the
actual incressed expenditures in early 1990, the recommendaticas by the
Open-Ended Working Group of the Parties and the additlional sctivities from
July through December, is attached as annex I. The scale of assessments and

the payments needed, are reflected in snnex II.

B. Dudgst for 1991 and 1992

9. The activities since tha Yirst Seeting of the Partlias have also rovesied
the need to revise end update tha dudget adopted for 1991.

10. The Partles mey wisi to consider sdopting rolling dlennizl budgets. Each
year, the budget for the following ysar would bs revised and & budget for the
next subsequent year asdopted, i.s., in 1990, the Parties wiuld revigo the 1991
budget and adopt the 1992 budget. Alternatively, the Parties could adopt, in
1991, a budget for 1992 and 1993. The Executive Director recoscaends the flrst

option.

11. The recommandations emarging from the Open-Ended Working Group of ths
Parties, especially with regard to workplans and the estabdlishtment of
financial mechanisms, create a requirement for an expanded Secretariat. e
wWorking Group recommended that those assessment panel reports genuinely ia
need of updating shcould be updated in 1992 (see sectica ¥V of its ceport
referred to in parsgraph 4 above). With this in mind, the Working Group
cecommended the creation of a small advisory panel covering the work of each
assessment panel. These groups would ceview the results of new studies snd
consider the need to include nev findings in an updated report. It is
envisaged that this work will expedits ozone-protection activities in
developed and developing countries. 1In particular, the additional technical
staff of the Secretariat will have the responsidility of collecting, .
verifying, and distridbuting technical information. The technical staff shall,
ss appropriate, rely on advisory committeos and UNEP assessment panel mozders.

12. The attached proposed dudgets have deen prepared on the basis of the
following Secretariat structures:

(a) A.W& to cover the sctivities of the Secretariat as it
functions today (servicing of meetings, preparstion of wocrkshops, legal
advice, data repocting, ete.);

(b) A _fund unit to ensure financing of celevant activities that are oot
covered by other multilateral or dilstersl assistance;

(c) A _technics] sssistance unit (clesring-house) to facilitatse trensfer
of technology, facilitate bilatersl snd multilateral assistance to developing
countries and to estadlish and maintain a data bdase on availadle technologles.

13. It is worth noting that in the proposed budget the total Secretarist
support cost (including staff, consultsnts, workshops, training and
sdministrative assistance and supplies) for a funding of approximately

$85 aillion per year (see paragraph 18 delow) will not exceed 9 per cent of

that amount.
