In accordance with Rule 21 of the Rules of Procedure for the Meetings of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol, the meeting will elect a President.  With regard to Rule 21, the Bureau of the Second Meeting of the Parties recommended that alphabetical rotation of the regions could be followed (see report of the First Meeting of the Bureau of the Second Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol (UNEP/OzL.Pro.2/Bur/1/3, paragraphs 36 and 41 (3)).

Item 2 (b):  Adoption of the agenda

Item 2 (c):  Election of three Vice‑Presidents and the Rapporteur

In accordance with Rule 21 of the Rules of Procedure for the Meetings of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol, the meeting will elect three Vice‑Presidents and the Rapporteur.  The recommendation of the Bureau of the Second Meeting of the Parties on the method of rotation has been mentioned in paragraph 2 above.

The Bureau of the Second Meeting of the Parties discussed further amendment to the Rules of Procedure.  The Bureau recommended that Rule 23 and 24 be amended.
