1. The Meeting will be opened at 10 a.m on Monday 23 Novenber 1992 at
t he Copenhagen Conference Centre in Copenhagen, Dennmark.

Item2 (a): Election of the President, three Vice Presidents and the
Rapport eur

2. Rul e 21 of the Rules of Procedure for the neetings of the Parties to
the Montreal Protocol states:

"At the commencenent of the first session of each ordinary
neeting, a President, three Vice-Presidents and a Rapporteur are to be
el ected from anong the representatives of the Parties present at the
neeting. They will serve as the officers of the nmeeting. |In electing
its officers, the neeting of the Parties shall have due regard to the
principle of equitable geographical representation. The offices of
Presi dent and Rapporteur of the neeting of the Parties shall normally
be subject to rotation anong the five groups of States referred to in
section |, paragraph 1, of General Assenbly resolution 2997 (XXVII) of
15 Decenber 1972, by which the United Nations Environment Progranme
was est abl i shed.

"The President, three Vice-Presidents and the Rapporteur elected
at an ordinary neeting shall remain in office until their successors
are elected at the next ordinary neeting and shall serve in that
capacity at any intervening extraordi nary nmeetings. On occasion, one
or nore of these officers nmay be re-elected for one further
consecutive term

"The President shall participate in the nmeeting in that capacity
and shall not at the same tine exercise the rights of a representative
of a Party. |In such a case, the President or the Party concerned
shal | designate another representative who shall be entitled to
represent the Party in the neeting and to exercise the right to vote"

3. A Party from Africa presided over the Third Meeting of the Parties,
while a Party fromthe Wstern Europe and others group served as
Rapporteur. According to the al phabetical rotation of the regions, a
Party from Asia and the Pacific nmay be elected to preside over the Fourth
Meeting, unless the Meeting deci des otherw se.
