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REVI SED BUDGETS FOR 1992 AND 1993

1. The Third Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol on Substances
that Deplete the Ozone Layer approved the 1992 and 1993 budgets by its decision
[11/21. The 1992 budget anpunted to $2,278, 645, while that of 1993 ampbunted to
$2, 398, 990.

2. In the course of inplenmenting the activities agreed by the Parties, if
certain activities are inplenented, the expenditure for 1992 is expected to
exceed t he budget approved for the year. Accordingly, a revised budget for 1992
is herein proposed. The proposed revised budget totals $2,862, 855, which is
$584, 210 over the approved budget of $2,278,645. The nmjor reasons for the
increase in the budget are as foll ows:

- the cost estinates of Conference Services for the Sixth and Seventh
Meeti ngs of the Open-Ended Worki ng G oup have risen fromthe $350, 000
budget ed to $800, 000 because, in view of the many issues before them
their duration had to be increased fromthree to ei ght days;

- a new provision of $100,000 to enabl e representatives of devel oping
countries to participate in the Technol ogy and Economi ¢ Assessnent
Panel neetings on Methyl Brom de and the infornal consultations on
hal on banki ngs previously unschedul ed but held in June 1992 at the
request of the Sixth Meeting of the Open-Ended Worki ng Group of the
Parties to the Protocol, and for reproduction of the reports which had
not been anticipated; and

- a provision for rental and mai ntenance of office preni ses necessitated
by the Secretariat's being acconmodated in rented prenises from
Novermber 1991 for want of space in UNEP prem ses.

3. The increase in the budget for 1992 will not need additional contributions
fromthe Parties as the bal ance of $1,098, 198" brought forward from 1991 is
sufficient to cover it. Annex | details the 1992 revised budget conpared with
t he approved budget and the footnotes provide nore details on the individua

obj ects of expenditures.

4, Al t hough the 1993 budget of $2, 398,990 had al so been adopted by the Third
Meeting of the Parties, it is proposed to revise the budget upward to $2, 702, 390
for the follow ng reasons:

- t he proposed creation of the post of Docunents Cerk, with an annua
expendi ture of $6, 000;

- provi sion for the conference servicing costs of neetings of the
Technol ogy and Econoni c Assessnent Panel ($5,000) and the costs of
participation of experts from devel oping countries in these neetings
of the panel (%$240,000); and

- provision for rental and mmi ntenance of office prem ses ($15,000) to
pay for the prem ses in UNEP, as per UN norns.

5. The proposed revi sed 1993 budget is presented in Annex | to the present
report, alongside the approved budget for easy conparison. The footnotes
provi de details on the individual objects of expenditures.

6. The increase in the 1993 budget requires a revision of the contributions
fromthe Parties. The new | evels of voluntary contributions have been
cal cul ated and are presented in Annex ||

! Excl udes $1, 230,369 in unpaid contributions.
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1994 PROPOSED BUDGET

7. The 1994 proposed budget contains not only an all owance for norna

i ncreases over the 1993 budget, but also for large increases associated with
conference servicing costs. The basis is explained in the footnotes to the
budget .

8. The new 1994 budget will have to be nmet by the usual voluntary
contributions by the Parties, the |l evels of which are set out in Annex Il

REVI SED 1993 AND 1994 PROPOSED CONTRI BUTI ONS

9. Annex Il also sets out the basis for calculating the voluntary
contributions fromeach Party required to neet the 1993 revi sed budget and the
new proposed 1994 budget. These cal cul ations not only take account of the new
Parties to the Protocol since the Third Meeting of the Parties, but also nake
use of the new UN scal e of assessnents issued in |ate 1991

Expl anati on of footnotes as justification for 1992, 1993 and 1994 Budgets

The Deputy Secretary will join the Secretariat effective 2 July 1992. The budget has accordingly been adjusted to
US$48, 000 from US$96, 000.

There is a need for consultancy assistance to anal yse the data received. Sonme non-Parties who are intending to ratify the
Protocol have requested assistance to understand the Protocol and to collect their data regarding the ozone depleting
substances in preparation for ratifying the Montreal Protocol. Provision is nmade for the consultancy nonths to cover
these requirenents. The anount is already provided for in the budgets for 1992 and 1993, approved by the Third Meeting of
the Parties in June 1991.

The Secretariat receives about 2,500 letters and sends out about 5,000 letters every year to Governments, universities,

i ndi vi dual s, non-governnental organizations, and other UN offices. This is in addition to the correspondence handl ed by
the Conference Services Unit of UNEP. This correspondence needs to be filed regularly in about 300 files. In addition
the Secretariat organi zes and coordi nates on average one neeting every nonth, i.e. 12 neetings a year. These require,
preparati on and di spatch of nany docunments in 6 UN | anguages to all concerned recipients. There have been conti nuous
requests for docunments by Governments, organizations and experts. This leads to a significant growh in the handling of
docunents, in volume and conplexity. There is, therefore, a need for a docunents clerk at level G5 to maintain the files
and records for reference and inventory purposes. He/She will also assist in the follow up regarding reproduction and
despatch of ozone docunents. The clerk will be enployed from 1 January 1993.

