2. The Executive Committee held four meetings during the period under review. The
Fifth, Sixth, Seventh and Eighth Meetings were held in Montreal from 18 to 22 November 1991 .

3. Meetings of the Executive Committee were attended by Canada. Finland, Germany,
Japan, Netherlands, Russian Federation and the United States of America representing Parties
not operating under paragraph | of Article 5 , and by Egypt, Ghana, Jordan, Malaysia, Mexico.
Sri Lanka and Venezuela representing Parties operating under paragraph | of Article S. The
Meetings were chaired by Mr. J.A. Mateos (Mexico) and Ms. E. Claussen (United States or
America) acted as Vice-Chairperson. Mr. O. El-Arini. Chief Officer. acted as Secretary.

4. The President of the Bureau of the Meetin

g of the Parties to the Montreal Protocoi
attended the Fifth, Sixth and Seventh Meetings.

5. In accordance with the decision taken by the Executive Committee at its Second
Meeting, representatives of the implementing agencies attended the meetings as observers.

b. A representative of the Inter-American Development Bank attended the Fifth Meeting .
7. Representatives of Friends of the Earth and Greenpeace also attended meetings.

8. The Executive Committee took note of a letter addressed to the Chairman by the Consui
General

of the Russian Federation in Montreal which transmitted a note of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation regarding the representation or the Russian Federation
on the Executive Committee. The Committee decided to transmit the communication (Annex [)
to the Meeting of the Parties and agreed that the Russian Federation should provisionally
_participate as a member of the Executive Committee while awaiting the decision of the Parties.

[I. POLICY MATTERS

9. Following the Fifth Meeting, an a

greement was signed between the United Nations
Favironment Programme

as the Treasurer of the Interim Mulutiaterai Funa and the Executive
Committee (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/S/d/Rev.Z).
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10. At its Eighth Meeting, an agreement was signed between UNIDO and the Execuuve
Committee (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/8/29. Annex V).

1. At 1ts Fifth Meeting, the Executive Committee adopted the guidelines prepared bv tne
Fund Secretariat for the presentation of country programmes (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/5, |«

Annex III). These guidelines were distributed to all countries operating under paragraph | .
Article 5, and to the implementing agencies.

12. The Executive Committee also adopted guidelines for bilateral and regionai contributions
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/S/16, Annex V).

13. At its Seventh Meeting, the Executive Committee adopted a number of policy decisions
on the basis of documents prepared by the Fund Secretariat. These decisions which are annexeq
to the report of the meeting (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/7/30) relate to:

(1)  Guidelines for presentation of projects and criteria for project approval;
(i) Guidelines for cost assessment of bilateral and regional activities;

(i) Whether support from the Fund could be given retroactively. The Executive
Committee decided that the resources of the Fund may be extended to cover
agreed incremental costs of projects that had not received prior approval by tne
Executive Committee provided that: (a) they were incurred by an Article =

paragraph 1 country subsequent to the date on which it became a Party to the
Montreal Protocol, (b) they meet the eligibility criteria.

(iv) Whether the Fund should finance activities related to enterprises that are wholly
or partly owned by transnational corporations. The Executive Committee decideg
that the Fund should not finance phase-out activities relating to enterprises tnat
were wholly owned subsidiaries of transnational corporations or enterprises
permitted to operate in “free zones" and whose output was for export oniy.
Partial funding should be considered on a case-by-case basis to finance local share
ownership of any given enterprise with the transnational corporation responsible
for the rest. In sucha case, funding could be provided as a percentage of project
incremental costs proportionate to the local share ownership of the enterprise with
the transnational corporation responsible for the rest. Subject to the approvai o1
the Executive Committee, the same criteria should apply to bilateral assistance 10+
activities involving subsidiaries of transnational corporations.

(V) Whether the Fund should finance activities related to enterprises that are who|.
or partly owned by countries that are not Parties to the Montreal Protocol. T}
Executive Committee decided that funding should not be made available to finance
activities related to enterprises that were wholly owned by countries that were not
Parties to the Montreal Protocol. With regard to enterprises that were partiy
owned by non-Parties, partial funding could be considered on a case-bv-case bhasi-

e
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to finance the local share ownership of any given enterprise owned by a
non-Party. In such a case, funding could be provided as a percentage of project
incremental costs proportionate to the local share ownership of the enterprise witn
the non-Party responsible for the rest. Subject to the approval of the Executive

Committee, the same criteria should apply to bilateral assistance for activities
involving non-Parties.

