Report of the Secretariat

Introduction
1.
The present report sets out the budgets approved by the Fourth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol in November 1992 for the years 1993 and 1994 and the proposed budget for 1995 for the Trust Fund for the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer.  Although some minor adjustments have been made in some components of the approved 1993 and 1994 budgets, the overall totals remain the same.  The details of the adjustments are explained in the notes following the budget table.  The 1993 and 1994 budgets will have to be met by contributions from the Parties as determined by the Third Meeting (see UNEP/OzL.Pro.4/15, annex XI), with the addition of contributions from States that have acceded to the Protocol since then, calculated on the basis of the agreed formula and, in the case of 1993 contributions, prorated according to the date on which they became Parties (see annex I).

2.
The increases proposed for 1995 are also explained in detail in the notes.  The 1995 budget will have to be met by contributions from the Parties, the calculated levels of which are set out in annex II.

Two Bureau meetings, each working in two languages, will be held in Nairobi for two days.






Two committee meetings will be held in Nairobi in English.






Two informal consultations with the Executive Director will be held in Nairobi in English.






The volume of documentation for the above meetings is assumed to be the same as in 1992 and 1993.
