Report of the Secretariat

I.  INTRODUCTION

1.
The present report contains information received by the Secretariat (as at 11 September 1995) pursuant to Articles 7 and 9 of the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer.  The report is prepared by the Secretariat in accordance with Article 12 (c) of the Protocol.

2.
Article 7 of the Montreal Protocol specifies that:

(a)
Baseline data

Each Party shall provide to the Secretariat, within three months of becoming a Party, statistical data on its production, imports and exports of each of the controlled substances in Annex A for the year 1986, Annexes B and C for the year 1989 and Annex E for 1991 or the best possible estimates of such data where actual data are not available;

(b)
Annual data

Each Party shall provide to the Secretariat statistical data on its annual production (as defined in paragraph 5 of Article 1) of each of the controlled substances listed in Annexes A, B, C and E and, separately, for each substance, for the year during which provisions concerning the substances 
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in Annexes A, B, C and E respectively entered into force for that Party and for each year thereafter.  Data shall be forwarded not later than nine months after the end of the year to which the data relate.

(c)
Annual data on recycling

Each Party shall provide to the Secretariat separate statistical data of its annual imports and exports of each of the controlled substances listed in Group II of Annex A and Group I of Annex C that have been recycled.

3.
Research, development, public awareness and exchange of information

Article 9 specifies that every two years each Party shall submit to the Secretariat a summary of its activities under that Article, i.e, on research, development, public awareness and exchange of information.


II.  STATUS OF RATIFICATION OF THE MONTREAL PROTOCOL,


THE LONDON AND COPENHAGEN AMENDMENTS

4.
As at 11 September 1995, 149 States and the European Community had ratified the Montreal Protocol and 103 States and the European Community had ratified the London Amendment while, the Copenhagen Amendment had been ratified by 48 States.


III.  STATUS OF REPORTING THE BASELINE DATA

5.
The Secretariat has analyzed the submissions of baseline data from the Parties.  The following Parties have not reported baseline data as indicated below:

IV.  REPORTING OF DATA FOR 1993

6.
All Parties are required by Article 7 to report to the Secretariat the data for each year.  In accordance with Article 7, paragraph 4, States members of the European Community are required to report to the Secretariat only the data on production of controlled substances.  The Community-wide consumption data is reported by the European Community.

7.
An analysis of the data reported by the Parties under Article 7 of the Protocol for the year 1993 is attached as annex I to the present report.  Of the 126 Parties required to report, 69 Parties (39 Article 5 and 30 non-Article 5) have reported data.  The symbol "N.R." has been used throughout the annexes to indicate non-reporting by a Party

8.
The following Parties not operating under Article 5 did not report data for 1993:  Cyprus, European Community, Ireland, United Arab Emirates and Uzbekistan.   The Parties operating under Article 5 that did not report data for 1993 are: Algeria, Antigua and Barbuda, Bahamas, Bahrain, Bangladesh, Benin, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Central African Republic, Cote d'Ivoire, Dominica, Ecuador, Fiji, Ghana, Guatemala, Guinea, Guyana, Honduras, Iran (Islamic Republic of), Jamaica, Kiribati, Libyan Arab Jamahiriya, Malawi, Marshall Islands, Monaco, Namibia, Nicaragua, Nigeria, Pakistan, Panama, Paraguay, Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, Syrian Arab Republic, Togo, Trinidad and Tobago, Tuvalu, Uganda, United Republic of Tanzania, Yugoslavia and Zambia.


V.  REMARKS ON THE DATA SUBMITTED

9.
In the present report, both production and consumption figures are weighted with the ozone depletion potentials of the substances.  The figures analyzed in the present section are for the calendar year January-December 1993.   

10.
Parties not operating under Article 5 that have so far reported data for 1993 show an average reduction of production of CFCs by 67 per cent, halons by 66 per cent, other fully halogenated CFCs by 68 per cent, carbon tetrachloride by 284 per cent, and methyl chloroform by 60 per cent.  Production of HCFCs show an increase of 13 per cent.  The carbon tetrachloride figure exceeds 100 per cent (both production and consumption) since the figures for 1993 are negative due to high feedstock figures for that year reported by the United States of America and some European Community member States (Germany, Italy and United Kingdom).  In the same period, Parties not operating under Article 5 have reduced consumption of CFCs by 74 per cent, halons by 70 per cent, carbon tetrachloride by 211 per cent and methyl chloroform by 63 per cent.  Consumption of other fully halogenated CFCs increased by 16 per cent, HCFCs by 102 per cent and methyl bromide by 14 per cent.

