Decision VIII/5. Measures taken to improve the Financial Mechanism

and technology transfer

1. At the request of the Co‑Chair, one representative informed the meeting that no agreement had yet been reached on new paragraph 3 in Decision VIII/S. Nevertheless, he introduced a text on which he was still working.

Decision VIII/13. Critical agricultural uses of methyl bromide

2.
At the request of the Co‑Chair, the coordinator of the small group said that the group had managed to reach some consensus on keeping the existing first paragraph of the decision and changing the second one, for which he introduced the new text.
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3.
One representative, while supporting the draft decision, expressed his view that it referred only to providing information to help form the basis for an examination of future options.

4.
The meeting agreed to forward draft decision VIII/13 as amended, to the Meeting of the Parties for its consideration. The text of the draft decision is contained in Annex I to the present report.

Decision VIII/23. Financial Matters: financial report and budgets

5. The Chair of the open‑ended contact group examining this issue reported an the progress the group had made in reaching consensus on a draft decision on the financial report and budgets.

The meeting agreed to forward draft decision VIII/23 as amended to the Meeting of the Parties for its consideration. The text of the draft decision is contained in Annex I to the present report.

OTHER MATTERS

7.
Introducing this issue, the Co‑Chair drew the attention of the Parties to document UNEP/OzL.Pro.8/11 on the timing of the Fifteenth Meeting of the Open‑ Ended Working Group of the Parties and invited the Executive Secretary to comment.

8.
Recalling that the Eighth Meeting of the Parties would be held on about 15 September 1997, the Executive Secretary said the procedures for submitting new proposals for amendments could be for each Party to Bend its proposal to the

Secretariat no later than 15 February 1997. The Secretariat would circulate the

proposals six months before the Meeting of the Parties, as required. The Parties would then have, at the Open‑ended Working Group which will be held in June, 
the opportunity to consolidate the amendments into a legal text that would be considered by the Ninth Meeting of the Parties. One representative, a former Chair 
of the legal drafting group, supported the Secretariat's proposal.

9.
The Meeting agreed to hold the Fifteenth Meeting of their open‑ Ended Working Group in June 1997 and to follow the procedure mentioned in the paragrap4 above. The representative of Kenya invited the open‑ended Working Group to meet in Nairobi.
