FINANCIAL REPORT ON THE TRUST FUND FOR THE MONTREAL PROTOCOL ON SUBSTANCES
THAT DEPLETE THE OZONE LAYER FOR THE FIRST YEAR OF THE BIENNIUM 1996-1997
AND EXPENDITURES FOR 1996, AS COMPARED TO THE APPROVED BUDGET

Report of the Secretariat

1. The Secretariat is circulating herewith the financial report on the
Trust Fund for the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone
Layer for 1996.

2. The statement of actual expenditures for 1996, as compared to the
approved budget for that year, is annexed to the financial report.

3. The activities of the Secretariat are financed by the Trust Fund for
the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer, the Trust
Fund for the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer and
additional voluntary contributions from specific Governments. The following
additional voluntary contributions were received: Germany - $20,000;
Denmark - $11,140; and Norway - $8,000. 1In addition, $3,771 was taken from
the Technical Cooperation Trust Fund to Assist Developing Countries to Take
Action for the Protection of the Ozone Layer under the Vienna Convention and
the Montreal Protocol, financed by the Government of Finland. The total
costs under the Montreal Protocol and Vienna Convention trust funds in 1996
were $2,426,271 and $865,906, respectively.

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4. Because of complications experienced in the implementation of the new
United Nations Integrated Management Information System (IMIS), the accounts

have not as yet been certified. No changes, however, are anticipated. The
certified 1996 accounts will be transmitted to the Parties only if they
differ from these provisional accounts.
