ANNOTATIONS

I.  Preparatory segment
Item 1


The meeting will be opened at 10 a.m. on Monday, 25 November 2002, at the headquarters of the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations in Rome.  Registration of participants will start at 9 a.m. the same day.  Participants are encouraged to pre-register well in advance of the meeting through the Internet.

Item 2(a)


The provisional agenda set out above will be before the Parties for adoption.  The Co-Chairs of the twenty-second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group, Mr. Milton Catelin (Australia) and Mr. Aloysius M. Kamperewera (Malawi) will co-chair the preparatory segment.

Item 2(b)


The Parties may wish to conduct their work in plenary and draw up a specific timetable for the work under the agenda.

Item 4(c)


Membership of the Implementation Committee.  In accordance with the non-compliance procedure as adopted by the fourth Meeting of the Parties and amended by the tenth Meeting of the Parties, the Implementation Committee consists of 10 Parties elected for two years on the basis of equitable geographical distribution.  Outgoing Parties may be re-elected for one consecutive term.  In decision XIII/26, the thirteenth Meeting of the Parties confirmed the positions of Senegal, Slovakia, Sri Lanka and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland as members of the Committee for one further year and selected Australia, Bangladesh, Bolivia, Bulgaria, Ghana and Jamaica as members of the Committee for a two-year period.  The fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to select new members of the Implementation Committee to replace Senegal, Slovakia, Sri Lanka and the United Kingdom and to confirm Australia, Bangladesh, Bolivia, Bulgaria, Ghana and Jamaica as members for one further year.


Membership of the Executive Committee.  In accordance with the terms of reference of the Executive Committee approved by the fourth Meeting of the Parties, the Executive Committee consists of 14 members, seven from the group of Parties operating under paragraph 1 of article 5 of the Montreal Protocol and seven from the group of Parties not so operating.  Each group elects its Executive Committee members, who are then formally endorsed by the Meeting of the Parties.  The Chair and the Vice-Chair are selected from the 14 Executive Committee members.  The office of Chair is effective 1 January of the year in which the term of office commences and is subject to rotation on an annual basis between the Parties operating under paragraph 1 of article 5 and the Parties not so operating.  In decision XIII/27, the thirteenth Meeting of the Parties endorsed the selection of Canada, Finland, France, Japan, the Netherlands, Poland and the United States of America as members of the Executive Committee representing Parties not operating under article 5 of the Montreal Protocol and the selection of Burundi, China, Colombia, El Salvador, Nigeria, Syria, and the United Republic of Tanzania as members representing Parties operating under article 5, for one year effective 1 January 2002.  It also took note of the selection of Nigeria as Chair and Japan as Vice-Chair.


The group of Parties not operating under article 5 may wish to select the members to represent them in the Executive Committee for 2003 and also the Chair of the Committee for that year.  The group of Parties operating under article 5 may wish to select their seven representatives in the Committee and the Vice-Chair for 2003.  The fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to endorse the selections of the new representatives and note the selection of the Chair and Vice-Chair of the Committee for 2003.


Co-Chairs of the Open-ended Working Group of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol.  In accordance with decision XIII/28 of the thirteenth Meeting of the Parties, Mr. Milton Catelin (Australia) and Mr. Aloysius Kamperewera (Malawi) have served as Co-Chairs of the Open-ended Working Group of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol for 2002.  The fourteenth Meeting may wish to consider the chairmanship of the Open-ended Working Group in 2003.

Item 9


The Parties may wish to raise other matters for consideration by the meeting.

II.   High-level segment

Item 2(a) and (b)


Paragraph 1 of rule 21 of the rules of procedure of the meetings of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention and Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol states that:

"At the commencement of the first session of each ordinary meeting, a President, three Vice-Presidents and a Rapporteur are to be elected from among the representatives of the Parties present at the meeting.  They will serve as the officers of the meeting.  In electing its officers, the Meeting [Conference] of the Parties shall have due regard to the principle of equitable geographical representation [distribution].  The offices of the President and Rapporteur of the Meeting [Conference] of the Parties shall normally be subject to rotation among the five groups of States referred to in section I, paragraph 1, of General Assembly resolution 2997 (XXVII) of 15 December 1972, by which the United Nations Environment Programme was established."


A Party from the Latin American and Caribbean group presided over the fifth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention, while a Party from the Eastern European group served as Rapporteur.  On the basis of rotation according to English alphabetical order among the five groups of States referred to in General Assembly resolution 2997 (XXVII), a Party from the Western European and other States group may be elected to preside over the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties, and a Party from the Latin American and Caribbean group may be elected as Rapporteur, unless the Meeting decides otherwise.  Three Vice-Presidents may be elected from the African, Asian, and Eastern European groups, respectively.


Likewise, a Party from the African group presided over the thirteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol, while a Party from the Western European and other States group served as Rapporteur.  On the same basis as described above, a Party from the Asian group may be elected to preside over the fourteenth Meeting and a Party from the African group may be elected as Rapporteur, unless the Meeting decides otherwise.  Three Vice-Presidents may be elected from the Eastern European, Latin American and Caribbean, and Western European and other States groups, respectively.

Item 2(c)


The provisional agenda set out above for the high-level segment will be before the Parties for adoption.

Item 2(d)


The Parties may wish to conduct their work in plenary session and draw up a specific timetable for the work under the agenda.

Item 2(e)


In accordance with rule 18 of the rules of procedure for meetings of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention and Meetings of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol, the credentials of representatives shall be submitted to the Executive Secretary of the meeting, if possible not later than 24 hours after the opening of the meeting.  In accordance with rule 19, the officers of the meeting shall examine the credentials and submit their report to the meeting.

Item 3


The Co-Chairs of the Scientific Assessment Panel, the Environmental Effects Assessment Panel and the Technology and Economic Assessment Panel will make summary presentations on their progress reports.

Item 4


The Chairman of the Executive Committee of the Multilateral Fund will present his report, circulated as document UNEP/OzL.Pro.14/6.

Item 5


The representatives of the Global Environment Facility/World Bank and the implementing agencies of the Multilateral Fund will present their reports to the Parties under this item.

Item 6


Under this item, the heads of delegation will deliver their statements (of about five minutes in duration).  The order of speakers is to be decided on by the Presidents of the Bureaux of both the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol.

Item 7


It is expected that, in their report to the high-level segment, the Co-Chairs of the preparatory segment will present draft decisions and recommendations on, inter alia, ratification of the Convention, the Protocol and its Amendments; reporting of data; membership of the Implementation Committee; membership of the Executive Committee; Co-Chairs of the Open-ended Working Group; replenishment of the Multilateral Fund; the final report on the fixed-exchange-rate mechanism for contributions to the Fund; essential use exemptions for ozone-depleting substances (ODS);  review of the non-compliance procedure; status of destruction technologies of ODS; monitoring of international trade and preventing illegal trade in ODS; campaign production of CFCs for metered-dose inhalers; reduction of ODS emissions from process agent uses; clarification of ODS terminology; the relationship between efforts to protect the stratospheric ozone layer and efforts to safeguard the global climate system:  issues relating to hydrofluorocarbons and perfluorocarbons; methyl bromide phase-out in South Africa; application of Armenia for reclassification as an article 5 Party, draft decisions on issues relating to the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol; and any other issues.

Item 8


The Parties will decide on the dates and venues of the fifteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol and the seventh meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention.

Item 9


The Parties may wish to raise other matters for discussion.

Items 10 and 11


The draft reports of the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention and the fourteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol will be presented for adoption at the conclusion of the meeting.

Item 12


The meeting is expected to close at 6.00 p.m. on 29 November 2002.
