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Introduction

1. The present report reviews the status of implementation of the Montreal Protocol and the actions taken to implement the decisions of the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol.  It also summarizes the issues that will be placed before the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties, to be held in Rome from 25 to 29 November 2002.

I.  IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DECISIONS OF THE THIRTEENTH

MEETING OF THE PARTIES

2. A report on the status of the implementation of the decisions of the Thirteenth Meeting of the Parties, held in Colombo from 16 October to 19 October 2001, is annexed to the present report.  Further to the implementation of the provisions of the Montreal Protocol and of the decisions of the Meetings of the Parties, as well as the recommendations made by the Open-ended Working Group at its twenty-second meeting held in Montreal from 23 to 25 July 2002, the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties will have before it, inter alia, the issues set out below for consideration and appropriate decisions.

II. ISSUES BEFORE THE FOURTEENTH MEETING OF THE PARTIES

Item 3(a):  Status of ratification of the Vienna Convention, the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments
4.
Since the Thirteenth Meeting of the Parties, three States (Nauru, Sao Tome and Principe and Sierra Leone) have become Parties to the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol.  As of 31 August 2002, nine Parties to the Montreal Protocol have ratified the London Amendment, nine have ratified the Copenhagen Amendment and 11 have ratified the Montreal Amendment, bringing the total number of Parties to the Vienna Convention to 184, the total number of Parties to the Montreal Protocol to 183, the total number of Parties to the London Amendment to 163, the total number of Parties to the Copenhagen Amendment to 41 and the total number of Parties to the Beijing Amendment to 34.  The Beijing Amendment, adopted by the Eleventh Meeting of the Parties in 1999, entered into force on 25 February 2002, 90 days after the twentieth instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval of the Protocol had been deposited with the Depositary.  It should be borne in mind that universal participation through ratification of the Vienna Convention, the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments is necessary to ensure the protection of the ozone layer.

5.
The Secretariat has made special presentations at various meetings of networks of the ozone-depleting substance officers to explain the importance of ratification and provide the Parties with information to facilitate the process of ratification.

6.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to urge all Parties to ratify the Amendments to the Protocol as soon as possible and invite all States that have not yet done so to become party to the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments.

Item 4(a):  Replenishment of the Multilateral Fund

7.
The 2002 report of the Technology and Economic Assessment Panel (TEAP) on the assessment of the funding requirement for the replenishment of the Multilateral Fund for the period 2003-2005 (April 2002, Vol. II) was considered by the Open-ended Working Group at its twenty-second meeting (UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.1/22/6, paras. 89-144).  The Ad-Hoc Working Group on the 2003-2005 replenishment met in Montreal on 26 July 2002 and provided initial feedback to TEAP as well as advice on sensitivity analyses. The revised TEAP report on the 2003-2005 replenishment, including the recommendation made by the Ad-Hoc Working Group on Replenishment, was distributed to the Parties for consideration at the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties to be held in Rome from 25 to 29 November 2002.

8.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to consider the revised TEAP report on replenishment and decide on the appropriate level of funding for the period 2003-2005.

Item 4(b):  Final report by the Treasurer and the Secretariat of the Multilateral Fund

on the implementation of the fixed-exchange-rate mechanism for
contributions to the Multilateral Fund

9.
The Open-ended Working Group considered the final report by the Treasurer and the Secretariat of the Multilateral Fund on the implementation of the fixed-exchange-rate mechanism (UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG/22/5).  Following the discussion, the Working Group agreed to take note of the report and to return to a revised version of the report at the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties, which would not only provide updated data but also take into account the comments made by the Parties at the twenty-second meeting of the Working Group.

10.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to consider the conclusions of the revised report and take an appropriate decision on the implementation of the fixed-exchange-rate mechanism for contributions to the Multilateral Fund.

