Report of the secretariat

1. The secretariat is circulating herewith as annex I to the present document the audited and certified financial report on the Trust Fund for the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer for 2001.

2. The statement of actual expenditure for 2001, as compared to the approved budget for that year, is presented in annex II.

3. The activities of the secretariat are financed through the Trust Fund for the Montreal Protocol, the Trust Fund for the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer and additional voluntary contributions from individual Governments.  The total expenditure under the Trust Fund for the Montreal Protocol in 2001 amounted to $2,912,516, inclusive of 13 per cent programme support costs of $335,068.  In addition, the following additional voluntary contributions were received: European Commission ($68,871) and Germany ($10,851) for the Co-chair of the Technology and Economic Assessment Panel.

4. In the present report, all references to dollars ($) are to United States dollars.
