Applications of Parties for reclassification as operating under 
paragraph 1 of Article 5 of the Montreal Protocol   

 
Note by the Secretariat 

 
1. The Secretariat is circulating herewith the information submitted by Turkmenistan on 1 
September 2004 requesting that it be listed as a Party operating under paragraph 1 of Article 5 of the 
Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer, for the following reasons: 

 
(a) The population of Turkmenistan, according to official data, is 5,300,000 persons; 

 
(b) The per capita gross domestic product of Turkmenistan in 2001 was $950; 

 
(c) Turkmenistan is classified as a “low income country” by the World Bank group; 

 
(d) The per capita consumption of Turkmenistan of Annex A and Annex B substances has 

always been within the limits specified under Article 5 of the Montreal Protocol. 
 

2. The Secretariat is circulating herewith the information submitted by Malta on 5 October 2004 
requesting that it not be listed as a Party operating under paragraph 1 of Article 5 of the Montreal 
Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer.
