Turkmenistan as all progressive mankind is doing utmost for saving the ozone layer of our planet.

The Vienna Convention on the ozone layer protection and the Montreal Protocol on Ozone
Depleting Substances have been signed and ratified on 18, November 1993.

London amendment to the Montreal Protocol has been signed and ratified on 15, March 1994,
Turkmenistan has been qualitied as a Party, which is not covered by Article 5.
