Licensing systems (Article 4B, paragraph 4 of the Montreal
Protocol)

Note by the Secretariat

1 Pursuant to article 4B, paragraph 4, of the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete
the Ozone Layer, as amended, the Secretariat is required to prepare and circulate
periodicaly to all Partiesalist of Parties that have reported to the Secretariat on their
licensing systems. The Secretariat is aso required to forward this information to the
I mplementation Committee under the Non-Compliance Procedure for the Montreal
Protocol for its consideration and appropriate recommendations to the Parties.

2. Annex | to the present note lists all Parties to the Montreal Amendment to the Montreal
Protocol, which had established licensing systems and subsequently notified the Secretariat
by 5 November 2004. Annex Il contains alist of States which are Party to the Montreal
Protocol but are not yet party to the Montreal Amendment that have al so established and
implemented licensing systems.

3. The Secretariat is circulating this note for the information of all Parties. Any Party that has
established the licensing system but does not appear on this list is requested to notify the
Secretariat for inclusion in the subsequent future update of this note.
