Financial report on the trust funds for the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer and the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer for the biennium 2008–2009 and expenditures for 2009 as compared to the approved budgets

1. The present note is an addendum to document UNEP/OzL.Pro.22/4, which contains in its annexes the revised approved 2010 and proposed 2011 and 2012 budgets of the Trust Fund for the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer.

2. Annex I to the present note contains the certified financial report on the Trust Funds for the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer and the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer for the biennium 2008–2009.

3. Annex II contains a table prepared by the Secretariat showing actual expenditures from the two trust funds for 2009, as compared to the approved budgets for that year. The activities of the Secretariat are financed through the Trust Fund for the Montreal Protocol, the Trust Fund for the Vienna Convention and additional voluntary contributions from individual parties. The total costs in 2009 financed through the Trust Fund for the Montreal Protocol amounted to $4,980,297, inclusive of 13 per cent programme support costs of $566,199, and the total costs financed through the Trust Fund for the Vienna Convention amounted to $664,328, inclusive of 13 per cent programme support costs of $76,430. 

4. Earmarked contributions were received from the following parties: Egypt ($189,800) for the organization of the Twenty-First Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol; Sweden ($118,508) for increased participation of least developed countries in Montreal Protocol meetings; Finland ($19,894) and Norway ($37,707) for increased participation of developing countries in Montreal Protocol meetings; and the International Pharmaceutical Aerosol Consortium ($8,000) for the activities of the co-chair of the Medical Technical Options Committee.

5. Throughout the present report, all references to dollars ($) are to United States dollars, unless otherwise stated.
