The baseline for control of production of controlled substances for
Parties operating under Article 5 should be:

(a) For Annex A substances, the average of the annual calculated
level of production during the period 1995 to 1997 inclusive or the
calculated level of consumption of 0.3 kg per capita, whichever is lower; and

(b) For Annex B substances, the average of the annual calculated
level of production for 1998 to 2000 inclusive or the calculated level of
consumption of 0.2 kg per capita, whichever is lower.
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
