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Each party shall, by 1 July 1998, establish and inplenment a
systemfor licensing the inport and, if relevant, the export of al
control | ed substances [and shall, by 1 January 1999, report to the
Secretariat on the operation of its licensing system The Secretari at
shal | periodically prepare, update and circulate to all Parties a I|i st
of countries that have reported on their systens for the |icensing of
exports and inports of controlled substances.] As of 1 July 1999, each
Party shall ban the export of controlled substances to or inport of
control | ed substances fromany Party that has not inplenmented a
licensing systemto ban unlicensed inports and exports.

This paragraph
will apply save to the extent the that the Parties decide to pernit the
| evel of production or consunption that is necessary to satisfy uses
agreed by themto be critical agricultural uses.

5. Paragraphs 3 and 4 of Article 2H shall be deleted and current
paragraph 5 shall be renunbered paragraph 3.

Each Party operating under paragraph 1 of this Article shal
conply with paragraph 2 of Article 2H.
