AVENDVENTS PROPCSED BY AUSTRALI A TO THE MONTREAL PROTOCOL
ON SUBSTANCES THAT DEPLETE THE QZONE LAYER
A. Licensing system
1. Decision VII1/20 urges Parties to establish a systemrequiring

val i dation and approval of inmports of any used, recycled or reclai mned ozone
depl eti ng substances before they are inported. A licensing procedure is also
required to be adopted by the Ninth Meeting of the Parties under

decision VI1/9, paragraph 8 (a).

2. Australia observes that illegal trade in ozone-depl eti ng substances
poses chal l enges to inplenmentation of the Protocol. A cooperative
i nternational licensing systemwould enhance Parties' abilities to be

i nforned and to manage controll ed substances entering and | eaving their
jurisdiction.

3. Australia believes that any anendnent to the Protocol which introduces
a licensing systemin accordance with decision VII1/20 should explicitly
apply not only to trade in virgin substances but also to used, recycled or
recl ai med substances. Such a system should also facilitate conpliance with
rel evant reporting requirenments set out in Article 7 and decisions of the
Parties. Australia therefore proposes for consideration the follow ng draft
text for insertion as part of an anendnent to Article 4 which introduces a
licensing system

"The licensing systemestablished by this Article shall apply to

i mports and exports of virgin, used, recycled or reclained substances.
A licensing systemshall also provide that |icences issued include
sufficient information to facilitate conpliance with rel evant reporting
requi renents set out in Article 7 of the present Protocol and decisions
of the Parties.”

B. Trade restrictions on used, recycled or reclai med substances

4, Australia notes the concerns expressed at the Eighth Meeting of the
Parties regarding the anomal ous situation in which some Parties not operating
under Article 5 continue to produce new controlled substances for donestic
consunption, while also exporting those sanme used, recycled or reclained
control | ed substances. |t would appear nore appropriate for such used,
recycled or reclainmed controlled substances to be redirected towards donestic
consunption, thus reducing the I evel of new production needed to satisfy
donestic requirenents.

5. To address this situation, Australia proposes that Article 4 of the
Protocol be anmended to include a ban on the inport of a used, recycled or
recl ai med substance froma Party that is continuing to produce the sane
virgin substance for domestic consunption, in non-conpliance with the phase-
out schedul e applicable to that Party for that substance. Accordingly,
Australia invites the Parties to consider the follow ng draft text for
inclusion in Article 4:
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"Conmenci ng one year after the conming into force of this paragraph
each Party shall ban the inport of a used, recycled or reclained
control l ed substance froma Party that is continuing to produce virgin
guantities of the sane substance for donmestic consunption in

non- conpl i ance with the phase-out schedul e applicable to that Party for
t hat substance.”

C. Phase-out of carbon tetrachl oride

6. Australia notes that the first carbon-tetrachloride target for Parties
operating under Article 5 is an 85 per cent reduction by 2005. Australia
believes that it would assist the snooth phase-out of carbon tetrachloride by
Parties operating under Article 5 if interimreduction steps were to be

i ncl uded.

7. Australia therefore proposes amendment of Article 5, paragraph 8 bis,
of the Protocol to include the requirenent for a freeze by 2000 and
a 50 per cent reduction by 2002. Australia suggests inserting:

"8 bis (c) (i) A Party operating under paragraph 1 of this Article
shall ensure that for the twelve-nonth period conmencing on [1 January
2000], and in each twelve-nonth period thereafter, its calculated |evel
of consunption of the controlled substance in Goup Il of Annex B does
not exceed its calculated | evel of consunption in 1999. Each Party
shall ensure that for the sanme periods, its calculated | evel of
production of the substance does not exceed annually its cal cul ated

| evel of production in 1999.

"8 bis (c) (ii) A Party operating under paragraph 1 of this Article
shall ensure that for the twelve-nonth period comencing on [1 January
2002], and in each twelve-nonth period thereafter, its calculated |evel
of consunption of the controlled substance in Goup Il of Annex B does
not exceed fifty per cent of its calculated | evel of consunption in
1999. Each Party shall ensure that for the sanme periods, its

cal cul ated I evel of production of the substances does not exceed fifty
per cent of its calculated |Ievel of production in 1999.

"8 bis (c) (iii) A Party operating under paragraph 1 of this Article
shall ensure that for the twelve-nonth period comencing on [1 January
2005], its calculated | evel of consunption of the controlled substance
in Goup Il of Annex B does not exceed fifteen per cent of its
cal cul ated level of consunption in 1999. Each Party shall ensure that
for the sanme period, its calculated |Ievel of production of the

subst ance does not exceed fifteen per cent of its calculated | evel of
production in 1999.

"8 bis (c) (iv) A Party operating under paragraph 1 of this Article
shall ensure that for the twelve-nonth period comencing on [1 January
2006], and in each twelve-nonth period thereafter, its calculated |evel
of consunption of the controlled substance in Goup Il of Annex B does
not exceed zero. Each Party produci ng the substance shall, for the
sane periods, ensure that its calculated | evel of production of the
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substance does not exceed zero. This paragraph will apply save to the
extent that the Parties decide to permit the level of production or

consunption that is necessary to satisfy uses agreed by themto be
essential . "
