A.  PROPOSED ADJUSTMENTS
ADJUSTMENTS TO THE MONTREAL PROTOCOL ON SUBSTANCES THAT DEPLETE THE OZONE LAYER

Adjustments relating to the controlled substance in Annex E (Annex _*)
1.  The following three paragraphs shall be added after paragraph 8 ter (d) (ii) of Article 5 of the Protocol:


(ii) bis
Each Party operating under paragraph 1 of this Article shall ensure that for the twelve-month period commencing on 1 January 2007, and in each twelve-month period thereafter, its calculated levels of consumption and production of the controlled substance in Annex E do not exceed, annually, forty per cent of the average of its annual calculated levels of consumption and production, respectively, for the period of 1995 to 1998 inclusive;


(ii) ter
Each Party operating under paragraph 1 of this Article shall ensure that for the twelve-month period commencing on 1 January 2009, and in each twelve-month period thereafter, its calculated levels of consumption and production of the controlled substance in Annex E do not exceed, annually, twenty-five per cent of the average of its annual calculated levels of consumption and production, respectively, for the period of 1995 to 1998 inclusive;


(ii) qua
Each Party operating under paragraph 1 of this Article shall ensure that for the twelve-month period commencing on 1 January 2012, and in each twelve-month period thereafter, its calculated levels of consumption and production of the controlled substance in Annex E do not exceed, annually, five per cent of the average of its annual calculated levels of consumption and production, respectively, for the period of 1995 to 1998 inclusive;

Draft Dec XV/*:  Further adjustments with regard to the substance in Annex E
To adopt, in accordance with the procedure laid down in paragraph 9 of Article 2 of the Montreal Protocol and on the basis of the assessments made pursuant to Article 6 of the Protocol, the adjustments regarding the controlled substance in Annex E to the Protocol, as set out in Annex _* to the report of the Fifteenth Meeting of the Parties;

B.  PROPOSED AMENDMENT

AMENDMENT TO THE MONTREAL PROTOCOL ON SUBSTANCES THAT DEPLETE THE OZONE LAYER

Article 7 Data Reporting (Annex_**)
The following paragraph shall be modified on Article 7 of the Montreal Protocol:

3.
Each Party shall provide to the Secretariat statistical data on its annual production (as defined in paragraph 5 of Article 1) of each of the controlled substances listed in Annexes A, B, C and E and, separately, for each substance,


–
Amounts used for feedstock,


–
Amounts destroyed by technologies approved by the Parties, and


–
Imports from and exports to Parties and non-Parties respectively,

for the year during which provisions concerning the substances in Annexes A, B, C and E respectively entered into force for that Party and for each year thereafter. Each Party shall provide to the Secretariat statistical data on the annual amount of the controlled substance listed in Annex E used for quarantine and pre-shipment applications. Data shall be forwarded not later than six months after the end of the year to which the data relate.