$5,000 provided in view of the many nmeetings in 1992 and 1993. No budget has been allocated for this by the Third
Meet i ng.

The conference servicing costs are cal cul ated as foll ows:

1992: The costs are kept at the sanme |evel as approved by the Third Meeting of the Parties, except that the costs for
the Working Group Meetings have gone up from US$175, 000 to US$400, 000 for each neeting. The reason for this
increase is that the provision in the approved budget estimate was for a neeting of three days each, whereas the
actual neetings were of 8 days duration each. The increase in the nunber of days was necessitated by the nany
i ssues referred to the Wrking G oup

1993: There is a new provision of $5,000 (for servicing Assessnment Panel neetings) not provided for in the budget
esti mates approved by the Third Meeting of the Parties for 1993. Such Panel neetings were not anticipated
earlier.

1994: The Preparatory and Parties' Meetings will be convened back-to-back and will enploy twenty-two non-1loca

interpreters, twenty two non-local translators, twenty-four non-local typists, in addition to | ocal support
staff. The Meeting is assuned to be in Nairobi

-  The two Working Group Meetings in six |anguages and five days are assunmed to be in Nairobi and will enploy the
same nunber of non-local personnel as for the Meeting of the Parties.
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- The two Bureau Meetings, each in three | anguages, will be held in Nairobi for two days.
-  The four Conmittee Meetings will be held in Nairobi in English.

- The two Informal Consultations will be held in Nairobi in English.

- The extent of docunentation for neetings is assuned to be the sane as in 1993.

(f) Provision is made for fifteen lots of travel by the Secretariat staff in 1993 and 1994. Five lots of travel per year of
t he UNEP Conference Services staff are provided to service various ozone neetings. The travel budget for 1993 is the sane
as approved by the Third Meeting of the Parties.

(9) Participation cost of devel oping countries is worked out as foll ows:

1992: US$5, 000 per partici pant has been used as the basis for travel and per diemallowances for participation in
neetings lasting for one week. The only change fromthe budget approved by the Third Meeting of the Parties is
the provision of US$100, 000 for participation in the neetings regarding Methyl Brom de and Hal ons, as deci ded by
the Sixth Meeting of the Open-Ended Working Group. Earlier, it was not anticipated that there would be any
Assessment panel neetings in 1992.

1993: The cost of participation (travel and subsistence) of one delegate is estimated at US$6, 000 per week. For the
neeting of the Parties, the duration is assuned to be 1.5 weeks, including the duration of the Conference of the
Parties to the Vienna Convention. The costs are shared between the Preparatory Meetings, the Conference of the
Parties to Vienna Convention and the Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol. The only change fromthe
budget approved by the Third Meeting of the Parties is the provision of US$240,000 for participation of about 40
experts from devel oping countries in assessnent panel neetings on Methyl Brom de, Hal ons and essential uses, as
called for by the proposed adjustnents and Anendrent.

1994: The cost of participation of one expert in one nmeeting for one week is estimated at $6, 500.

(h) An estimated cost of office expendables; the anpbunts are already provided for in the budget for 1992 and 1993, approved
by the Third Meeting of the Parties.

(1) It is proposed to buy four nore personal conputers at a cost of $6,000, a portable conputer at a cost of $3,000, and a
| aser printer at a cost of $5,000 in 1992. This is to equip the Coordi nator, Deputy Coordi nator, the Adm nistrative
Oficer and a Secretary with personal conputers. This is already provided for in the approved budget for 1992 by the
Third Meeting of the Parties.
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(j) 4301 Rental of Prem ses:

- Due to the shortage of office space at UNEP Headquarters, the Secretariat was tenporarily noved to rented
accommodati on, effective 4 Novenber 1991. Hence, an additional budget |ine has been introduced.

- The Secretariat will nove back to UNEP Headquarters as soon as the new bl ocks are conpleted, but rent will be charged
as per UN nornms. This has not been included in the budgets approved by the Third Meeting for 1992 and 1993.

(k) The estinmates are based on existing UNEP nai ntenance contracts. This is already provided for in the budgets for 1992 and
1993, approved by the Third Meeting of the Parties.

(1) The reporting cost for 1992 includes printing and distribution of the Assessnent Panel reports for which there is great
demand. Hence an additional provision of $45,000 is made. The provision for 1993 is the sane as approved by the Third
Meeting of the Parties. The costs for 1993 and 1994 for general reporting are for reporting on the Ozone neetings. 1In
addition, in 1994 provision is made for printing and distribution of reports of Assessment Panels on Methyl Brom de,

Hal ons, essential uses, etc.

(m For 1992 and 1993 the freight charges have been increased by $45,000 and $10, 000 respectively over the earlier estimate
approved by the Third Meeting of the Parties, based on actual experience. An estimte has been nmade for 1994.

(n) The 1992 and 1993 provision approved by the Third Meetings of the Parties has been reduced.

(o) The contingency al |l owance has been renoved in 1992, and in 1993 and 1994 has been left at $100,000 as had been estimated
in the past.