14, The Executive Committee at its Seventh Meeting also considered and took note or
documents prepared separately by the Secretariat and the World Bank on incremental costs
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/7/21 and Corr.1 and UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/7/Inf.4). The Executive
Committee decided to consider the subject at a later stage. For the time being, it would follow
the indicative list adopted at the Second Meeting of the Parties (UNEP/OzL.Pro.2/3 Annex IV,

Appendix I). In cases where the indicative list proved not to provide sufficie

nt guidance. 1t
would consuit the two documents.

15. Pursuant to a request by the seventh meeting of the Open-ended Working Group of the

Parties to the Montreal Protocoi at its Eighth Meeting, the Executive Committee recommended
the following:

[. At least for the present, the existing Indicative List of Categories of Incremental

Costs as inciuded in Appendix 1 of Annex IV of Decision I1/8 of the Second
Meeting of the Parties should be left unchanged.

2

The Executive Committee, as mandated by the Parties, could consider proposais
regarding research and development on substitutes, and equipment production
facilities for recycling and destruction on a case-by-case basis provided that the
costs incurred were of an incremental nature.

16. With regard to institutional strengthening, the Executive Committee decided that limited
funding or assistance should be provided by the Fund for such activity since it might be an
essential element in achieving the objectives of the Montreal Protocol. It adopted the following
recommendations (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/7/30, paragraph 74, subparagraphs 1-4) based on the
document prepared by the Secretariat (UNEP/OZL.Pro/ExCom/7/20):

() Article 5 countries who request it be considered for support for institutionai
strengthening and that such considerations be made on their individual merits
(Case-by-case basis). In considering the requests on a case-by-case basis. the
peculiar circumstances influencing ODS phase-out in the country should be
considered together with the recommended funding level:

(i)  The main objective of such support should be to provide necessary resources 1o
an eligible country to enable it strengthen a mechanism within the country o
facilitate expeditious implementation of projecis for speedy and effective phase-out
of the controlled substances in the country, as well as ensuring effective liaison
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between the country on the one hand, and the Executive Commuttee. the Fund
Secretanat, and the implementing agencies on the other:

(i) Requests for institutional strengthening be considered as special proiects subject
to approval by the Executive Committee on the basis of a written request
submitted by the interested Party. However, in order to avoid any possible delavs
in providing support to requesting countries, the implementing agencies may
review and implement such requests within their work programmes, except where
the funding requested exceeds US $500,000. and report to the Executive

Committee through the Fund Secretariat as and when such requests are approved
for implementation;

(1v) Requests for institutional strengthening be included in the country programme of
the Party requesting such assistance. However, the requests for institutional

support may be submitted separately as a free-standing project ahead of the
country programme where circumstances demand.

It further recommended that institutional strengthening be dealt with on a case-by-case basis and
with the necessary flexibility.

17. At 1its Eighth Meeting, the Executive Committee requested the World Bank to prepare
a document on funding of institutional strengthening in the light of the experience it had gained.

18. At its Seventh Meeting, the Executive Committee also discussed the need to expedite
the process of disbursement of funds by the implementing agencies to Article 5, paragraph 1.
Parties following its approval of investment projects over US $500,000. It decided to establish
a subcommittee to evaluate in greater detail the status of a representative sample of approved
projects with a view to identifying barriers to speedy project implementation. The subcommittee
reported back to the Eighth Meeting and made a number of recommendations to speed up project
implementation (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/8/29. Annex I10).

15. Pursuant to a request by the seventh meeting of the Open-ended Working Group of the
Parties to the Montreal Protocol, the Fund Secretariat prepared a document on the needs of
Parties operating under Article 3, paragraph 1, for controlled substances during the grace and

phase-out periods. The document was submitted to the Eighth Meeting of the Executive
Committee (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/8/25 and Add. 1).

20. At the request of UNEP, the Executive Committee discussed its terms of reference ani
those of the Interim Multilateral Fund and recommended that no substantive changes should be
made and that they should apply mutatis mutandis to the financial mechanism.

2L During the period under review, the Executive Committee disbursed US $3.151.675 10
UNDP. UNEP and the World Bank for the preparation of country programmes in 39 out of 4
total ot 46 Article 5, paragraph | countries (as of August 1992) and approved the country
programmes of Chile (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/7/8. Add.l and Corr.]), Costa Rica
tUNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/8/28and Corr. 1), Ecuador (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/6/6/Rev. 1),Egypt
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/8/14, Add.! and Corr.1), Ghana (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/8/15 and
Add. 1), Malaysia (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/6/4), Mexico (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/6/5), Turkey
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/8/17) and Zambia (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/8/18). Consumption of

controlled substances covered by the approved country programmes amounts to 2} .000 metric
tonnes.