11.
Eight Parties operating under Article 5 (Argentina, Brazil, China, India, Republic of Korea, Mexico, Romania and Venezuela) have reported data on production for 1993.  The production of CFCs went up by 87 per cent, halons by 38 per cent, and HCFCs by 104 per cent.  The production of carbon tetrachloride was reduced by 140 per cent, methyl chloroform by 93 per cent and  methyl bromide by 96 per cent.  In the same period Parties operating under Article 5 increased consumption of CFCs by 44 per cent, other fully halogenated CFCs by 180 per cent and HCFCs by 86 per cent.  Consumption of halons has been reduced by 21 per cent, carbon tetrachloride by 1 per cent, methyl chloroform by 8 per cent and methyl bromide by 16 per cent.  Lebanon exceeded the allowable per capita consumption of CFCs of 0.3 kg to qualify as a Party operating under Article 5.  Its per capita consumption is 0.31 kg.  

12.
Overall, the Parties (Article 5 and non-Article 5) that reported the 1993 data show a decrease in the production of CFCs by 60 per cent, halons by 60 per cent, other fully halogenated CFCs by 68 per cent, carbon tetrachloride by 249 per cent, methyl chloroform by 60 per cent and methyl bromide by 267 per cent.   It is only the production of HCFCs that was increased, by 21 per cent.

13.
They also show an overall decrease in the consumption of CFCs by 57 per cent, halons by 61 per cent, carbon tetrachloride by 131 per cent and methyl chloroform by 58 per cent.  Consumption of other fully halogenated CFCs increased by 21 per cent, HCFCs by 97 per cent and methyl bromide by almost zero per cent.

14.
Figure 1 on the following page shows the changes in consumption of CFCs and halons between 1992 and 1993.  In 1993, Article 5 Parties decreased the consumption of CFCs and halons by about 10,000 tonnes compared to 1992.  In the same period, Parties not operating under Article 5 decreased the consumption of CFCs and halons by over 111,000 tonnes. Figure 2 shows a comparison of consumption of all substances by regions for the base year and 1993.

15.
All the Parties have complied with control measures prescribed by the Protocol with one exception.  Japan has reported increased consumption of other fully halogenated CFCs by 42 per cent.  The Party was informed of the observation of the Secretariat and requested to clarify further but no response has been received.  The Implementation Committee considered this issue at its tenth meeting held in Geneva on 25 August 1995.  Its recommendations are contained in its report communicated to all Parties as document UNEP/OzL.Pro/ImpCom/10/4.

16.
A comparison of production, import and export of substances between 1993 and the base year is attached to the present report as annex II.  The exports of Article 5 Parties increased from about 11,000 to about 57,000 tonnes while the exports of non-Article 5 Parties decreased from about 193,000 tonnes to about 144,000 tonnes.  The imports of Article 5 Parties increased from about 83,000 tonnes to about 211,000 tonnes while the imports of non-Article 5 Parties decreased from about 228,000 tonnes to about 169,000 tonnes.

17.
Annex III to the present report shows the amount of substances destroyed, used for feedstock and for quarantine for 1993.  The analysis is for each Group of substances.

18.
Annex IV to the present report shows the import and export amount of new, used and recycled substances for 1993.

19.
Annex V to the present report provides an analysis of data by regions for groups of substances for 1993 against the base year.


VI.  DATA FOR THE YEAR 1992

20.
The 1992 data were analysed and placed before the Sixth Meeting of the Parties, in 1994.  Since then, data from the following Parties operating under Article 5 have been received:  Benin, Colombia, Dominican Republic, Gambia, Ghana, Guyana, India, Jamaica, Mexico, Myanmar, Niger, Papua New Guinea, Saudi Arabia, Senegal, Solomon Islands, Syrian Arab Republic and Uganda.  Parties not operating under Article 5 that have reported data are:  Japan and Slovakia.  In total, 33 Parties operating under Article 5 and 31 Parties not operating under Article 5 have reported.  Annex VI to the present report contains an analysis of the updated 1992 data.

21.
Parties not operating under Article 5 that reported data for 1992 showed an average reduction of production of CFCs by 54 per cent, halons by 48 per cent, other fully halogenated CFCs by 97 per cent, carbon tetrachloride by 195 per cent, and methyl chloroform by 45 per cent.  The same Parties increased production of methyl bromide by 45 per cent.  Consumption of CFCs was reduced by 55 per cent, halons by 83 per cent, other fully halogenated CFCs by 95 per cent, carbon tetrachloride by 359 per cent, and methyl chloroform by 42 per cent.  Consumption of HCFCs was increased by 248 per cent.  