Item 4(c):  Selection of members of the Implementation Committee, members of the Executive

 Committee of the Multilateral Fund and the Co-Chairs of the Open-ended Working Group 
(i) Membership of the Implementation Committee

11.
In accordance with the non-compliance procedure as adopted by the Fourth Meeting of the Parties and amended by the Tenth Meeting of the Parties (1998), the Implementation Committee consists of 10 Parties elected for two years on the basis of equitable geographical distribution. Outgoing Parties may be re-elected for one consecutive term.  In decision XIII/26, the Thirteenth Meeting of the Parties confirmed the positions of Senegal, Slovakia, Sri Lanka and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland as members of the Committee for one further year and selected Australia, Bangladesh, Bolivia, Bulgaria, Ghana and Jamaica as members of the Committee for a two-year period.

12.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to select new members of the Implementation Committee to replace Senegal, Slovakia, Sri Lanka and the United Kingdom and to confirm Australia, Bangladesh, Bolivia, Bulgaria, Ghana and Jamaica as members for one further year.

(ii)  Membership of the Executive Committee of the Multilateral Fund
13.
In accordance with the terms of reference of the Executive Committee approved by the Fourth Meeting of the Parties, the Executive Committee consists of 14 members, seven from the group of Parties operating under article 5, paragraph 1 of the Protocol, and seven from the group of Parties not so operating.  Each group elects its Executive Committee members who then have to be formally endorsed by the Meeting of the Parties.  The Chair and the Vice-Chair have to be selected from the 14 Executive Committee members.  The office of Chair is effective 1 January of the year in which the term of office commences and is subject to rotation, on an annual basis, between the Parties operating under paragraph 1 of article 5 and the Parties not so operating.  In decision XIIII/27, the Thirteenth Meeting of the Parties endorsed the selection of Canada, Finland, France, Japan, Netherlands, Poland and the United States of America as members of the Executive Committee representing Parties not operating under paragraph 1 of article 5 of the Montreal Protocol and the selection of Burundi, China, Colombia, El Salvador, Nigeria, Syrian Arab Republic and the Republic of Tanzania as members representing Parties operating under paragraph 1 of article 5, for one year effective 1 January 2002.  It also noted the selection of Nigeria as Chair and Japan as Vice-Chair.

14.
Proposal for action:  The group of Parties not operating under article 5, paragraph 1, may wish to select the members to represent them in the Executive Committee for 2003 as well as the Chair of the Committee for that year.  The group of Parties operating under Article 5, paragraph 1, may also select their seven representatives in the Committee and the Vice-Chair for 2003.  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to endorse the selected representatives and take note of the selected Chair and Vice-Chair of the Committee.

(iii)  Co-Chairs of the Open-ended Working Group of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol
15.
In accordance with decision XIII/28 of the Thirteenth Meeting of the Parties, Mr. Milton Catelin (Australia) and Mr. Aloysius Kamperewera (Malawi) have served as Co-Chairs of the Open-ended Working Group of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol for 2002.

16. Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting may wish to consider the chairmanship of the Open-ended Working Group in 2003.

Item 4(d):  Reporting of data
17.
A report of the Secretariat on information provided by the Parties in accordance with article 7 of the Montreal Protocol was prepared for the consideration of the Implementation Committee at its 27th meeting, on 20 July 2002.  The updated and revised report of the Secretariat, responding to the recommendations and guidance of the Committee on all cases of deviations from the control measures and containing analyses of apparent situations of non-compliance as well as further information provided by the Parties since July 2002 is being prepared and will be placed before the Parties for consideration (UNEP/OzL.Pro.14/3).  This report will also be considered by the Implementation Committee at its twenty-ninth meeting in accordance with the non-compliance procedure of the Montreal Protocol.

18.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to consider the report as well as any recommendations of the twenty-ninth meeting of the Implementation Committee on the report and take appropriate decisions.

Item 4(e):  Essential use exemptions for controlled substances
19.
Seven Parties have submitted essential use nominations of CFCs for 2003 and 2004:  Australia, European Community, Japan, Poland, Russian Federation, Ukraine and United States of America.  The report of the Technology and Economic Assessment Panel on the nominations of these essential-use exemptions for 2003 and 2004 was considered by the Open-ended Working Group at its twenty-second meeting.