22. Annex II shows the list of projects approved to-date by the Executive Committee by
country, implementing agency, funds allocated, and ODSs to be phased out. The 60 projects
approved are expected to result in the elimination of the consumption of 31,673 metric tonnes

of controlled substances per year. Funds have been allocated in all user sectors with the
expected ODS phase-out amounts as follows:

with the Fund Secretaniat during the course ot any such project’s preparation in order to proviac
comprehensive and consistent documentation.

V. FINANCIAL MATTERS

24. The status of contributions and disbursements to-date is shown in Annex 11I. The status
of contributions' stood at US $75,063.177. This was made up of contributions for 1991 oy
US $39,354,111 (against a total pledge of US $53.320,777) and US $35,709.066 for 1992
(against a total pledge of US $73,339,613). Disbursements amounted to US $63,740,861. e

Executive Committee noted with regret that many countries had not fulfilled their pledges ana
1t urged them to do so without delay.

25. In the light of ratification of the Montreal Protocol by more countries, the Fourth
Meeting of the Parties will be called upon to revise the amount of contributions accordingly.

26. At its Seventh Meeting, the Executive Committee discussed the magnitude of the Funa
required for the period 1994 to 1996 and transmitted the relevant Fund Secretariat document to
the Open-ended Working Group of the Parties. The Fund Secretariat estimated that the
requirements for the Fund for the next three-year period would amount to approximateiv
US $480 to $620 million (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/7.30, Annex VIII).

27. At its Eighth Meeting, the Executive Committee approved:
(a)  the proposed budget for Fund Operations for 1993 (Annex [V);
(b)  the revised budget for the Fund Secretariat for 1993 (Annex V).
28.

In accordance with the guidelines for bilaterai and regional contributions adopted at the
Fifth Meeting, the Executive Committee approved the following requests to credit bilateral
assistance against contributions to the Fund, amounting to a total of US $2,211.192.48:

Germany US & 18,378.48 (against 1992 contribution)

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29. Other countries not operating under Article S, paragraph |. expressed their intention to
seek approval to credit bilateral and regional assistance against their contributions up to ine
approved cetiing ot 20 per cent.

30. Atits Fifth Meeting. the Executive Committee decided that the costs of travel and daily
subsistence allowance for the attendance of the President ot the Bureau of the Meeting of the
Parues to the Montreal Protocol or his representative as observer at the meetings in 1992 of the

Committee, if he was a national of a developing country operating under Article 5. paragraph . .
should be paid from the Fund.

VI. IMPLEMENTING AGENCIES

Sl The Executive Commuittee decided that. in order to ensure full coordination among the
implementing agencies, their work programmes should be integrated into one consolidated
document with the support of the Fund Secretariat, starting with the 1992 work programmes.
The Executive Committee also decided that the implementing agencies should adopt a sector-
based approach when developing their work programmes. Work programmes include activities
pertaining to country programme preparation, project preparation, projects costing less than
US $500.000. institutional strengthening and technical assistance. etc., as well as the
implementing agencies’ administrative budgets. The total budgets approved for the implementing

agencies’ work programmes to-date (excluding projects costing less than $500.000) are as
follows:

World Bank US $7.684.000

2. The work programmes of the implementing agencies were approved by the Executive
Committee at its Sixth Meeting. At the Seventh and Eighth Meetings, the Executive Committee
approved amendments to the work programmes of UNDP and the World Bank.

During the period under review. the Executive Committee approved demonstration
projects. feasibility studies and training activities in 24 countries to be implemented by UNDP
The major efforts of these activities were directed toward preinvestment and training projects
in the aerosol. refrigeration, foam, solvent and halon sectors.

33. The Executive Committee decided that its decisions and reports should be transmitted
t0 countries operating under paragraph | of Articie 5 which were not members of the
Committee, together with all other additional information, and that those countries should be
encouraged to prepare country programmes. The Committee further decided that UNEP's

Industry and Environment Programme Activity Centre in Paris constituted a suitable vehicle for
this purpose.

36. The Industry and Environment Programme Activity Centre prepared a users’ manual
on access to the OzonAction Information Clearing-House (OAIC) for submission to the Fourth
Meeting of the Parties. The Executive Committee was also informed that future training
activities would include a programme on the use of the computerized OAIC system.

[X. FUND SECRETARIAT

37. During the period under review, the Fund Secretariat carried out the following tasks
inter alia:

prepared all the policy papers considered by the Executive Committee:

evaluated country programmes and projects and prepared recommendations
thereon for action by the Executive Committee;

prepared all the documentation and made the necessary arrangements for meetings
of the Executive Committee and other meetings;