22.
Parties operating under Article 5 that reported data for 1992 showed an average increase in the production of CFCs by 69 per cent, halons by 29 per cent and HCFCs by 86 per cent, while production of carbon tetrachloride was reduced by 815 per cent.  The same Parties increased consumption of CFCs by 45 per cent, halons by 29 per cent, other fully halogenated CFCs by 8807 per cent, carbon tetrachloride by 96 per cent, methyl chloroform by 22 per cent and HCFCs by 77 per cent.  

23.
Overall, the Parties (Article 5 and non-Article 5) that reported the data for 1992 showed a reduction of production of CFCs by 49 per cent, halons by 43 per cent, other fully halogenated CFCs by 97 per cent, carbon tetrachloride by 210 per cent and methyl chloroform by 45 per cent.  Production of HCFCs increased by 48 per cent. 

24.
Consumption of ozone-depleting substances by the Parties (Article 5 and non-Article 5) that reported data for 1992 showed an overall decrease in CFCs of 45 per cent, halons of 77 per cent, carbon tetrachloride of 310 per cent and methyl chloroform of 38 per cent.  Consumption of other fully halogenated CFCs increased by 170 per cent and HCFCs by 197 per cent.  


VII.  DATA FOR THE YEAR 1994

25.
Only 31 Parties (Austria, Bulgaria, Burkina Faso, Cameroon, China, Colombia, Cuba, Croatia, Cyprus, Denmark, Egypt, France, Gambia, Ghana, Italy, Jordan, Kuwait, Malaysia, Netherlands, Poland, Seychelles, Singapore, Slovakia, Swaziland, Syrian Arab Republic, Tunisia, Trinidad and Tobago, United Kingdom, Uruguay, Ukraine and Venezuela) have so far reported data for the year 1994.  Although Parties have until end of September 1995 to report data, they are encouraged to transmit them to the Secretariat as soon as they are available.  The Secretariat has already sent a reminder to that effect to all Parties from whom data are due.  The data for 1994 will be analyzed and submitted to the Meeting of the Parties in 1996.


VIII.  DATA ON RECYCLING

26.
None of the Parties that have reported data for 1993 reported data on the annual imports and exports of the controlled substances in Group II of Annex A (halons) and Group I of Annex C (HCFCs) that have been recycled.


IX.  TRADE ISSUES

27.
Decision III/16 of the Third Meeting of the Parties encouraged the Parties to inform the Secretariat of the implementation of Article 4 of the Protocol.  The Secretariat has received the following information since the publication of information under this Article in the last report UNEP/OzL.Pro.6/5).

Jordan

-
No trade in ozone-depleting substances exists with non-Parties.

Kuwait

-
No import of controlled substances from non-Party to the Protocol was recorded in 1993-1994.

Syria

-
Does not trade in ozone-depleting substances with non-Parties.

Denmark

-
Implementation is through the ODS regulation in the European Union.

Malta

-
Through the adoption of rigorous licensing schemes, all imports and exports of ozone-depleting substances to and from non-Parties have been banned.  Importation of ozone-depleting substances for re-export purposes has also been banned.  

Saint Lucia
-
No need for local action since there are no imports of controlled substances from countries not party to the Protocol.

Singapore

-
Is fully implementing the provisions of Article 4.


X.  RESEARCH, DEVELOPMENT, PUBLIC AWARENESS AND EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION

28.
The Secretariat has received the following information on research, development, public awareness and exchange of information since the publication of the last report (UNEP/OzL.Pro.6/5).

Jordan 

Conducted a regional training course on aerosol conversion in 1994, participated in two regional workshops on foam and halons, a study tour for aerosol sector to Egypt and three public-awareness days in the northern, middle and southern regions of Jordan.  Lectures have also been presented in schools, institutes and universities.

Kuwait 

A comprehensive pamphlet has been printed and distributed at various environment protection meetings.  Also a booklet "The ozone layer - the problem and the means of dealing with it "has been published in Arabic by the Environment Protection Council and distributed to those interested.




The issue of ozone layer depletion and the essential need for its protection is aired several times on the national television network during the programme "Our Environment", sponsored by the Environment Protection Council and "Good Morning Kuwait".

Denmark

The Danish Government has supported a large number of projects to protect the ozone layer from emissions of ODS.  The projects cover alternative substances, alternative technologies, recovery, "banking" etc.




The results from the projects are disseminated in reports, often in English and information about these is fed into the UNEP data base.  They are in the process of issuing English editions of comprehensive reports on main use areas such as refrigeration, polyrethane foam, etc.