20.
The twenty-second Open-ended Working Group meeting recommended to the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties that it approve the essential-use nominations recommended by the Technology and Economic Assessment Panel.  The recommendations are reproduced in annex II to the report of the twenty-second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group (UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.1/22/6).  The quantity of ozone-depleting substances already approved as essential-use exemptions for 2003 by the Meeting of the Parties amounts to 6,361.25 metric tonnes.  This figure will be increased to 7,048.25, metric tonnes should the present recommendation be approved.  The amount requested for the year 2004 is 5,137.0 metric tonnes.

21.
Proposal for action:  the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to take an appropriate decision on the recommendations of the Open-ended Working Group.

Item 4(f):  Status of destruction technologies of ozone-depleting substances, including an assessment

 of their environmental and economic performance, as well as their commercial viability
22.
The Working Group considered the April 2002 report prepared by TEAP, as requested in decision XII/8, on the disposal of controlled substances (Report of the Technology and Economic Assessment Panel, Vol.3).  The Working Group proposed a draft decision contained in annex I to the report of its twenty-second meeting (UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.1/22/6) prepared by Australia and amended by Canada and El-Salvador.  The Working Group agreed to submit it for the consideration of the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties.

23.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to consider the recommendation of the Working Group and take an appropriate decision.

Item 4(g):  Review of the non-compliance procedure for the implementation of the

 Montreal Protocol
24.
Pursuant to decision X/10, the Meeting of the Parties had agreed to consider, unless decided otherwise, the operation of the non-compliance procedure no later than the end of 2003.  The Working Group considered the modalities for such a review at its twenty-second meeting and agreed to forward a proposal for a draft decision for possible consideration by the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties.  The draft decision on the non-compliance procedure is contained in annex I to the report of the Working Group (UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.1/22/6).

25.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to consider the recommendation of the Working Group and take an appropriate decision.

Item 4(h):  Monitoring of international trade and prevention of illegal trade

in ozone-depleting substances
26.
The Working Group considered the study prepared by the Secretariat pursuant to decisions XII/10 and XIII/12 on monitoring of international trade and prevention of illegal trade in ozone-depleting substances.  The report contains an analysis of the problem of illegal trade in ozone-depleting substances, identification and tracking of such substances and enforcement measures against illegal trade at the national and international level.  It also provides practical suggestions on how to deal with illegal ozone-depleting substances and on tightening consumption and production controls of the same.

27.
The Working Group agreed to forward the draft decision proposed by Poland and revised by a contact group of several representatives from article 5 and non-article 5 Parties, reflecting the most important findings of the study.  The Working Group also agreed to forward the draft decision proposed by the European Community on the possible application to ozone-depleting substances of the Globally Harmonized System for Classification and Labelling of Chemicals.  Both draft decisions are contained in annex I to the report of the Working Group (UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.1/22/6).

28.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to consider the recommendations of the Working Group and take an appropriate decision.

Item 4(i):  Campaign production of CFCs for metered-dose-inhalers (MDIs)
29.
Pursuant to decision XIII/10, TEAP analysed the current essential-use decisions and procedures to determine whether changes are needed to facilitate expedient authorization for campaign production, including information needed for the review and authorization of nominations for campaign production quantities, the contingencies for under- and over-estimation of quantities needed for a campaign production, the timing of the campaign production vis-à-vis export and import of those quantities, the oversight and reporting on the use of campaign production quantities, and the flexibility in ensuring that the campaign production is used only in the manufacture of MDIs for the treatment of asthma and chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, or that any excess is destroyed.

30.
TEAP presented its findings to the Working Group, which agreed to forward a proposal for a draft decision on a framework for campaign production for possible consideration by the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties contained in annex I to the report of the Working Group (UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.1/22/6).

31.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to consider the recommendation of the Working Group and take an appropriate decision.

Item 4(j):  Reduction of emissions of controlled substances from process agent uses and emissions

-reduction techniques and alternative processes not using ozone-depleting substances
32.
Decision XIII/13 requested TEAP to finalize its evaluation on process agents (previously requested in decision X/14) and to report to the twenty-second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group.  Following the review, TEAP had:

(a) Updated table A of decision X/14 with an improved four-part presentation;

(b) Improved the technical evaluation of table B of decision X/14; and

(c) Secured sponsorship for a periodic workshop where experts from process agent users and Governments can collaborate on further reductions and more accurate emissions reporting including technological cooperation between article 5 and article 2 Parties to the Montreal Protocol.