Malta 

In 1993, the Government convened the first Industry and Environment Conference whose purpose was the establishment of a Cleaner Technology Centre, an entity aimed at providing for a link between local industry and the Government.  The objectives of the Centre include:

Introduction of the concepts and merits of cleaner technology and encouraging industry in their application;




-
Assisting industry in the assimilation of know-how concerning cleaner technology;




-
Encouraging industry to analyse their existing production methods by helping them to identify feasible solutions for pollution prevention.




In July 1994 the Technology Centre organized a one-day seminar whose objective was to bring together participants from industry, academia and Government and discuss issues related to the phase-out of CFCs.  The seminar established a Working Group to help in:





(a)
Enhancing information exchange on CFC use and substitutes;





(b)
Formulating those regulatory requirements that would achieve an early phase-out;





(c)
Providing for the necessary technical and scientific support; and





(d)
The launching of a preliminary survey with a view to identifying the amounts of ozone depleting substances in use and/or stockpiled by industry.

Saint Lucia
-
The Government will observe the International Day for the Preservation of the Ozone Layer by spending about $4,000 to sensitize the public to the causes of ozone depletion and to make the public aware of national and international efforts to protect the ozone layer. 


Singapore

-
Research is being undertaken by Singapore Institute of Standards and Industrial Research (SISIR) to evaluate use of ODS-free alternative solvents for metal cleaning.

On public awareness, the following activities have been carried out:

SISIR-EDB (Economic Development Board) Workshop on ODS-free Verification - Towards Green Manufacturing (22 June 1993)






(b)
SISIR ODS-free Verification Scheme Award Presentation Programme (22 March 1994)






(c)
Seminar on Cleaning Alternatives in ODS-free Environment (30 June 1994)






(d)
A seminar on the latest update of the Montreal Protocol jointly organized by the Singapore Chemical Industry Council and government agencies was held in February 1993.  The objective was to inform industrial end-users of ozone-depleting substances of the revised schedule stipulated in the Copenhagen Amendment and the assistance schemes offered by the Government to industries to help them phase the use of ozone-depleting substances.  The Seminar provided an opportunity for industries to present their experiences in phasing out ozone-depleting substances.




-
Singapore has been a member of the ODSONET/SEAP Network since its formation and had participated actively in several meetings to share its experiences in the phasing out of ODS.  It has also benefited from the Network which has provided it with the latest updates on technical, administrative and legal aspects of the Montreal Protocol.  The exchange of ideas and experiences among members in the Network has helped in the formulation of ODS phase-out control strategies for Singapore.


XI.  DATA REPORTED BY NON-PARTIES TO THE LONDON AMENDMENT


TO THE PROTOCOL

29.
Under decision VI/4 of the Sixth Meeting of the Parties, Poland and Turkey were exempted from trade controls under Articles 2, 2A to 2E and 4 of the Montreal Protocol provided that they submitted the relevant data to the Secretariat by 31 March 1995.  Poland submitted the required data, while Turkey ratified the London Amendment in April 1995 and has since become a Party.


XII.  STATUS OF DEVELOPING COUNTRIES AS PARTIES


OPERATING UNDER ARTICLE 5

30.
As at 10 September 1995, 72 of the 150 Parties to the Protocol were classified as developing countries operating under Article 5 of the Protocol because they consumed less than 0.3 kilograms per capita of the controlled substances in Annex A and 0.2 kilograms per capita of the controlled substances in Annex B.  Twenty nine developing countries which had provided incomplete or no data were temporarily classified as operating under Article 5.  However, their status will be re-evaluated after receipt of complete data.  The Republic of Korea and Singapore, which had previously been classified as not operating under Article 5, have been classified as operating under that Article after reporting data to the Secretariat which indicate that their per capita consumption has fallen below 0.3 kilograms.  Cyprus, Kuwait, Lebanon, Slovenia and United Arab Emirates are the only developing countries categorized as not operating under Article 5.  Of these, only the United Arab Emirates has not so far reported data and the classification is based on an estimate by the Secretariat.  Their status could change once their per capita consumption falls below the ceiling prescribed in Article 5.


XIII.  POPULATION DATA

31.
Except where a Party has furnished population figures, the population data used to calculate the per capita consumption of the controlled substances for each of the Parties for the years 1992 and 1993 are taken from the estimates contained in the Population and Vital Statistics Report and the World Population Prospects:  1992 and 1994 Revisions published by the United Nations.


XIV.  CONFIDENTIALITY OF DATA

32.
According to decision II/9 adopted by the Second Meeting of the Parties, production, import and export data but not consumption data are treated as confidential.  Accordingly, although Parties are required to report and have been reporting complete data on each of the controlled substances, the data are presented in this report only by groups of substances for each Party.
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