33.
TEAP presented its findings to the Working Group.  Two draft decisions on the issue were proposed and considered by the Working Group contained in annex I to the report of the Working Group (UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.1/22/6).

34.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to consider the recommendation of the Working Group and take an appropriate decision.

Item 4(k):  Clarification of terminology relating to ozone-depleting substances
35.
At the twenty-second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group, the representative of Poland submitted to the Working Group a conference room paper addressing the need to clarify certain terminology related to the terms: used, recycled and reclaimed controlled substances.

36.
The Working Group agreed to forward the proposal contained in a draft decision on this issue (Annex I to the report of the Working Group, UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.1/22/6) for consideration by the Meeting of the Parties.

37.
Proposal for action:  the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to consider the recommendation of the Working Group and take an appropriate decision.

Item 4(l):  Relationship between efforts to protect the stratospheric ozone layer and efforts to safeguard

 the global climate system: issues related to hydrofluorocarbons and perfluorocarbons
38.
A representative of the Secretariat of the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change informed the Working Group of a decision taken at the sixteenth session of the Convention's Subsidiary Body for Scientific and Technological Advice (SBSTA) to invite the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change and TEAP, in consultation with other organizations, to consider the modalities, feasibility, resource implications and timing of providing a balanced scientific, technical and policy-relevant information package to assist combined efforts to protect the stratospheric ozone layer and to safeguard the global climate system.  SBSTA further invited them to communicate their replies to the SBSTA secretariat before the seventeenth session. SBSTA will consider these replies at its seventeenth session which will be held in New Delhi, from 23 October to 1 November 2002, in time for the eighth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention on Climate Change, in order to decide on whether to make any further requests to TEAP and other bodies on this issue.

39.
The Working Group agreed to include the issue on the agenda of the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties, specifying that any discussion of the item would be limited to considering the decision taken at the eighth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention on Climate Change on the relationship between efforts to protect the stratospheric ozone layer and efforts to safeguard the global climate system.

40.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to discuss the issue.

Item 5:  Compliance issues considered by the Implementation Committee

41.
The Implementation Committee under the non-compliance procedure for the Montreal Protocol will hold its twenty-ninth meeting on 23 and 24 November 2002, immediately prior to the Meeting of the Parties, to consider the updated and revised data report prepared by the Secretariat on production and consumption of ozone-depleting substances under article 7 of the Montreal Protocol (document UNEP/OzL.Pro.14/3), as well as other compliance issues.  The recommendations of the Committee will be forwarded to the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties.

42.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to take appropriate decisions on compliance issues that the Implementation Committee may recommend.

Item 6:  Methyl bromide phase-out in South Africa : interpretation of decision IX/27
43.
The representative of South Africa drew the attention of the Working Group to what he believed was a misunderstanding concerning the interpretation of decision IX/27, which affected the ability of his country to apply for financial support from the Multilateral Fund.  Another representative of the Working Group observed that the decision of the Executive Committee of the Multilateral Fund which had not approved South Africa's request for assistance to phase out methyl bromide, had stated explicitly that the Meeting of the Parties had to decide on the interpretation of decision IX/27.  The Working Group agreed to forward the matter for discussion by the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties.

44. Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to discuss the issue of interpretation of decision IX/27.

Item 7:  Financial statements and budgets for the trust funds for the Vienna Convention

and the Montreal Protocol
45.
The financial reports on the trust funds for the Vienna Convention (UNEP/OzL.Conv.6/4) and the Montreal Protocol (UNEP/OzL.Pro.14/4) and the budgets of the Secretariat for 2003, 2004, 2005 and 2006 (UNEP/OzL.Conv.6/5 and UNEP/OzL.Pro.14/5) will be placed before the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention and the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol for consideration and approval.

46.
Proposal for action:  The sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention and the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol may wish to take note of financial reports and approve the budgets of the two trust funds for 2003, 2004, 2005 and 2006.

Item 8:  Application of Armenia for reclassification as a developing country
47.
Armenia has requested that it be classified as a Party operating under article 5 of the Montreal Protocol and provided the following information (UNEP/OzL.Pro.14/INF/1):

(a) That the population of Armenia, according to official data, is 3,802371 inhabitants;

(b) That the per capita gross domestic product of Armenia in 2001 was $503.6;

(c) That Armenia is classified as a "low income country" by the World Bank Group and the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP).

48.
Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to discuss the request by Armenia and make any appropriate decision.

Item 3 of the high-level segment:  Presentation of progress reports by the assessment panels
49.
The Co-Chairs of the Scientific, Environmental Effects and Technology and Economic Assessment Panels will make presentations to the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties on any important new developments on a year-to-year basis and on the progress of the 2002 assessment pursuant to article 6 of the Montreal Protocol.  The Co-Chairs of the Scientific Assessment Panel have prepared an executive summary of the 2002 UNEP/WMO Scientific Assessment of Ozone Depletion report which is available on the Internet at http://www.unep.org/ozone/publications.shtml.

50. Proposal for action:  The Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties may wish to note the progress reports of the Panels.

Item 4 of the high-level segment:  Presentation by the Chair of the Executive Committee of the

Multilateral Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol
51.
The Chair of the Executive Committee of the Multilateral Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol will present the report of the Committee (UNEP/OzL.Pro.14/7) to the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties.

STATUS OF IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DECISIONS OF THE THIRTEENTH MEETING

OF THE PARTIES TO THE MONTREAL PROTOCOL ON SUBSTANCES 

THAT DEPLETE THE OZONE LAYER

Decision XIII/1.  Terms of reference for the study on the 2003-2005 replenishment of the Multilateral

 Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol
1. The assessment report prepared by the Technology and Economic Assessment Panel on the funding requirement of the 2003-2005 replenishment of the Multilateral Fund, contained in volume 2 of the April 2002 TEAP report, was placed on the Internet and dispatched to all the Parties.  According to that report, the total funding requirement for the 2003-2005 replenishment to enable the article 5(1) Parties to comply with the control schedules under the Montreal Protocol is estimated at US$ 574.5 + US$ 26.7 million (i.e., in the range of US$ 548-600 million).  The uncertainty in the assessment of US$ 26.7 million is based upon the fact that the Task Force on replenishment was not able to derive a one-point estimate for the funding requirement in the CFC consumption sector.

2. The report was presented by TEAP to the Parties and discussed under agenda item 8 of the twenty-second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer which took place in Montreal, from 23 to 25 July 2002.

Decision XIII/2.  Ad-hoc Working Group on the 2003-2005 replenishment of the

 Multilateral Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol
3. The Ad-hoc Working Group on the 2003-2005 replenishment of the Multilateral Fund met in Montreal on 26 July 2002 immediately following the twenty-second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group and provided the initial feedback to TEAP as well as advice on sensitivity analyses.  The Ad-Hoc Working Group provided TEAP with its input to update and revise the report on the 2003-2005 replenishment submitted to the Open-ended Working Group, and recommended that the updated and revised report be distributed to the Parties by the end of September 2002 for their consideration at the Fourteenth Meeting.

Decision XIII/3.   Evaluation study on the managing and implementing bodies of the

financial mechanism of the Montreal Protocol
4. The decision was brought to the attention of the United Nations Office at Nairobi (UNON) for forwarding to the United Nations Headquarters in New York.  The terms of reference and modalities of the study called for in this decision shall be submitted to the Fifteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol in 2003 for its consideration.

Decision XIII/4.  Review of the implementation of the fixed-exchange-rate mechanism and

 determination of the impact of the mechanism on the operations of the

 Multilateral Fund for the implementation of the Montreal Protocol

 and on the funding of the phase-out of ozone-depleting substances

 in article 5 Parties for the triennium 2000-2002
5. The updated report on the review of the fixed-exchange-rate mechanism prepared by the Treasurer and the Secretariat of the Multilateral Fund (document UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.1/22/5) was considered by the Open-ended Working Group at its twenty-second meeting under agenda item 7.  The Working Group recommended that the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties reconsider the further updated report on the issue.

Decision XIII/5.  Procedures for assessing the ozone-depleting potential of new substances

 that may be damaging to the ozone layer

6. The Secretariat has circulated for the information of the Parties and in advance of the meeting of the Open-ended working Group, the list of new substances that may have the potential to damage the ozone layer pursuant to paragraph 1 of this decision.

Decision XIII/6.  Expedited procedures for adding new substances to the Montreal Protocol

7. As requested in decision XIII/6, the Secretariat has compiled precedents in other conventions regarding the procedures for adding new substances to a treaty.  The report of the Secretariat (document UNEP/OzL.Pro/WG.1/22/3) was considered by the Open-ended Working Group at its twenty-second meeting, under agenda item 5.

Decision XIII/7.  n-propyl bromide

8. Volume 1 of the 2002 progress report by the Technology and Economic Assessment Panel (pages 61-66) provides the most recent available data on the evolution of the use and emissions of n-propyl bromide, as requested by the Parties.  This information was presented to the Parties by TEAP at the twenty-second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group.

Decision XIII/8.  Essential-use nominations for non-article 5 Parties for controlled substances

 for the year 2002 and beyond
9. The Secretariat notified in November 2001 those Parties whose essential use of ozone-depleting substances was approved by the Thirteenth Meeting of the Parties.

Decision XIII/9.  Metered-dose inhaler (MDI) production

10. Decision XIII/9 was conveyed to the Multilateral Fund Secretariat for necessary action by the Executive Committee of the Multilateral Fund.

Decision XIII/10.  Further study of campaign production of CFCs for metered-dose-inhalers (MDIs)

11.
Decision XIII/10 requested TEAP and its Technical Options Committees to analyse the current essential-use decisions and procedures to identify if changes are needed to facilitate expedient authorization for campaign production, including information needed for the review and authorization of nominations for campaign production quantities, the contingencies for under-and over-estimation of the quantities needed for a campaign production, the timing of the campaign production vis-à-vis export and import of those quantities, the oversight and reporting on the use of campaign production quantities, and the flexibility in ensuring that the campaign production is used only in the manufacture of MDIs for the treatment of asthma and chronic obstructive pulmonary disease or that any excess is destroyed.  The decision further requested TEAP to present its findings to the Open-ended Working Group in 2002.

12.
The Working Group at its meeting in July 2002 considered the recommendations of TEAP on the issue and forwarded a proposal for a draft decision on the matter to the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties.

Decision XIII/11.  Procedures for applying for a critical-use exemption for methyl bromide

13.
TEAP finalized the "Handbook on Critical Use Nominations for Methyl Bromide" in May 2002 and posted it on the web site of the Secretariat as requested by the Parties.  The Handbook provides information on the process leading to a critical use exemption and instructions for critical use nomination as well as a schedule for submissions for nominations.

Decision XIII/12.   Monitoring of international trade and prevention of illegal trade in ozone-depleting

 substances, mixtures and products containing ozone-depleting substances
14.
The requested study on monitoring of international trade and prevention of illegal trade in ozone-depleting substances prepared by the Secretariat contains an analysis of the problem of illegal trade in ozone-depleting substances, identification and tracking of illegal trade in ozone-depleting substance and enforcement measures at the national and international level.  It also provides practical suggestions on how to deal with illegal ozone-depleting substances and tightening consumption and production controls of these substances.

15.
The Working Group in its meeting in July 2002 considered the study prepared by the Secretariat and forwarded two proposals for a draft decision on the matter to the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties.

Decision XIII/13.  Request to the Technology and Economic Assessment Panel for the

final report on process agents
16. Decision XIII/13 requested TEAP to finalize its evaluation on process agents (previously requested in decision X/14) and to report to the twenty-second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group.  TEAP has reviewed the information submitted by the Parties on this matter and recommended revisions and improvements to decision X/14.  TEAP has also recommended that periodic workshops be held on reducing and more accurately reporting on process agents emissions. The Working Group in its meeting in July 2002 considered the findings of TEAP.  During the meeting of the Working Group, TEAP proposed further informal consultations with Parties concerned to find out what additional technical information could be supplied to TEAP and made available to the Parties. 

17. Two draft decisions on process agents were proposed for consideration at the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties.

Decision XIII/14.  Ratification of the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer,

the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer and the 

London, Copenhagen, Montreal and Beijing Amendments
18.
Following this decision, the Secretariat sent a letter on 14 February 2002 to each country and the European Community urging them to become party to any of the ozone agreements that they have not yet ratified.

Decision XIII/15.  Data and information provided by the Parties to the Thirteenth Meeting of the

 Parties in accordance with article 7 of the Montreal Protocol
19.
The Secretariat sent a letter to all Parties that had not yet reported data for the relevant years, urging them to do so as soon as possible.  The data reported by the Parties as of 15 June 2002 was placed before the Implementation Committee for consideration at its meeting of 20 July 2002.

Decision XIII/16.  Potential non-compliance with the freeze on CFC consumption in article 5

Parties in the control period 1999-2000
20.
The Secretariat conveyed this decision to the Parties whose compliance with CFC consumption freeze for the period 1999-2000 has not yet been fully determined.  The Implementation Committee at its meeting of 20 July 2002 reviewed the status of compliance with this decision by the Parties concerned.

Decisions XIII/17-25.  Compliance with the Montreal Protocol by a number of Parties

21.
The Secretariat conveyed these decisions to the Governments of the Parties concerned for necessary action.  The Implementation Committee at its meeting of 20 July 2002, reviewed among other things, the status of compliance with these decisions and made appropriate recommendations.

Decision XIII/26.  Membership of the Implementation Committee

22.
The Secretariat notified all new selected members of the Implementation Committee as well as the selected President and Vice-President of the Implementation Committee for the year 2002 and invited them to send names of their representatives on the Committee to the Secretariat within three months following this decision.

Decision XIII/27.  Membership of the Executive Committee of the Multilateral Fund

23.
The Secretariat notified all new selected members of the Executive Committee as well as the Chair and Vice-Chair of the Executive Committee of the Multilateral Fund for the year 2002.

Decision XIII/28.  Co-Chairs of the Open-ended Working Group of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol

24.
The Secretariat notified the two Co-Chairs of their selection to serve in that capacity in 2002 following the adoption of this decision.

Decision XIII/29.  Recognizing the preparations for the World Summit on Sustainable Development 2002

25.
The Secretariat brought this decision to the attention of the Executive Director of UNEP who in turn referred it to the President of the UNEP Governing Council and the Chairman of the Preparatory Committee of the World Summit as decided by the Parties.

Decision XIII/30.  Financial matters: Financial reports and budgets

26.
The approved revised budget for the Montreal Protocol Trust Fund for the year 2002 was US$ 3,907,646.  The contribution pledged by the Parties was set at US$ 2,492,646.  As at 31 August 2002 contributions paid by the Parties amounted to US$ 1,302,077.  The outstanding contributions for prior years amounted to US$ 3,158,608 as at 31 August 2002.

27.
The Secretariat is preparing a working document for consideration by the Parties at their Fourteenth Meeting on the continuing growth in the operating surplus and interest being accumulated by the Trust Fund with a review to identifying the optional way in which to balance the Protocol's operational funds.

Decision XIII/31.  Appointment of the Executive Secretary of the Ozone Secretariat

28.
The new Executive Secretary, Mr. Marco González, assumed his functions in June 2002 following the completion of the appointment process by the United Nations Environment Programme and United Nations Headquarters in April 2002.

Decision XIII/32.  Colombo Declaration

29.
The Colombo Declaration was circulated by the Secretariat to all Parties to the Montreal Protocol after its adoption by the Meeting of the Parties.

Decision XIII/33.  Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol

30.
In February 2002, the Government of Italy formally offered to host the Fourteenth Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol in Rome and following the Secretariat's consultations with the Parties the offer by Italy was accepted.  The next meeting of the Parties is taking place in Rome during the week of 25 to 29 November 2002.
